20. The original bills (in triplicate) completed in all respects, shall be submitted to the office in respective places from where material is collected on fortnightly basis and amount will be released by HLL with in 30 days of submission of bills.

21.  Transporters have to declare on their invoice, stating that, no credit of excise duty paid on input or capital goods or credit of Service Tax paid on input services used for providing “Transportation of goods by road” service under the provision of Cenvat credit Rule 2004.
