SCHEDULE II

DETAILED SPECIFICATION OF RECIPROCATING COMPRESSOR SYSTEM

The scope of work includes the following.

1) Supply, installation, testing, validation and commissioning of 1 No. 120 HP Reciprocating Air compressor system including Air Receiver & Refrigerant type Air Dryer, Electrical Panels and all accessories as mentioned in the schedule.

2) Scope of work shall includes necessary pipe lines, so as to integrate the new compressor the existing system.
3) Annual Maintenance Contract of the installed reciprocating air compressor system for the following 5 years after the warantee period of 1 Year.

The Reciprocating Compressor system consists of the following: -

1.
Compressor

Air Compressor shall be suitable for industrial application. Air Compressor to meet following technical specification:-

1. Type: Horizontal Balanced Opposed, Non-Lubricated Heavy duty Water cooled Two stage Double acting and should be Reciprocating Type Air Compressor.

2. Max working Pressure:  10 Kg/Cm2
3. Capacity (air delivery): minimum 550-600 CFM
4. Drive Motor: 120 HP(90 kw -approx), 4 Pole ,Squirrel cage Electric Motor in TEFC enclosure and suitable for 415+/- 10%,50Hz +/-5%, 3 Phase electric supply  and Motor starter panel shall  be with VFD with output chokes, working with feed back/ closed loop control system by sensing air pressure, advanced energy efficient technology should also be incorporated.

5. Loading and Unloading : Compressor shall be  incorporated with Automatic loading and unloading system. Necessary accessories shall in the scope of Tenderer.

6.  Air delivery port: 4 inch or higher

7. All safety controls including low oil pressure , low water flow ,high discharge air temperature , high after cooler discharge air pressure and as required and applicable have to be incorporated in the system.

8. Motor and Compressor shall be belt drive and perfectly aligned.

9. Filter: Should be Dry type suction air filter of suitable type and should be easily serviceable and when required can be replaced easily.

10. Unit to be fitted with Heat Exchangers with shell and tube design (air though tubes)  should be easily removable & serviceable tube bundle type and when required can be replaced easily.

11. Display Unit : Compressor to be equipped with a key pad user interface  display with following parameters  inter stage pressure, discharge pressure , Oil Pressure , running hours, loading hours, service plan and minimum 5-10 last shunt down details also be displayed with date time  etc.

12.  Design of unit: Unit shall be compact having all the  components likecompressor , Heat Exchangers and motor shall be mounted on a single heavy duty steel deck that shall be pre assembled at the factory with all controls and should be accessible for easy servicing. 

13. Receiver Unit: Unit shall be vertical position with suitable mounting arrangement, appropriate vent, drain, inspection and process connection to be provided. Automatic drain with trap shall be installed at lowest position of the vessel. Design and construction in accordance with ASME Standard and shall be identification plate indicating conformance with this code.  Material of construction carbon steel with exterior primer and paint coating and suitable interior corrosion resistant coating.
1.2   Air filtration: Dry type suction air filter cum silencer, for protection of compressor from foreign particle/dust and should have good service span.
1.3   Air drying system: Compressor to be equipped with suitable capacity Refrigerant type Air Dryer  with maximum air delivery of the reciprocating compressor (FAD) and shall be  a refrigerated air dryer system operating on environment friendly gas for drying of air up to 2-40C dew point with minimum pressure drop. 
1.4. Air Receiver: Air Receiver having capacity of 2000 Ltrs shall be supplied along with the Compressor. Safety shall be provided Vertical position with suitable mounting arrangement, appropriate vent, drain, inspection and process connection to be provided. Automatic drain with trap shall be installed at lowest position of the vessel. Design and construction in accordance with ASME Standard and shall be identification plate indicating conformance with this code.  Material of construction carbon steel with exterior primer and paint coating and suitable interior corrosion resistant coating
1.5. Installation
All the equipments such as Compressor, Refrigerant Air Dryer and Air Receiver shall be installed, tested as per standard of manufacturer.
All safety controls, low and high pressure controls, low oil pressure , low cooling water flow switch, starter overload trips shall be suitably set and a record of all the settings shall be furnished.

1.6. Testing
1. Unit shall be put under full load trial for a period of ten days and shall be operated 8 to 12 hours continuous in a day.

2. Subject to submission of satisfactory performance certificate of the compressor from user, commissioning the unit shall be termed successful and completed. 
2. PIPING

2.1 Scope
The scope of this section comprises the supply and laying of interconnection Air Piping  & Water Pipings, Non return valves, inlet and outlet isolation valves, hose piping  and connecting to the existing piping layout at air compressor room. 
2.2 Pressure Gauges 
Dial type or direct reading industrial  type (Digital type) Pressure gauges with  appropriate range and be complete with shut off gauge cocks etc., duly calibrated before installation. Pressure gauges are to be provided wherever necessary for the maintenance and better functioning of the system.
2.3 Thermometers 
Dial or direct reading industrial type Thermometers with of appropriate range duly calibrated before installation. Thermometers are to be provided wherever necessary for the maintenance and better functioning of the system.
3. ELECTRIFICS
The incoming 3 phase, 415 V, 50 Hz supply for the compressor main panel and accessories will be arranged by HLL.

3.1 Panel shall be wall mounting and powder coated with cable entry at the bottom side. 

Cutout with Acrylic Cover to be provided in the panel for the view of HMI of the VFD.

Terminals with identification tag shall be provided in the panel for incoming and outgoing cables.

2 nos of Exhaust Fans with louvers to be provided in the Panel.
3.2 Electrical power will be proved at the incoming side of Electrical Panel by HLL. Termination at the incoming outgoing side shall be in scope of Tender. CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT 

1. PRICE
Price quoted should be firm without any escalation till the Contract is completely executed and should be for the item/work shown under SCHEDULE II. 

The price quoted should be FOR HLL site including all relevant and applicable taxes and duties, Packing & Forwarding charges, insurance, transportation charges, leading, loading and unloading charges, and any other levies. 

2. TAXES/DUTIES/LEVIES
A octroi supplier shall be entirely responsible for all the taxes, duties, license fees, etc. incurred until successful completion of contract.  All central, state, municipal taxes, duties and levies payable on the equipment and its erection and commissioning shall be shown by the bidder separately in the Price Bid.  

The format for Quoting is enclosed as SCHEDULE V.  The Purchaser will issue necessary ‘C’ Form, if required.
Note:

The term ‘Equipment/goods’ means the final and complete equipment/machinery as ordered and does not mean raw material, components, consumable, etc. required for the work. 3. INSURANCE

4. DELIVERY/COMPLETION PERIOD
4.1 The Supplier should deliver the equipments as per the Contract within 16 weeks from the date of notification of award. 

4.2 Time being the essence of the Contract, the delivery and completion period stipulated should be strictly adhered to. The total completion time of the project is 18 weeks i.e. 16 weeks for the delivery of all items including imported items at HLL site at Akkulam Factory, 2 week for total erection, validation and commissioning of the reciprocating compressor system. 

4.3 Delay in delivery/non delivery and completion of the contract will cause loss and/or damage to Purchaser. The completion period shall be counted from the date of sending of Purchaser’s intimation of acceptance of the Supplier’s offer (Letter of Intent (LOI) and/or Work order).

6.  INSPECTION AND TESTS

10.  WARRANTY
