3. QUANTITY REQUIREMENT

3.1. The quantity mentioned herein are approximate present requirement and in case more or less quantity is required, the suppliers should be prepared to effect supply at short notice on the same terms and conditions.
4.  DELAYS IN DELIVERY OF GOODS

Delivery of the Goods shall be made by the Supplier within 30 days from the date of placing the Purchase Order. If at any time during performance of the Contract, the Supplier  should encounter conditions impeding timely delivery of the Goods , the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). 5. PAYMENT TERMS

5.3  Payment for Annual Comprehensive Maintenance Contract Charges: The payment of Annual CMC will be made on six monthly basis after satisfactory completion of said period, duly certified by the consignee/purchaser.

6. PATENT RIGHTS


The Supplier shall indemnify the Purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design rights arising from use of the Goods or any part thereof in India.

7. PACKING

7.1 
The Supplier shall provide such packing of the Goods as is required to prevent their damage or deterioration during transit to their final destination as indicated in the Contract. The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit and open storage.

The packing, marking and documentation within and outside the packages shall comply strictly with such special requirements as shall be provided in the purchase order including additional requirements, if any, specified and in any subsequent instructions ordered by the Purchaser.

8. DELIVERY AND DOCUMENTS

8.1
Delivery of the Goods shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the terms specified in the Purchase Order by the Purchaser. The details of dispatching and/or other documents to be furnished by the supplier shall be specified in the Purchase Order, if any.

9. TERMINATION BY DEFAULT

9.1
The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, terminate the Contract in whole or part;

(a) if the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period(s) specified in the Contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser, or

(b) if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract.

9.2
In the event the Purchaser terminates the Contract in whole or in part,  the Purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, Goods or Services similar to those undelivered, and the Supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess costs for such similar Goods. However, the Supplier shall continue the performance of the Contract to the extent not terminated.

10.  FORCE MAJEURE

10.1    For purposes of this Clause “Force Majeure” means an event beyond the control of the Supplier and not involving the Supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but are not limited to, acts of the Purchaser either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the force majeure event.

11. TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY

11.1   The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Supplier, if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to the Supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy, which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.

12. RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES

12.1   The Purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the Contract.

12.2  If, after thirty (30) days from the commencement of such informal negotiations, the Purchaser and the Supplier have been unable to resolve amicably a Contract dispute, either party may require that the dispute be referred for resolution to the formal mechanisms specified. These mechanisms may include, but or not limited to, conciliation mediated by a third Party, adjudication in an agreed national forum, and national arbitration.

14.2 The jurisdiction of any disputes, suits and proceeding arising out of the tender shall be only in the court of Thiruvananthapuram.
