     The following terms and conditions will be applicable:-

1. SCOPE OF THE WORK:

If the parties fail to resolve their disputes of differences by such mutual consultation within 21 days of it’s occurrence, the same shall be referred to the sole arbitration of the Chairman & Managing Director of HLL or to a person appointed by him for that purpose. The arbitration shall be conducted in accordance with the provision of the Arbitration and conciliation Law 1996 and the decision/judgment of arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties.

13. The Jurisdiction in all dispute suits shall be in courts at Karnataka.
ELIGIBILITY CRIETERIA 

1. The tenderer must enclose a sum of Rs. 60,000/- (Rs.
