4. There should not be any leakage through the Pinch off area of the PVC needle cover (before and after autoclaving) and at the same time the pinch off portion must be easily breakable after autoclaving (on twisting 90o to 270o).

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TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. The Tender should be completed in all respects and submitted along Tender Fees (non-refundable) and EMD.  Incomplete tenders are liable to be rejected.

2. Unsealed Tenders received are liable to be rejected and this will be at the sole risk of the Tenderer.

3. The EMD of successful bidders will be converted to Security Deposit and will be refunded at the end of contract period. 

4. (a) The quoted rate shall be valid for a period of three years, during which period, no price escalation and no change in terms and conditions will be allowed on any ground. 

2. In the event of failure on the part of the supplier to supply the material as per the delivery schedule or supply material at the agreed rate during the contract period, HLL would procure the material from alternate source at the risk and cost of the supplier. In such cases, the additional cost incurred will be recovered from the supplier.
(c) Failure to supply the material for any of the above reasons will also entail forfeiture of Security Deposit and even blacklisting of the supplier for a minimum period of two years.
