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Note regarding Adjourned Annual General Meeting:

1. The audited standalone & Consolidated Financial Statements for the year ended March 31, 2024 could
not be considered by the members at the 58"Annual General Meeting originally held on 23"
December 2024, since the supplementary audit report of the Comptroller and Auditor General (C&AG)
on the audited Standalone and Consolidated Financial Statements in terms of the provisions of Section
143(6) of Companies Act, 2013 were not received. Subsequent to the AGM held on 23rd December
2024, CAG issued the supplementary audit report on the Standalone Financial Statements 2023-24 of
HLL on 3rd January 2025. Thereafter, the CAG issued the supplementary audit report on the
Consolidated Financial Statements 2023-24 of HLL on 6th February 2025.

2. The Members also could not conS|der the proposed declaration of dividend amounting to Rs.20Cr. for

the financial year ended 31 March 2024 (being 129 % of the paid-up share capital) as the
declaration of dividend could be done only after adoption of the audited financial statements of the
Company for the FY 2023-24.

3. At the said meeting, after considering other agenda items, the members resolved to adjourn the
meeting and reconvene the same by 31% December 2024 provided the comments of the C&AG is
received by then. The comments of the C&AG on the audited standalone & consolidated Financial
Statements have since been received and a copy of the same is enclosed with this notice. Now, the
adjourned 58" "Annual General Meeting is being re-convened to consider the audited standalone &
consolidated Financial Statements and for declaration of dividend. The Annual Report for the year
containing the Standalone & Consolidated Audited Financial Statement and other statutory annexure
required to be laid before the members at the Annual General Meeting is being sent through E-mail to
the shareholders.

4. In terms of the provisions of Standard No. 15.3 of 'Secretarial Standard on General Meeting (SS-2)'
issued by the Institute of Company Secretaries of India, a fresh notice is being given for this adjourned
meeting since the meeting was adjourned sine die.

5. Ministry of Corporate Affairs (hereinafter referred to as “MCA”) has vide its General Circular No.
20/2020 dated 05th May, 2020 read together with General Circular Nos. 14/2020 & 17/2020 dated
08th April, 2020, 13th April, 2020, 13th January, 2021, 05/05/2022, 25/09/2023 & 09/2024
respectively (hereinafter collectively referred to as “MCA Circulars”), permitted the holding of
Annual General Meeting through VC/OAVM. Accordingly, in accordance with the MCA Circulars
and provisions of Companies Act 2013, the AGM of the Company is being held through
VC/OAVM. This AGM shall be deemed to be held at the Registered Office of the Company.

6. Since this AGM is being held through VC / OAVM, physical attendance of Members has been
dispensed with. Accordingly, the Members can join the AGM through VC/OAVM facility arranged
by the Company. All care has been taken by the Company to ensure that the video conference
facility arranged by the Company allows two-way teleconferencing for the easy participation of all
the Members. The Members are allowed to ask questions concurrently or shall submit the
questions in advance at the email address of the Company Secretary

7. The facility for joining the meeting will be kept open for 15 minutes before the scheduled time to
start the meeting and will be closed only after the expiry of 15 minutes after such scheduled
time.

8. As per the aforementioned MCA Circulars, the requirement of quorum for a general meeting in
pursuance of 103 of Companies Act, 2013 has been extended for general meeting held through
VC/OAVM also. Therefore, the Members attending AGM through video conference will be counted
for the quorum of the meeting.

9. With regard to the manner of appointment of Chairman for the meeting, the relevant MCA circulars
stipulates that either it shall be based on the provisions of Articles of Association of the Company or
in the manner as provided in the Circular. As per the Articles of Association of your Company, the
Chairman of the Board shall preside as Chairman at every general meeting of the Company.
Accordingly, the Chairman of the Board will be the Chairman for this AGM.
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Generally, pursuant to the provisions of the Section 105 of the Companies Act, 2013, a member
entitled to attend and vote at the AGM is entitled to appoint a proxy to attend and vote on his/her
behalf and the proxy need not be a member of the Company. Since this AGM is being held through
VC/OAVM, the requirement of physical attendance of members is dispensed with and
consequently the facility for appointment of proxies is not applicable for this AGM.

The Statutory auditor or his authorized representative will attend the AGM through VC/OAVM facility
provided by theCompany.

As the total number of members in your Company falls below 50, the Chairman may decide to conduct
a vote by show of hands, unless a demand for poll is made by any member. If a poll is required to be
taken during the meeting on any resolution, the members may convey their vote at the Email id of the

In line with the MCA Circulars, AGM Notice, financial statements and other documents are being sent
through electronic mode to the e - mail addresses of the shareholders.
