Which shall be received at our office on all working days till 10.30 PM on 28.01.2013.  

a. The DD for EMD and admin fee  should be enclosed with the Bid.
b. Tenders received after the due date & time and without EMD will not be accepted.
Tender Fee.

c. DD of Rs. 200/- of tender fee is applicable.
d. Separate DD for EMD and Admin fee are enclosed along with application. 
The sealed bid will be opened at 2.30 p.m. on 28.01.2013, in the presence of tenderer present at that time.

1. The tenderer should have at least five years experience in executing similar jobs and should hold approval/license from the concerned authorities to carry out the above type of jobs.
2. The tenderer should have their own Office at Cochin and destination (Agency office are not acceptable) and both Cochin office address and destination address, with phone number , email address (both destination and origin office ) and other details to be furnished.

3. The tenderer shall have the capacity to arrange minimum 13 Container (13X40 HC Containers each lot) in a single day for dispatching material from Cochin to  HLL warehouse Menamkulam Depot then Cochin Port.  The required number of Containers must be placed at HLL lifecare Ltd, Menamkulam Depot Trivandrum , site at 9.00 a.m. on the scheduled date of stuffing.  Failure for placement of Containers will be viewed seriously and penalty of 15% of the clearing & forwarding charges for the specific consignment shall be imposed.

4. Forwarder should have their own CHA license (Business associate, sister concern, purchased license not considered) for clearance. i.e. C&FA CHA name should match with your company name & same CHA must be registered at Cochin customs. Documentary evidence must share while submitting the bid.
5. In continuation to the above, C&F who do not  have their  own CHA in Cochin can participate in forwarding part only . In that case clearance part will be done by our own empanelled CHA
6. In case the C&FA clearance charges is found higher than that of HLL clearance charges , HLL will do the customs clearance. 

Scope of work

The scope of work and responsibility of the successful tenderer shall be generally as follows:

1. FCL transportation- applicable to C&F quoting the CHA rate -  Arranging and placing the Containers at loading point i.e. Trivandrum Menamkulam Depot and transportation of the Containers back to Cochin Port safely after loading,  The container transportation(to and fro) shall be carried out at the date and time and required number of Containers suggested by us.

2. Follow-up and arrange loading the material on designated ships to various locations.

3. Co-ordination and follow-up in obtaining  required Certificates from Central Excise Customs, Chamber of Commerce, JDGFT, EIA and other agencies.
4. All the shipments are against LC condition. We shall share the LC copy once we received from our customer. It is mandatory to follow the LC condition in order to avoid huge penalty and hence you are requested to closely read the condition. If HLL fail to you and to meet the condition  due to the negligence of C&F same  penalty will be applicable and will deduct from  your bills.  
5. All documents after shipping such as E.P. copy of Shipping Bill, ARE-2, DEPB copy of Shipping Bill and other documents to be furnished to us within 30 working days from the date of shipment. 
6. A draft Bill of Lading to be forwarded to us before 72 hours from the date of shipment. 

7. Shipment details to be furnished to us by fax/e-mail on the same day itself and Exchange Control copy of Shipping bill, SDF form original also need to be submitted on the same day.
8. It is the responsibility of the contractor to clear the documents from the Port expeditiously

9. The contractor is also responsible to make all arrangements/documents/other services, which are not specifically mentioned in this tender, but which are necessary for the smooth and timely export of the materials covered in this tender.

10. The contractor shall also arrange prompt verification of documents by concerned authorities/parties and shall ensure prompt service and quality Containers for transportation of materials.

11. Your representative should be available in our plant from 09.00 a.m. onwards on all the days of stuffing and should leave only after the containers have been sealed by Excise authorities.

Tenders must be accompanied by an EMD of Rs. 25000/-(Rupees twenty five thousand   only). This amount shall be submitted in the form of Demand Draft from any Nationalized Bank, drawn in favour of the HLL LIFECARE LTD , payable at COCHIN. EMD should be submitted along with the BID of the tender.  Tender without EMD will be rejected, EMD will not carry any interest. In the case of the tenderers whose tender has not been accepted, their EMD will be returned without any interest, within one month.
PAYMENT

Full payment will be made against submission of bills and relevant documents for shipment.
