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he beautiful sculpture of the

Mother & Children on the HLL

campus has captured the hearts

of one and all. Eighteen vears
ago, artist MV Devan rightly foretold:
“The presence of this statue will be an
important feature of this area.” Today,
HLL Lifecare, then Hindustan Latex
Lid., is better known to the common
man as the compound with a sculpture
of a mother and her child, often beca-
use the other child is sitting on the lawn, as
il splashing water from the pond there
The Mother & Children sit oblivious to
the world, content in their sanctuary of




happiness. It was a tribute which took
shape through the hands of Artist
MNamboodiri, one of the most popular
figures in Indian art, famous for his line
drawings or rekha chithrangal, The
sculptures were meant o mark 23 vears
of HLL's existence in 1994,

At the discussions on the theme for the
sculpture, D, PVS, Namboodinpad the
then Managing Director of the organi-
zation suggested that the imagery
could be one that brings out the aspect of
spacing of births, which would aptly
illustrate the importance of health of
the mother and children.

HLL's sculpture took shape over a penod
of one and a half years. A mother and
two children, one older and the other a
baby, an important feature, sugpested

spacing between births. The evening of

September 3, 1994 saw the presence of
some of the most respected names in
the helds of literalure and art gather
before the HLL corporate head office.
Jnanpith award winner Thakazhi Shiva-
shankara Pillai inaugurated the statue.
Cartoonist and writer Abu Abraham,
noted film directors Adoor Gopalakri-
shnan and Shaji N. Karun were also
present during the ceremony,

The statue of the Mother & Children is
ome of Artist’s most well-known works,
Short story writer T. Padmanabhan re-

leased a brochure on Mr. Namboodin,
calling his creations beyond compari-
sion and wrapping up his speech with
these magical words, “I recently read
an article on Namboodiri titled *God's
fingers’. 1 do not know how God's
fingers would be. But I do realize that
if anything, it would be like that of
Mr.Namboodir."n




What inspired the sculpture of the mother &
children in HLL?

The sculpture in cement at the Corporate
Head Ofhee of then Hindustan Latex
Limited was inspired by the basic object-
v behind the setting up of the onzamsa
tion way back in 1968 in Kerala. It
should also be noted that tll that decade
of the sixtics Kerala commanded
amongst the highest population growth
rate in the country.

What are your recollections of its making? What
were the challenges faced?

translate the mage in my mind into
concrete [ had to build the structure with
iron rods of thickness that ranged from
30 mim, 25 mum (for the main strocture)
and [2mm and 10 mm (for the
extentions) that had to be cut, fixed and
put in place as the structure progressed
which was a challenge.
How dear is this work to you?
The sculpture of the Mother and Children
[ did at HLL has always been close to my
heart because | consider it as one of the
most important works [ have done in
cement. Even though, due to the
nitude of the task involved, there

was an element of tedious personal toil
over several months, the end result was
ane that gave me a great amount of
personal satisfaction and it continues to
remain so even loday, [ have received
averwhelming response from people
both within the state and outside for this
wiork and interest ople still alk

T nearly two
decades since it was installed at the HLL
neadquarters.,
Has there been a decline in sculptures being used
as a symbal by companies over the years? Why?
There has been no decline even 1o this

day in sculptures being used as symbols

by corporates and vast organisations,
They communicate the spint of the
organisation. The other interest of the
corporate world today includes comimis-
siomng of large paintings and reliefs in
metal.
While your work completes its 18 years. do you
want to convey any message, mainly to the
current people at HLL about the way they should
look at this work of heritage?
The work in many ways stands as a
timony to the bliss and joy of
maotherhood. In Malayalam it is known
by the Sanskritsed word - “Mathrotham’,
Even though vears back the message o
be conveved was the imporiance of
spacing in the life of the mother and
child, the message stayvs pertinent even
today in the context of HLL cmerging as
one of the world leaders in the arca of

healtheare with its motto of “Innovating

for Healthy Generations”.

Artist Namboothiri was born at Karuvattu Mana
of Ponnani in Malappuram district, Kerala, He was
a disciple of renowned artist K.C.5. Paniker. He
also drew inspiration from renowned painters like
Debi Prasad Roy Chowdhury and 5. Dhanapal.
He studicd painting at the Madras School of Fine
Arts,

Artist Namboothin has illustrated many popular
characters for literary publications in Kerala, His
cartoon series “Naniyammayum Lokavum' in Ma-
thrubhumi, a leading publication in Malayalam,
was extremely popular, Mr. Namboodin has illustra-
ted books for many eminent Malayalam writers
including Thakazhi, M.T. Vasudevan MNair, Uroob
and poet Edasseri Govindan MNair, He also served
as Chairman of Kerala Lalitakala Academy, taking
the nitiative to sct up a permanent building for
the institute. Mr.Namboodiri has won many awa-
rds including a state award for art direction and a
Raja Ravi Varma award. He now lives in Edappal,
Malappuram district, Kerala with his family.
