SECTION 2

General Instructions to Bidders

1. Bids should be sealed & these sealed covers super-scribed as “Empanelment” with the Tender No. Mentioned thereon, with complete in all respect, addressed to DGM(Purchase) HLL Lifecare Limited, AT Post: Kanagala - 591225, Taluk: Hukkeri. 2. Qualified vendors will be empanelled for supply of Sanitary Napkins for two-year period. If required period will be extended for one more year. Price bids will be collected from empanelled qualified bidders as and when required. Bidders are also required to provide details for the quantity they can deliver month wise 

3. The bids must be sent through courier/ speed post. The bids sent through email/ fax would be rejected. HLL is not responsible for the delay in receipt of the courier. Alternately the tender could also be dropped in the tender box maintained at “HLL Lifecare Limited, Kanagala, Taluka: Hukkeri, Dist. Belgaum, Karnataka, India”. 

4. At any time prior to the deadline for submission of tenders, HLL, for any reason deemed fit by it, modify the Tender Enquiry documents by issuing suitable amendment(s) to it. Such an amendment will be published on our website. It is bidders responsibility to keep themselves updated on any such amendments.

5. In order to provide reasonable time to the prospective bidders to take necessary action in preparing their tenders as per the amendment, HLL may, at its discretion extend the deadline for the submission of tenders and other allied time frames, which are linked with that deadline. 

6. The Tender should be complete in all respects. Incomplete tenders are liable to be rejected.

8. New Manufacturers will be empanelled based on qualification criteria & sample evaluation/ plant visit/ technical presentation. Existing suppliers who were already empanelled   will be empanelled based on  qualification criteria.

9. HLL reserves the right to split up the quantity and place the order on more than a supplier and also reserves the right to accept or reject the offer without assigning any reason.

10. The jurisdiction of any dispute, suits and proceedings arising out of this tender shall be only in the court of Hukkeri Taluk, Belgaum Dist. / Trivandrum as the case may be.

11. Responsiveness of the Bid shall be at the sole discretion of HLL.

12. Bid pronounced Non Responsive by HLL shall be summarily rejected.

13. The decision of HLL will be final and no correspondence of this shall be entertained

SECTION 3

General Terms and Conditions of the Contract

In the event of award of the contract the supplier has fulfill the following obligations. 

1. Supplier has to execute agreements for supply of item as per tender terms & conditions/ specifications.

2. The cost of damaging / defacing / destroyed shall be recovered from supplier’s pending bills. In the event of no pending bills with HLL you shall make payment directly to us.

3. The supplier agrees to supply strictly as per the order terms in respect of quantity and quality. HLL reserves the right not to receive material beyond the delivery date given in the order.

4. The supplier will draw the sample & send to HLL for pre dispatch clearance from HLL. Dispatch can be made only after quality clearance from HLL.  The supplier has to make arrangements for accommodation & conveyance of HLL representative for quality assurance. 

5. REPLACEMENT: In case of rejection of any batch, it shall be responsibility of supplier to lift the rejected material & replace the entire rejected qty. HLL will provide all documents required for lifting the materials.  

6. LATE DELIVERY CHARGES:

If the supplier fails to complete the scope of work within the stipulated completion period, he shall be liable to pay to HLL, LD Charges
7. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES: 

Liquidated damages clause will be applied only on the non-executed value of supply/ portion of work.

HLL may, at his sole discretion, and without prejudice to its right to recover any or all of the liquidated damages by any other method of recovery, deduct the amount of such liquidated damages from any money due or which may become due to Supplier.

The payment or recovery of sums hereunder shall not relieve Supplier from any of its other obligations and liabilities under the Contract.
7. INDEMINITY CLAUSE: If the supplier fails to execute the order within the time prescribed for the delivery of goods ordered or violates or infringes the existing rates as agreed to as mentioned in the supply order, the supplier shall and will indemnify the company against all loses or damages whatsoever to be incurred or sustained including the legal cost or expenses incurred by the company by reason of non-delivery of goods at agreed quantity and rate with in the time specified in the supply order. The company will initiate legal action if the supplier fails to execute the supply order as per the schedule in the supply order for the actual loss suffered. No quantity tolerance will be permitted in this regard unless otherwise the supplier takes prior approval before dispatching any excess quantity, otherwise the excess supplied quantity shall be returned back on freight to pay basis at the risk of the supplier.

8. ARBITRATION:

If any dispute shall arise between HLL and Suppliers. in connection with or relating to this tender or related purchase orders, both the parties shall make every effort to resolve the same amicably by mutual consultation/discussion. If the parties, however, fail to resolve the dispute through mutual consultation/ discussion, the matter shall be referred for arbitration in accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 of India or any statutory modification or any re-enactment thereof of the Act in force at the relevant time. The arbitrator shall be decided on mutual agreement and the award/ decision of the arbitrator shall be binding on both the parties. The venue of arbitration shall be Trivandrum / Delhi and the proceedings shall be in English
9. HLL reserves the right to increase / decrease the quantity during the contract period

10. The rate indicated firm and includes all cost like and forwarding excise duty, custom duty etc.

11. Materials should be supplied thro transporter Registered as per Carriage by Road Act 2007.
