18.2
If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Contractor shall promptly notify the Company in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Company in writing, the Contractor shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the force majeure event.

19. TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY

19.1 
The Company may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Contractor, if the Contractor becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to the Contractor, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy, which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Company.

20. RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES/ ARBITRATION
20.1 
The Company and the contractor shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the Contract.

20.2 If, after thirty (30) days from the commencement of such informal negotiations, the Company and the Contractor have been unable to resolve amicably a Contract dispute, either party may require that the dispute be referred for resolution to the formal mechanisms specified in the General Conditions of Contract (Arbitration Clause 20.3). These mechanisms may include, but or not limited to, conciliation mediated by a third Party, adjudication in an agreed national forum, and national arbitration.

20.3 If,  HLL and the Contractor have been unable to resolve amicably a Contract dispute, such dispute or disagreement shall be settled in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 the Arbitral Tribunal shall consist of 3 Arbitrator , one each to be nominated by the Company and the contractor. The third Arbitrator shall be chosen by the two Arbitrators so appointed by the parties and shall act as Presiding Arbitrator. In case of failure of the two Arbitrator appointed by the parties to reach upon a consensus within a period of 30 days from the appointment of the Arbitrator appointed subsequently, the Presiding Arbitrator shall be appointed by the President of Institute of Engineers (India).

20.4 The jurisdiction of any disputes, suits and proceeding arising out of the tender shall be only in the court of Thiruvananthapuram.

21. GOVERNING LANGUAGE

21.1 
The contract shall be written in English language. English language version of the Contract shall govern its interpretation. All correspondence and documents pertaining to the Contract which are exchanged by the parties shall be written in the same language.

Once the maximum is reached, the HLL may consider termination of the Contract.
