5. The supervision and control of the employees engaged by the contractor shall fully be on the contractor.

6. The persons engaged for this work by the contractor will be with qualification of SSLC/ITI pass. The persons shall be within the age group of 18 years to 40 years. The tenderer shall arrange medical check up for them, prohibit smoking, chewing etc. at work place, shall comply with all relevant legal/ GMP provisions and the overall discipline of the company shall be maintained.

At present the company will be following the minimum rates of wages prescribed for Plastic Industry by the Govt. of Kerala as a guideline and the quoted rate should be sufficient to pay the said rates of wages to the workers
