GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1. WORK INFORMATION

The detailed information of the work given below is as per Client’s present requirement. However, it is not binding on the Client in any way and shall not govern the scope of works.

1.1  IBR PIPELINE WORK

A. Liaisoning with IBR authority including arrangement of inspection, preparation and approval of steam pipeline from IBR Authority at site for Fabrication, installation, erection, Repair/Maintenance, testing of steam pipeline etc. All statutory charges shall be borne by the party.

B.  Fabrication, Installation & Dismantling of IBR (Steam Lines) Pipe Lines & Its Fittings

C. Installation of IBR fittings such as IBR MS bend, nipple, strainer, PRV's, Valves, thermodynamic /ball float traps, view glass, MS flanges, Manifolds etc.... 

D.  All welding, cutting  & Grinding works, which includes TIG, SMAW, GTAW, Gas, MIG, Mag, and plasma welding to the IBR, pipe lines

E.  Dismantling of old steam pipe lines (IBR lines)

F.  Installation of IBR valves (bronze, SS, cast iron, cast steel, etc...)

1.2 TRANSPORTATION OF IBR PIPELINE AND FITTINGS:

Contractor has to arrange trolley, cart, etc. of suitable size for transporting the materials near erection site, and unloaded near erection site by contractor at rates included in price schedule.
1.3 Lifting devices, hoists, ropes, tools & tackle, equipment, consumables, labour, supervision etc. required for the work are to be arranged by the contractor at his own expense.

1.4 Painting of supports and structure with one coat of primer and two coats of finish  

         paint (Paint will be supplied by HLL) are included in the scope of work.

1.5 All tools & tackles, equipment (Welding Set, Gas Cutting Set, Pipe cutter, Grinding machine), consumables (Welding Electrodes Gas etc), labour, supervision etc. required for the work are to be arranged by the Contractor at his own expense. Consumables used shall be from standard manufacturer. All required materials such as pipes and  fittings, Welding electrodes, Cutting electrodes will be supplied by HLL.

2. LOCATION OF SITE

The work site is located at HLL Lifecare Ltd, Peroorkada Factory, Trivandrum.
3. PRICE

Price quoted should be firm without any escalation till the order is completely executed and should be for complete Fabrication, installation, erection, Repair/Maintenance, testing of steam pipeline of IBR pipeline with all accessories as per the terms and conditions of this bidding document & . The offer should include the following breakups:  (in the prescribed Performa).

a. Total Fabrication, Erection, Testing, and Repair /Maintenanace, Insulation charges.
b. Bidders are required to quote only for Labour charges including supervision charges.

4. INSURANCE

CONTRACTOR shall at his cost and expense take out from a suitable insurance company acceptable to HLL and maintain for the entire period until ACCEPTANCE OF WORKS or until such time thereafter as the CONTRACTOR may consider appropriate the following insurances.

4.1 
Workmen's Compensation Insurance (WCI)

This insurance shall confirm to and satisfy all the requirements of the applicable laws and regulations of the    country, state territory or province having jurisdiction over the CONTRACTOR 's employees engaged in the WORKS. 

4.2 
Employer's Liability Insurance (ELI)

The insurance shall cover the liability of the CONTRACTOR as employer, for compensation beyond the coverage of the Workmen's Compensation Insurance for bodily injury to or loss of life the CONTRACTOR's employees while engaged in the WORKS.

4.3 Third Party Liability Insurance (TPL)

This insurance shall cover legal liability for bodily injury to loss of life of and/or damage to and loss of properties  of  the  third  person  party  arising  out  of the performance  by  the CONTRACTOR of the works.

4.4 Other Insurance

Other insurance which shall be necessary or which the CONTRACTOR deems necessary for proper performance of the WORKS.

5. ESCALATION

The rates quoted by the contractor in the contract documents shall be final and shall not be subjected to any change due to the increase in labour wages or inflation in the cost of materials or any other price variations due to any reason during the stipulated time period of the contract or during the extended time period of completion.

6. PAYMENT TERMS

     

Payment will be made on Pro-rata basis after satisfactory completion of the works Fabrication, Installation, Erection, Testing and Commissioning of the work duly certified by the Engineer in Charge

7. PERIOD OF CONTRACT

This contract is for period of one year from the date of work order, and may be extended with the same rate, term and conditions for one more year on mutual consent.

8. MOBILIZATION TIME

(a) Contractor shall mobilize men, tools & tackle, materials, etc. at site immediately on intimation from Engineer in charge in case of Breakdown maintenance calls.

(b) Contractor shall mobilize men, tools  & tackle, materials, etc. at site within 24 hours on getting intimation from Engineer in charge in case of Planned/Scheduled maintenance/fabrication calls.

9. BREACH OF CONTRACT/LD CLAUSE (PENALTY CLAUSE)

In case non-mobilization within allowed time as detailed in clause 8, a penalty of Rs.2500/- per day will be deducted from the bills. Standard Liquidity Damage Clause shall apply for delay in completion of work @ 0.5% per week and up to a maximum of 5% of subject work value for the delay attributable to the Contractor.

10. INSPECTION AND TESTING

10.1
All materials and works shall be subject to IBR/ HLL’s examination and approval at each stage thereof and contractor shall give notice to the HLL when each stage is ready. Inspection of IBR Authority is to be arranged by the Party.

10.2
The contractor shall arrange all equipment, instruments, tools, manpower etc, for and shall carry out the various tests as required that may be furnished to him during the performance of the work, at his own expense.  All the tests either on the field or outside in laboratory etc. concerning the execution of the work and supply of materials by the contractor shall be carried out by the contractor at his own expense.

10.3
The contractor shall use only tested and calibrated equipment, instruments, etc. for execution of work.

10.4
Issue of inspection certificate will in no way exempt the contractor from his obligations.

11. MODE OF MEASUREMENT

All measurements shall be in the metric system and in accordance with Indian Standard Specifications and in accordance with standard engineering practice.    In case of mode of measurement of any item is not specified; then I.S.I. mode of measurement (as applicable during contract period) shall be followed.

12. COVERAGE OF CONTRACT

The contract for the work is complete for labour, and workmanship including all temporary works and the provision of all tools, tackle, etc. 

13. INSPECTION OF SITE

The tenderer is required to inspect the site and working conditions etc. before making his offer and having submitted an offer shall be deemed to have acquainted himself with the site conditions and obtained all information.

14. QUALITY

Materials and workmanship shall satisfy the relevant Indian Standards.  In absence of relevant Indian Standard, specification/code of practice covering any part of the work, the instructions of Engineer-in-Charge will be binding on the contractor.

Regarding tolerances, methods of work and other technical details, contractor shall strictly follow the technical specification, manufacturer’s instruction.

15. DEFAULT BY CONTRACTOR 
If the contractor/ contractor fails to maintain progress and quality of work proportionate to time period allotted for the work in spite   of notices or complete the work within the stipulated time period or extended time period, then the Client shall have the right:

i) To determine the contract: In this event, the contract shall be terminated by giving    written notice to the contractor / contractor and the unfinished works shall be got completed by labours engaged by the Client or through other agency at the cost of the Contractor/ contractor.

ii) Without determining the contract:  In this event, the remaining works shall be got executed through a fresh contractor/ contractor in which case the Contractor/ contractor shall not have any objection or claim on this account.                

iii) Before determining the contract: In this event, if the Client finds that the defaults of the Contractor / contractor can be rectified, then an opportunity shall be given to the same contractor to rectify the defects /defaults in the specified time.

iv) Termination of contract for death: If the contractor/ contractor is an individual of a proprietary firm and proprietor of the firm dies and if the Contractor/ contractor is a Attorney of partnership firm and dies, then the Client has the right to terminate the contract unless and until the Client is satisfied that the surviving partners are capable of executing and completing the remaining contract. In case of termination of contract, the legal representatives of the deceased Contractor/ contractor are not entitled for any compensation or claim. Also, the Client shall not levy any penalty against the damage caused by incomplete work.

v) Termination of Contract in part or in full for CONTRACTORS/ contractors default: If the Contractor/ contractor fails to execute the work in the manner described in the contract documents or if he at any time, in the opinion of the Client:

a) Fails to carry out the works in accordance with the contract conditions or as per the specifications mentioned in the documents.

b) Stops the   execution of works without   giving prior information to the Client.

c) Fails to carry out the works to the satisfaction of the Client both with respect to qualities and time schedule.

d) Fails to supply sufficient or suitable construction plant, materials and labours etc.

e) Commits breach of any of the provisions of the contract.

f) Abandons the work. 

g) Becomes bankrupt during the continuance of the   work. 

The Client can terminate the contract in part or in full.In such cases the security deposit furnished by the contractor would be forfeited 
16. DELAY IN WORK EXECUTION DUE TO REASONS BEYOND CONTRACTOR’S CONTROL

16.1 Force majeure: If the execution of work is delayed due to force majeure, then Client as per the affected period may extend the time period.

16.2 In case work is delayed due to non-availability of stores supplied by HLL or any decision by HLL holding the progress of work, the contractor then upon any such happening causing delay shall immediately but not later than 10 days, give notice thereof in writing to HLL, but nevertheless use constantly his best effort to prevent or make good delay. HLL may in his discretion grant such extension of time as may appear reasonable to him and the same shall be communicated to the contractor in writing and shall be final and binding on him and the contractor shall be bound to complete the work within such extended time

17. COMMITMENT OF CONTRACTOR
Interpretation of Contract documents:

(i) All the documents forming part of the contract are to be taken as mutually explanatory, supplementary and complementary to each other. If there is any error, omission or discrepancy in any of them, it shall be brought to the notice of the Client. The decision of the Client shall be final and binding. The   contractor shall execute the work accordingly.

(ii)The bidder shall examine all the contract documents thoroughly including the scope, nature and magnitude of works he has to execute in accordance with the contract documents.

(iii)There may be change in layout of site as per technical requirements and the contractor shall not be entitled for any claim due to such changes & should carry out such changes. 

18. STAFF AND WORKERS

The contractor shall depute qualified technical staff for execution of the work. The technical   staff employed by the contractor shall be responsible for the quality and workmanship of the work as per the satisfaction of the Client. The Contractor’s supervisory staff should follow the instructions given by Client /Consultant or his authorized representative. If any of the Contractor’s staff members is incapable or in-experienced, in the opinion of the Client, then he should be removed immediately and the contractor should do suitable substitution. 

19. SAFETY OF ADJOINING PROPERTIES

The contractor or his authorised representatives should conduct all the operations necessary for the execution of works in such a manner that no inconvenience / damage is caused to the properties of other persons & Client. 

20. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Arbitration shall not be a means of settlement of any dispute or claim arising out of the contract relating to the work. Any disputes or difference arising between the parties with respect to the performance of any part of this agreement or any thing connected therewith, etc shall as far as possible be mutually settled by the process of dialog and negotiation.

The Courts at Thiruvananthapuram alone shall have jurisdiction in respect of settlement of any matter arising out or in connection with the contract.
21. EXECUTION OF WORK

General:
All the works shall be executed in accordance with the specifications and instructions to be given by the Client or mentioned in the contract document.

Inadequate/substandard works and materials:

i) If any material used by the contractor is found unsuitable or of sub-standard quality after testing, then the contractor shall remove those faulty materials immediately from the site as per the instructions of the Client. 

ii) If any work executed by the contractor is found to be of bad workmanship or not as per the specification, then the same is to be dismantled and re-executed by the Contractor without claiming any extra payment or extension in time period.

Default of Contractor in compliance: 

If the contractor or his authorized representative fails to follow the instructions given by the Client regarding any of the works, then the same shall be got executed by other persons employed by the Client and the expenses incurred shall be borne by the contractor.       

Change in specifications:
If there is any variation in specification   or   any change in make of item, then it has got to be approved from the Client prior to installation or execution. 

Work not specified in the specification:
If, for any work, no specification has been given in the tender document, then the work will be executed as per the IS specifications, and if the work is not covered by IS specifications also, then it should be executed as per standard engineering practice, subject to the approval of the Client.

CARE OF WORKS

From the commencement to the completion of works, the contractor shall take full responsibility for the care of all works including all temporary works and in case any damage or loss occurs then the contractor shall at his own cost repair and make good the same so that on completion of the work, the same shall be in good order in every respect in accordance with the contract and to the satisfaction of the Client.

Provident Fund: 

It shall be solely the contractor’s responsibility to complete all provident fund formalities as per statuary regulations.

Use of Safety Gadgets:

The contractor shall have to ensure availability and use of all desire safety gadgets like safety belts, helmets, goggles, hand gloves etc.
Contractor's Barricades:
The contractor shall erect and maintain barricades required in connection with his operations to guard or protect: -

22. DETAILS OF WORK EXECUTION

i) The work shall be done in such a manner so as to clear work front availability for other agencies working at site.

ii) Finish of work shall be as per  the details given by Client.

iii) Contractor shall be responsible for arranging IBR certification for the Steam piping work

iv) In general the complete work is to be done as per Indian Standard and esthetical norms as specified and detailed in Tender.

23.  SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF THE CONTRCT
Contractor Scope

1. All tools and tackles, skilled manpower, spares required for repair of the equipments shall be arranged by Contractor.

2. Transportation of men and materials to and from the work site shall be arranged by the contactor.

3. All personal protective and safety equipments (safety belts, safety shoes, goggles helmets etc) shall be arranged by the contractor. Contractor shall be responsible for the safety and health of their employees.

4. All scaffolding material required shall be arranged by the party. All contract manpower shall maintain good discipline, safety standards commensurate with Industrial standards.  If in the opinion of HLL, any worker is found unsuitable, he shall be replaced immediately. Contractor shall maintain record of spares brought to HLL premises for execution of job. Whenever the material is brought, the same shall be entered and authenticated by HLL Main Security Gate through delivery challan bearing its stamp.

5. Contractor shall follow housekeeping at the workplace strictly.  Contractor shall make his own arrangements for shifting the damaged spares to the location shown by Engineer- in charge.

6. After repair of the pumping units, the same shall be got approved by Engineer in-charge.

24. OTHER REQUIREMENTS AS PER THE GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONRACT
