Among these subsidiaries, 
HLL Infra Tech Services Limited [HITES] has done well during the financial year 2019-20 by recording 
turnover of INR 273.20Cr. and Profit BeforeTax INR 42.20 Cr. The Joint Venture Company – Life 
Spring Hospitals Private Limited [LSH] has earned revenue of INR 20.72 Cr. and Profit Before Tax 
of INR 0.73 Cr.
Other subsidiaries namely; HLL Biotech Limited [HBL] and HLL Medipark Limited [HML] are yet to 
start commercial operations. With regard to HLL Mother & Child care Hospitals Limited [HMCCHL], 
it has been decided to close down the Company as it could not implement the operationalization of 
Mother & Child Care Hospitals project.

I would also like 
to thank my colleagues on the Board for their valuable guidance and contribution in steering the 
Company. Further, I thank all employees of HLL for their invaluable contribution and support in 
strengthening the Company.
Now we look forward to 2021, with new hope to a vibrant and bright future both for the company and 
for each one of us. It is our duty to visualize a strong, vibrant and growing HLL. Innovative thinking 
and hard work will definitely propel us forward. Let us be ready to face the future with confidence and 
be geared to seize new growth opportunities.

Item No: 4: Ratification of Cost Auditor’s remuneration for the financial year 2020-21

The Company is directed, under Section 148 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with the Companies (Cost 
Records and Audit) Rules, 2014 to have the audit of its cost records conducted by a Cost Accountant in practice. 
The Board of Directors of your Company in their 274th Board meeting held on 18th September, 2020 approved 
the appointment and remuneration of M/s. Shome & Banerjee, Cost Accountants, 54, Nurulla Doctor Lane (West 
range) 2nd Floor, Kolkata-700017 with Firm Registration No.000001 for the financial year ending March 31, 2021. 
In accordance with the provisions of Section 148(3) of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 14(a)(ii) of the 
Companies (Audit and Auditors) Rules 2014, the remuneration payable to the Cost Auditors has to be ratified 
by the members of the Company. Accordingly, consent of the members is sought for passing ordinary resolution 
for ratification of the remuneration payable to the Cost Auditors for the financial year ending March 31, 2021. 

The Board recommends the aforesaid resolution for your approval.

Item No: 5: Proposal to provide temporary loan to HLL Biotech Limited

Background

Based on the approval granted by the Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs [CCEA], HLL Biotech Ltd. [HBL] 
is engaged in establishing and implementing Integrated Vaccine Complex project (IVC) for manufacturing 
various vaccines required for Universal Immunization Program of the Government of India. The total project 
cost approved by the CCEA for the project is INR 594.00 Cr, which includes INR 274.88 Cr. as Govt. equity, INR 
10.12 Cr towards the land value and INR 309.00 Cr as term loan. 

The equity received from the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Government of India has been completely 
utilized for the project, and the term loans received from SBI and HDFC Bank was completely utilized by 
December 2019. The project got delayed on account of time and cost overrun, and presently the project is on 
hold. 

In order to meet essential expenses and survive till the time revised DPR submitted to the MoHFW is cleared by 
the Government of India and funds are released or any other alternative is found by the MoHFW to revive HBL, 
based on the request of HBL, HLL (Parent Company of HBL) had granted temporary loan up to INR 35.00 Cr. 
The proposal to grant temporary loan upto INR 35.00 Cr. was approved by the members in their Extra-ordinary 
General Meeting held on 26th May, 2020.

A Meeting was held by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India on 12th October, 2020 on 
Revival of HBL. In the meeting it was inter-alia decided that HLL to support HBL with monthly funding of around 
`4.00 Cr. for meeting latter’s bank interest servicing, salary, critical payments etc. for next 3 months, initially. 
Considering the decision taken in the said meeting, HLL in its 275th Board meeting held on 21st October, 2020 
approved the proposal to grant additional temporary loan of INR12.00 Cr. to HBL. The Board also decided to 
obtain approval of shareholders for the proposal to give temporary loan to HBL, from the propriety point of view 
though it is not a regulatory requirement.

1.	 The audited standalone & Consolidated Financial Statements for the year ended March 31, 2020 
could not be considered by the members at the           54thAnnual General Meeting originally held 
on 30th December 2020, since the comments of the Comptroller and Auditor General (C&AG) 
on the audited standalone and Consolidated Financial Statements in terms of the provisions of 
Section 143(6) of Companies Act, 2013 were not received.

2.	 The Members also could not consider the proposed declaration of dividend amounting to 
Rs.14.90 Cr. being 5% of the adjusted net-worth (i.e. 5 % of Rs.298.08 Cr.) for the financial year 
2019-20. As the declaration of dividend could be done only after adoption of the audited financial 
statements of the Company for the FY 2019-20.

3.	 At the said meeting, after considering other agenda items, the members resolved to adjourn the 
meeting sine die to be reconvened after receipt of the comments of the C&AG. The comments 
of the C&AG on the audited standalone & consolidated Financial Statements have since been 
received and a copy of the same is enclosed with this notice. Now, the adjourned 54th Annual 
General Meeting is being re-convened to consider the audited standalone & consolidated Fi-
nancial Statements and declaration of dividend. The Annual Report for the year containing the 
Standalone & Consolidated Audited Financial Statement and other statutory annexure required 
to be laid before the members at the Annual General Meeting is being sent through E-mail to the 
shareholders.    

4.	  In terms of the provisions of Standard No. 15.2 of 'Secretarial Standard on General Meeting (SS-

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Expansion of Medicentre Business

GAPL Medicentres are Pharmacy Retail outlets operating inside Government Hospitals in Goa. The first 
Medicentre was opened in Govt. Medical College Hospital, Bambolim in 1994. Medicentre at Hospicio Hospital, 
Margao was opened in 1995. Subsequently with approvals from the Department of Health, Govt. of Goa, 
Medicentres were opened at Sub District Hospital Ponda in 2014.The centers were servicing in-patients and 
outpatients of the hospital in addition to supply of emergency medicine to hospital and servicing of requirements 
under DDSY scheme. The Medicentres contributed an annual turnover of ₹.337.61 Lakhs in 2019-20. 24 x 7 
Pharmacy is an essential requirement for the people of Goa. GAPL Medicentre is one of the few pharmacies that 
are open 24 x 7 throughout the year. The Goa state Health Ministry has appreciated our 24x 7 service which is 
helping thousands of people every day.

Due to changes in Government policy in 2018, the department allowed a private organization, M/s. Wellness 
Forever Medicare Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai to open two pharmacies in GMC Bambolim and they were approved to 
service emergency medicine purchase and other schemes. Also, on directions from the Health department, 
GAPL had to surrender the Medicentre at Mapusa in January 2019. The number of Medicentres reduced to 
three. The Medicentres could contribute only Rs.337.61 Lakhs in the year 2019-20. During 2019-20, the GAPL 
Medicentres served the needs of 1.86 Lakh patients. 

There are 4 District / Sub District Hospitals, 4 Community Health Centers and 23 Health Centers. The hospital 
patient load and business profile only few of the hospitals viable for Medicentres. In other centers, due to less 
load and supply of free medicines, the pharmacy potential is less. GAPL plans to expand this business by 
establishing additional centers at major public health centers by 2021.

The major challenges that the GAPL Medicentre has to face are as listed below:

1.	 Allotment of space for new pharmacies will not be made by Govt. on nomination basis.
2.	 Increased competition from in house private pharmacies especially in major hospitals, reduces business.
3.	 The revenue and profitability of GAPL’s Medicentre has come down in the coming years (2019  onwards) 

due to change in Govt. policy

Upgrading existing facility

GAPL plans to upgrade the Quality Control Laboratory to meet current regulatory compliances and strengthen 
in-house sample testing capabilities.

In order to meet the current GMP Guidelines and to enhance the shift productivity, it is planned to replace the 
old machines at Allopathic manufacturing facility in phased manner.

ISO certification

GAPL has obtained ISO 9001:2015 certification for its manufacturing facility at TuemPernem Goa. The same is 
valid upto September, 2021.

8.3 HLL Infra Tech Services Limited [HITES]

HITES was incorporated on 3rd April 2014 as a wholly owned subsidiary of HLL Lifecare Limited to carry 
on the business of providing services viz., Infrastructure Development, Facilities Management, Procurement 
Consultancy and allied services, foreseeing the enormous scope of business in these segments. 

The authorized and paid up share capital of HITES is Rs.2.00 Cr. each respectively.

During the year HITES achieved a turnover of Rs.273.20 Cr. against the turnover of Rs.190.69 Cr. in previous 
year thereby achieved a growth of 43.27%. HITES also registered an impressive profit after tax of Rs.31.07 Cr 
as against Rs.21.46 Cr in previous year with a growth of 44.76%.

Development of Healthcare sector played a key role in building the nation and indeed emerged as one of the

8.4 HLL Medipark Limited [HML]

The authorized Share capital of the company as on 31st March 2020 is Rs 13.00 Cr. During the year, HLL and 
TIDCO has subscribed Rs 430 lakhs and Rs 71 Lakhs, respectively to the share capital of HML. Accordingly, the 
issued, subscribed and paid up equity share capital as on 31st March 2020 is Rs 7.12 Cr. HLL & TIDCO hold the 
shares in the ratio of 90:10 in HML now and hence HML ceases to be a wholly owned subsidiary of HLL Lifecare 
Ltd subsequent to the equity contribution from TIDCO

During January 2019, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare (MoHFW), Government of India, considering the 
location of the project and the expertise of Government of Tamil Nadu in developing and implementing similar 
projects, decided to hand over the management of HML to Government of Tamil Nadu. Government of Tamil 
Nadu too concurred with this decision to ensure expeditious implementation of the project. Accordingly, a meeting 
was convened on 18.4.19 under the chairmanship of Secretary (MoHFW) with regard to the management 
of HML. The Government of Tamil Nadu was represented by the Principal Secretary, Industries Department. 
Subsequently, MoHFW issued an office memorandum F.No.S-12012/52/2020 – NM (Pt) dated 6.5.2019 to 
actionise the decisions in this regard. 

Tamil Nadu Infrastructure Fund Management Corporation Ltd (TNIFMC) has reviewed the earlier Detailed 
Project Report prepared by HML and decided to update the DPR along with market assessment to reflect the 
current situation. Accordingly, TNIFMC has engaged the services of M/s KPMG Advisory Services Pvt Ltd in 
January 2020 to update the DPR and provide transaction advisory services for the selection of the contractor for 
the execution of Medipark. KPMG’s study is in progress.

8.5 HLL Mother & Child Care Hospitals Limited [HMCCHL]

In December 2016, Director General (Medical & Health Services), Government of Uttar Pradesh [GoUP] had 
issued a tender notification inviting proposals for Operationalization of 100 bedded Mother & Child Hospital 
(MCH) wings at 20 district hospitals in Uttar Pradesh (the project). The project has to be executed on EFOMT 
(Equip, Finance, Operate, Maintain and Transfer) basis, wherein the successful bidder has to finance, equip 
and operate the MCH wings of District hospitals for a period of 10 years. The tender notification inter alia has 
stipulated that the successful bidder has to register a Special Purpose Vehicle [SPV] under the Companies Act, 
2013 to implement the project. HLL was selected as the successful and L1 bidder and issued Letter of Award 
to HLL Lifecare Ltd. [HLL] on 27th March 2017 for Operationalization of 20 MCHWs on EFOMT basis. HLL had 
registered the SPV HLL Mother and Child Care Hospitals Ltd [HMCCHL] on 1st August 2017.

The authorized and paid-up share capital of HMCCHL as on 31st March 2020 is Rs.10 lakh each.

The company was formed as a SPV to implement the Mother & Child Care Hospitals project and could not 
serve the objective for which the SPV was set up. Considering the fact that maintaining a shell company will

necessitate incurring administrative cost and legal compliance cost among other incidental costs, the Board of 
Directors of HMCCHL decided to close down HMCCHL by striking off the name from the records of the Registrar 
of Companies [ROC] in accordance with the provisions of Section 248 of the Companies Act, 2013 after 31st 
March 2021.

8.6 LifeSpring Hospitals (P) Limited [LSH]

While the year started on a good note of improvement, the last quarter performance declined due to issues 
related to Covid 19. A comparison of the first three quarters of 2018-19 and 2019-20 shows an impressive 
12.25% growth in the revenues from operations. The year-on-year growth of revenue was, however, only 6.62%. 
The growth of 12.25% in revenue during the first three quarters is to be viewed against only a 4.75% raise in 
the prices of our services. Till the first three quarters of the year under review, the performance improvements 
in LSH were in terms of (a) new customers acquired, (b) number of customers using our diagnostic services, (c) 
total services sold. Despite emergence of several small hospitals in the neighborhood that LSH offer services in, 
the new customers acquired by your company had a year-on-year growth of 3.5%.
LSH continued its strategy to maximise the revenue per pregnancy, within the limits imposed by the clinical 
guidelines and the overall strategic considerations. Under this, the customers were followed up for (a) their 
regular antenatal visits as per the schedule adopted by LifeSpring, and (b) the usage of diagnostic services at 
LifeSpring. With this strategy, the revenue from diagnostics showed an impressive increase of 18.03% over the 
previous year. 

Performance of LSH declined in terms of the ‘percentage of women admitted into the hospital for reasons other 
than deliveries’. Though the company started the year buoyed by the success in the previous year, it could not 
sustain the growth in terms of these services. The main issue was the coordination problems with the General 
Surgeons, as they are needed for offering these services.

LSH continued the practice of implementing health camps on behalf of Brandix SEZ (as part of their CSR 
activity).

The authorized and paid-up share capital of LSH as on 31st March 2020 is Rs.20.00 Cr and Rs.17.16 Cr 
respectively.

Overall, LSH helped 65,000 women to deliver their babies since inception. Your company continued to have 
9.33 average number of prenatal visits by pregnant women who have delivered at your company till February 
2020.

The Company has adopted “Ind As” with effect from 1stApril 2016. The Financial Statements in accordance with 
the Ind As on Consolidated Financial Statements is provided in the Annual Report. The Annual Accounts of the 
Subsidiary Companies, along with related information are available for inspection at the Registered Office of 
the Company, and also at the registered offices of the respective subsidiary companies during workinghours.

Your Company has a proper and adequate system of internal controls, commensurate with the nature of 
its business, size, scale and complexity of operations which ensures that all transactions are approved and 
authorized as per Delegation of Powers (DOP), recorded and reported correctly, the accuracy and completeness 
of the accounting records in SAP driven environment, timely preparation of reliable financial statements are 
maintained and assets are safeguarded and protected against loss from unauthorized use or disposition. The 
Company, being a Public Sector Enterprise, is subject to Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) audit also. 
Significant audit observations and follow-up actions thereon are reported to the Audit Committee.

Share Purchase Agreement: On 30th July 2019, M/Crawford Bayley & Co., Legal Advisors engaged by the 
DIPAM, Government of India had shared the draft Share Purchase Agreement [SPA] of HLL Lifecare Ltd. by and 
among (i) Government of India, (ii) Purchaser(s) of HLL and (iii) HLL. 

Asset Valuation: M/s Adroit Technical Services, Asset Valuer had completed the valuation in August 2019 after 
visiting the facilities of the company. 

Draft Preliminary Information Memorandum for inviting Expression of Interest for Strategic Disinvestment of HLL 
is under preparation.

Periodic review meetings are held by Ministry of Health & Family Welfare in association with Department of 
Investment and Public Asset Management to discuss about the proposed disinvestment and actions required 
in this regard.

14.2 Demerger of HLL Biotech Limited and HLL Medipark Limited from HLL Lifecare Limited

a two-stage auction process. The Vaccine Venture and Medipark project is presently pursued by HLL through its 
wholly owned subsidiary companies namely; HLL Biotech Ltd. and HLL Medipark Ltd.

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Taking into consideration the CCEA decision and direction given by the MoHFW, Government of India, the Board 
of Directors of HLL in its 267th Board meeting held on 20th February, 2019 has considered and approved the 
proposal for the Demerger of HBL & HML from HLL.

Based on the Board approval the Company has submitted application for Demerger to Ministry of Corporate 
Affairs [MCA] on 7th June, 2019. 

Demerger of HBL

After several hearings and various other proceedings the MCA had issued an order dated 4th June 2020 and 
20th July, 2020 inter alia directing HLL and HBL to convene meetings of the Unsecured Creditors of both the 
companies having outstanding debt of above Rs.10 Lakh to consider and approve the Scheme of Demerger 
of HBL from HLL. As directed by the MCA, HLL and HBL have held the meeting of the Unsecured Creditors on 
26th August 2020 through VC and provided e-voting facility to the Creditors to obtain approval for the proposed 
Scheme of Demerger of HBL. The majority of the unsecured creditors of HLL representing more than three-
fourth in value have approved the scheme of Demerger, however, the majority of the unsecured creditors of 
HBL representing more than three-fourth in value have not approved the scheme of Demerger. Accordingly, 
the demerger proposal has come to a standstill. Accordingly, HLL has requested the Ministry of Corporate 
Affairs [MCA] to consider clubbing of secured creditors and unsecured creditors of HBL as a single class for 
the purpose of obtaining approval by 3/4th majority as stipulated in section 230(6) of the Companies Act 2013 
and to permit submission of joint petition/application to obtain sanction for the proposed demerger of HBL from 
HLL. However, the MCA has rejected the request of HLL with liberty for HLL and HBL to file fresh application 
for demerger.

Demerger of HML

Subsequent to application submitted on 7th June 2019, HLL & HML had submitted a joint supplementary petition 
and revised Scheme of Demerger of HML on 19th August 2019 due to change in shareholding on account of 
investment in HML by Government of Tamil Nadu through TIDCO. Again, based on the advise of the MCA, HLL 
& HML had submitted a fresh comprehensive petition on 19th December, 2019 regarding proposed demerger 
of HML.

The application is under consideration with the MCA.

In order to make affordable reproductive health products accessible & available to all sections of society, HLFPPT 
is working on self sustainable model of social marketing of contraceptive and RCH products in 11 states ((Delhi, 
Haryana, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Assam, West Bengal, Odisha, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Uttar 
Pradesh) in FY 2019-20. HLFPPT owned brand of Condoms (Rakshak and Josh Dotted) & Sanitary Napkin 
(Sakhi) enjoys brand recognition in C & D market of aforementioned states. 

2. Social Franchising – Providing Innovative framework for private sectors & health providers 
to share a common platform

Under Social Franchising program, HLFPPT has developed its very own health network called Merry Gold 
Health Network (MGHN). It is one of its kind and one of the largest social franchising models with a public-
private partnership in India. MGHN clinics facilitate quality health care services especially Maternal and Child 
Healthcare and Family Planning services to communities at very nominal rates. It establishes a strong linkage 
from Merry Tarang Network (Community health volunteers who provide elementary MCH information to people) 
link beneficiaries to various MGHN facilities. HLFPPT has instituted the network in four States (Uttar Pradesh,

Rajasthan) with a network of more than 450 private hospitals. Through Merry Gold Health Network, HLFPPT 
has so far ensured 3.4 million Antenatal Check-ups, over 13.90 lakh institutional deliveries, 3.8 lakh sterilizations 
and 4.05 lakhs IUCD’s insertion in FY 2019-20.

3. Utkristh Impact Bond- Institutionalization of standard quality in Private Health Sectors

The Utkristh Development Impact Bond Project is a three-year, innovative, results-based financing mechanism 
that leverages private investor capital to fund interventions to improve maternal and new born health in Rajasthan, 
India. UDIB’s vision is to increase maternal and neonatal survival by linking third party payments with quality 
care, so that providers are incentivized to achieve and sustain a standard of quality.  UDIB prepares private 
sector health-care facilities for certification based on having reached the level of national quality standards as 
defined by the National Accreditation Board for Hospitals and Healthcare Providers (NABH) and Manyata (a set 
of quality standards set by the Federation of Obstetric and Gynaecological Societies of India/FOGSI).  Achieving 
these certifications indicates better quality of care, which in turn is expected to reduce maternal and neonatal 
mortality and morbidity. 

During the project period, out of total 260 facilities would be engaged by HLFPPT and it is planned that at least 
180 private facilities across 19 districts (18 districts + Jaipur) would be capacitated to achieve the accreditation 
standards. HLLFPPT currently is in second implementation year of UTKRISHT program and have already 
successfully supporting more than 160 hospitals out of which 120 have already achieved Manyata certification 
of FOGSI and 40 hospitals have already received NABH certification. 

4. Non communicable Disease Programme (NCD): Capacity Building of Health service 
Providers on NCD from assigned Health and Wellness Centres for enhanced quality service 
delivery.

Capacity Building for professionals, institutions and community members has been a major vertical of HLFPPT. 
The organization maintains its strong emphasis on high-quality training content, resources and methodologies 
through skilled trainers and experts. 

HLFPPT and NHM-UP ventured in to the new programme of Capacity building (training) of Health Service 
Providers (ANMs and ASHAs) and Monitoring of Medical Officer’s and Staff Nurse’s training on Non-
communicable diseases all over the state of Uttar Pradesh. A huge frontline work force targeted to get trained 
on Pre-Defined guidelines of the Govt of India. 

A total of 43200 ASHAs and 5400 ANMs working at Health and Wellness Centres planned to train on NCD by 
HLFPPT directly with 10% of monitoring of these trainings and Monitoring of 400 Medical officer’s and 400 Staff 
Nurse’s training done by Regional Health and Family Welfare Training Centres of UP.

So far HLFPPT has trained 17227 ASHAs and 1074 ANMs on Non-Communicable Diseases.  37 ANM trainers 
and 90 ASHA trainers were trained as Master trainer in 2 batches of (ToT) trainings as per Govt of India guideline 
to fulfil the scarcity of Trainers in the field. These trainings were conducted under direct supervision of Govt of 
India appointed National trainers.

To support in achieving the goal of “FP2020” and developing the skill of Health Service Providers (HSP) in 
improving service delivery of spacing methods for family planning at the Govt designated delivery points, 
HLFPPT has implemented the project of Capacity Building of 3000 HSPs (SN/ANM/LHV) on the comprehensive 
package of IUCD/PPIUCD in across the state of UP. During the project duration from Feb 2019 till March 2020, 
total 3005 service providers have been capacitated following GOI protocols in 302 batches across the state. 
Also the trained HSPs have been given post training technical support with feedback received from the satisfied 
users. 

6. Rashtriya Kishore SwasthyaKaryakram for developing community based approach of 
health promotion

Since July 2018, to strengthen the adolescent component of the RMNCH+A strategy, HLFPPT has been supporting 
district Barwani of Madhya Pradesh in implementing the programming principles of RKSK (Rashtriya Kishore 
SwasthyaKaryakram) for developing community based approach of health promotion under nutrition, sexual 
& reproductive health, injuries and violence including gender based violence, non-communicable diseases, 
mental health and substance misuse. Through Adolescents Health Friendly Clinics based at Community Health 
Centers and District Hospital, clinical and counseling services are being provided to adolescents with referral 
mechanism for upgraded services. For school going adolescent, counseling services are being provided through 
outreach activities. Community based support is being provided through supportive supervision to the trained 
Sathiya (the name given to Peer Educators in Madhya Pradesh) by the Master Trainers after providing six days 
comprehensive training on the programmatic areas under RKSK.

7. District Early Intervention Centres (DEIC)- Creating Centre of Excellence for Child Health & 
Differently abled Children

Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakaram (RBSK) was launched in 2013 to improve survival outcomes through 
early identification and management of defects at birth, deficiencies, diseases, development delays including 
disabilities-4Ds and assured link to care, support and treatment to meet these challenges through DEICs at the 
district level. With support from MoHFW and NHM UP, HLFPPT has established and operationalized one Centre 
of Excellence (COE) DEIC in District Gautam Budh Nagar and one Normal DEIC in Ghaziabad in Uttar Pradesh.

COE-DEIC Noida till date total footfall is 12243, total 2093 cases are managed. Out of which 75 cardiac cases 
operated, 21 cleft lip and palate operated,412 Dental caries cases intervened and through liaisoning 75 reading 
glasses provided, 118 Orthosis provided and 31 Hearing Aids provided.

DEIC Ghaziabad till date total footfall is 5009, total 1215 cases are managed. Out of which 5 cardiac cases 
operated, 4 Neural tube defect operated,36 squint case operated, 3 cleft- lip and palate operated, 145 Dental 
caries cases intervened and through liaisoning 54, Orthosis provided and 12 Hearing aids provided. Other 
proposed DEICs are located in Haryana, Kerala, etc.

8. HIV/AIDS Prevention, Care and Support

A. Providing Technical Support to SACS

HLFPPT as an implementing agency managed the Technical Support Units to provide Technical Assistance to 
the State AIDS Control Society (SACS) and to maintain the quality of program implementation in achieving the 
Goals and objective of the National AIDS Control Programme (NACP), and objectives and attaining Sustainable 
Development Goals (SDGs). in Maharashtra including Mumbai & Goa, Tamil Nadu including Pondicherry and 
Odisha from September, 2018. In addition, HLFPPT has been implementing the TSUs in Andhra Pradesh, 
Telangana, Madhya Pradesh, and Chhattisgarh State since 2007. HLFPPT is covering 184 districts in the above 
mentioned 9 State/ UT of India. There are more than 100 personnel in 9 states of India providing technical 
expertise to the SACS for achieving Goals and Objective of the National AIDS Control Programme.

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B. Providing Care and Support to PLHIVs

To improve the survival and quality of life of People Living with HIV (PLHIV), HLFPPT as a Sub-Recipient has 
been managing  36 Care and Support Centre (CSCs) implemented by Sub- Sub Recipients ( SSR) under Vihaan 
Programme in Punjab and Rajasthan State from 2013 and  in Madhya Pradesh from 2018. HLFPPT has been 
also awarded to manage the Vihaan Programme as Sub- Recipient (SR) for “Enhanced treatment adherence 
and retention in HIV care through Care and Support services for People Living with HIV/AIDS (PLHIV) in India” 
grant of the Global Fund through Alliance India in Telangana and Kerala State from 1st January, 2020. This 
program is being implemented with a key objective of improving the survival and quality of life of PLHIVs by 
establishing 13 Care & Support Centres (CSCs) in Telangana and 7 CSCs in Kerala State as part of national 
effort to improve treatment outcomes and meet the needs of PLHIVs, including those who are members of high-
risk groups, women and children.

Care and Support Centre (CSC) is a comprehensive facility for providing, counselling, referral, outreach services 
and linkages to Social entitlements and Social welfare schemes to the registered PLHIV. Presently, HLFPPT is 
managing 56 CSCs in 5 States of India and 2, 30, 801 PLHIVs have received the services from CSCs and are 
in active Care till 31st March,2020  through  the 17 CSCs in Rajasthan, 8 in Punjab and 11 CSCs in Madhya 
Pradesh, 13 CSCs in Telangana and 7 CSCs in Kerala State. 

C. Enabling environment for uptake of PPTCT Services:

To increase the uptake of Prevention of Parent to Child Transmission (PPTCT) services, HLFPPT is managing 
AHANA Programme in 28 districts of Chhattisgarh and 38 districts of Bihar state w.e.f. 1st January 2018 to 
31st March 2021. Under this project, we are advocating to increase the uptake of Prevention of Parent to Child 
Transmission (PPTCT) services by promoting periphery level HIV screenings among pregnant women as part 
of ANC, for early identification of positive pregnant women and linking them with PPTCT services.

9. Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) -Holistic Approach toward the Well-Being of All

At present, HLFPPT is working with several national renowned companies and recognised corporations like- 
Eastern Coalfields (ECL), Essar Oil, CLP India Private Ltd, National Thermal Power Corporation Limited (NTPC), 
Indian Oil Corporation Ltd. (IOCL), Neyveli Lignite Corporation (NLC) India, PTC Financial Services (PFS), 
Nuclear Power Corporation India Limited (NPCIL), Indian Social Responsibility Network (ISRN), SpruhaBrandix,. 
With more than 15 CSR projects, HLFPPT is offering Primary Healthcare through CSR Partnerships across the 
nation. The Year 2019-20 has been another fruitful year for CSR division. For an instance with SpruhaBrandix, 
HLFPPT introduced comprehensive awareness session for the Brandix associates comprising 80 per cent of 
women covering vast health care topics like HIV/AIDS, Diabetes, Anaemia and Hepatitis. Recently, Mobile 
Medical Units (MMUs) have been launched under the CSR funding of NTPC and NLC India in Lara district of 
Chhattisgarh and Sambalpur & Jharsugura districts of Odisha, respectively. Working with such other Public 
Service Units like IOCL oil and petroleum, CSR diversified its portfolio with initiating MMU’s in hard terrains of 
Assam, Meghalaya, Uttarakhand and Jharkhand focussing on marginalized population in far-flung areas.

10. Mobile Medical Units – Making Healthcare Services Accessible

Pioneering project of Mobile Medical Units (MMU) over the years, HLFPPT is operating and managing a 
fleet of MMUs across the country for various corporate and state government donors like IOCL, ECL, ISRN, 
Essar Oil, PTC –PFS, CLP, NLC, NTPC, NPCIL, National Health Mission (NHM) - Uttarakhand, NHM- Assam, 
NHM-Meghalaya, NHM Jharkhand, Kerala Medical Service Corporation. The aims of MMUs are to improve 
the accessibility to quality healthcare services with the focus to reach the unreached. Each MMU is manned 
by a team of medical professionals, including Doctor, Nurse, Lab Technician, Pharmacist and Outreach

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Worker. It is equipped to provide range of curative and preventive care services by early clinical diagnosis of 
communicable diseases and non-communicable diseases; referral of complicated cases; early diagnosis of 
pregnancy; antenatal check-up (ANC) check-ups; basic new-born care; family planning counselling; provision of 
contraceptives; Sexual Transmitted Infection (STI) prevention and management, eye check-ups, etc. In addition, 
on a need basis, special health camps are also organised to provide many specialized care under one umbrella 
of health care services. MMU also provides basic medicines, consumables, and diagnostics facilities to the 
patients. Currently, HLFPPT is operationalizing over 173 MMUs across the nation.

11. Special Health Camps Services

The Collaboration of HLFPPT with NSKFDC(National Safai Karamchari Finance Development Corporation) and 
NBCFDC (National Backward Classes Finance & Development Corporation)  has have organised specialized 
health camps to provide range of specialized care for Manual Scavengers (SafaiKaramcharis) and poorly 
served Backward Classes. Similarly, NSKFDC Planned to organise 100 Health-cum-Awareness Camps in the 
communities of the SafaiKaramcharis/Manual Scavengers at PAN India level covering especially the various 
Districts of Assam, Karnataka, Jharkhand, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Uttarakhand, Jharkhand, West Bengal, 
Bihar, Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra in the duration of one year (June, 2019-March, 2020). 

The average footfall in each health camp have touched the figure of 250. Every health camp was strengthened 
by the specialist like Gynecologist, ENT Specialist, Dermatologist, Ophthalmologist and General Physician. 
Successful completion of 93 camps brought the specialized health care services to vulnerable groups of our 
community under one canopy along with various other services like free distribution of spectacles after eye 
check-up, HIV/AIDS screening, TB Screening and various other types of blood tests.NBCFDC came forth with 
HLFPPT to meet the objective of promoting economic and developmental activities for the benefit of members 
of Backward Classes living below double the poverty line through State Channelizing Agency and RRBs/PSBs. 
NBCFDC plans to organize two types of Medical Camps viz GMC (General Medical Camps) and SMC (School 
Medical Camps) on PAN India level in the duration of two years (2019-2021).

12. NandGhar: An initiative to create and operate smart Anganwadis

HLFPPT is operationalizing 25 NandGhars at Kalahandi District since September 2019 with support of Vedanta 
Ltd.  NandGhars do not aim to be limited by the traditional functions of an Anganwadi center (AWC), but aims at 
playing a greater role in development of rural communities.  It is designed with a vision to potentially transform 
women and child development in India by disrupting the status quo. NandGhars currently provide the following 
services in the communities it serves: 1) Early childhood education for children 3-6 years of age 2) nutrition food 
for children 3-6 years of age 3) Healthcare services for the NandGhar beneficiaries and by extension the local 
community at NandGhar doorstep 4) Skill and Entrepreneurship training for rural women including soft skills, 
financial literacy, business development and skill specific training. 

The 25 NandGhars are located in 25 Villages of Lanjigarh Block, Kalahandi district, Odisha. The community of 
25 NandGhars’ villages has been actively sensitized for the NandGhar Project and other important topics like 
WASH, VHSND etc 

13. Research and Development- Plugging the gaps

During the Financial Year 2019-20, the department of Research (M&E) has been associated with a diverse 
number of research studies/projects. Multiple research studies had been awarded by SIFPSA to HLFPPT on 
topics like: Assessment of New Born Stabilization Unit (NBSU), Functionality of Maternal Death Surveillance 
and Response Committee, Functionality of Village Level Health Sanitation and Nutrition Committee and also on

Purpose of all these studies were to assess the present viability and 
importance of these programs and also to help amend the present program policies. Apart from these, HLFPPT 
has successfully completed the Family Planning Survey awarded by National Health Mission- Meghalaya.        

In the present and coming years, Research (M&E) division of HLFPPT aims to diversify its research portfolio 
that would aim to reflect experience in finding solutions to real-world problems that are rich and complex spread 
across an array of sectors.

14. Elderly Care Home- Lively ambiance, good health care facilities, and lots of activities to 
engage elderly people

Department of Social Justice, Government of Kerala in collaboration with HLFPPT is operating a 24 x 7 model 
old age home at Chal in Kannur, Kerala. The renovated home gives lively ambiance, good health care facilities, 
and lots of activities to engage elderly people. The project has been branded as “Second Innings Home”. This 
centre is providing much needed elderly friendly services, which are easily approachable, usable and moreover 
it is very user friendly. The home also provides unique ideas like emergency bell switches, along with railing 
support in all key areas. Emergency switches are also made available at bed side and toilets so that in case 
of emergency situation, the support staff may provide better assistance. Other elderly friendly facilities include 
library cum reading room, laboratory facility, pharmacy, yoga room, food court for group dining, mini gymnasium 
etc.   

In similar fashion an elderly day care home also operates at Chenckottukavu Gramapanchayth in Kozhikode 
district. This facility is branded as “Sayamprabha Home”.

15. Skill training to differentially Abled 

HLFPPT has been awarded a project in January 2020 to provide various services such as Music Therapy, 
Yoga, Physiotherapy and Skill Training to Differentially Abled People at 11 welfare homes under Social Justice 
Department. The main focus of this project is ensuring Active Daily Living (ADL) and proper engagement of the 
residents to improve and maintain physical, psychological and social well-being of individuals. The services are 
provided by qualified therapists on various domains. Shri. Nedumudi Venu, veteran film actor inaugurated the 
programme in February 2020 in the presence of Shri. Sheeba George IAS, Director Social Justice.

16. Outreach Clinic

HLFPPT has been successfully implementing a project to provide medical aid to the residents of 8 welfare 
homes under Women and Child Development Department and 5 homes under Social Justice Department, Govt. 
of Kerala. This project provides a range of preventive and curative services like treatment for minor ailments, 
provision of first aid, early clinical diagnosis of communicable and non-communicable diseases, ANC Check-up, 
child care, STI prevention and Management, eye check-ups etc. In addition, on need basis, specialist services 
as well as specialized diagnostic services are also providing to the community. So far this project has provided 
3280 OPD services and 1565 lab tests. 

17. Setup of skill lab in 10 districts of Chhattisgarh

In Partnership with NHM-CG, HLFPPT signed a MOU in August 2019 for establishing the Skill labs in 10 districts 
of Chhattisgarh. The duration of the project was 120 days which HLFPPT has successfully completed and 
provided TOT to over 20 Doctors from designated 10 districts. 

Comprehensive Skill Lab with skill stations is designed with the aim for up-grading and acquires skills of health 
care providers to enhance their capacity to provide quality RMNCH+A services leading to the improved health 
outcomes. Currently, the content and method of pre and in-service training has not been able to ensure that 
healthcare professionals (including SNs/ANM and Medical Officers) acquire all the required skills that are

A Skill Lab comprises of skill stations where the trainees learn by practicing skills on mannequins, simulation 
exercises, demonstration videos and presentations. The certification of trainee is based on the competencies 
acquired during the training. Training methods Included interactive sessions, discussions, demonstration of 
skills, practice on mannequins, case studies, presentations and videos.

18. Skill Development Programs- Skilling Youth for a sustainable livelihood

As HLFPPT gained its momentum in skill training, skill development division has expanded its wings across 
multiple sectors across 16 states and 1 union territory. HLFPPT and its candidates have been chosen time to 
time to highlights the achievements of Skill India Mission. 

HLFPPT has been affiliated with 12 skill sector councils namely Health Sector Skill Council (HSSC),Construction 
Sector Development Council of India (CSDCI),Retailers Association Skill Council of India(RASCI),Tourism & 
Hospitality Sector Skill Council (THSC), IT & ITeS Sector Skill Council, Apparel Made-ups & Home Furnishing 
Sector Skill Council, Beauty & Wellness Sector Skill Council, Logistics Sector Skill Council, Electronics 
and Hardware Sector Skill Council, Power Sector Skill Council, Plumbing Sector Skill Council, Rubber Skill 
Development Council.  HLFPPT is providing skill trainings under 50 job roles/ trades approved by concerned 
SSC. Presently Skill Development Division has been empanelled as the Government training partner for Uttar 
Pradesh Skill Development Mission (UPSDM), National Handicapped Finance and Development Corporation 
(NHFDC), National Scheduled Castes Finance and Development Corporation (NSFDC) and Department of 
Persons with Disability, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment (MOSJE).

HLFPPT is undertaking various skill development programmes at Centre Level as well as State Level. Currently 
we are implementing 48 skill development programmes at more than 100 skill centres spread across the 16 
states. HLFPPT received targets of 60,000 for the last year. HLFPPT has signed MoU with National Scheduled 
Castes Finance and Development Corporation for the direct implementation of Skill Training Programmes. 
HLFPPT has been also awarded with various CSR initiatives of Bharat Dynamic Limited, Petronet LNG, GAIL, 
Central Warehousing Corporation through NHFDC and NSFDC. The candidates of HLFPPT have been awarded 
as Best Performance on the occasion of World Youth Day. HLFPPT has trained 3230 persons with disability and 
has provided assistance for self-employment/ wage employment.  HLFPPT has been awarded by NIESBUD to 
implement skill training programme for transgender community.

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11.1 Audit Committee

Therefore, the 
Company will again reconstitute the Audit Committee as and when more Independent Directors are appointed 
by the Government against the two vacant positions.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

1. INDUSTRY ANALYSIS

1.1 Healthcare Industry-Outlook

Healthcare has become one of India’s largest sector, both in terms of revenue and employment. The Indian 
healthcare sector is growing at a brisk pace due to its strengthening coverage, services and increasing 
expenditure by public as well private players. The COVID 19 outbreak has placed unprecedented demands on 
our health system. The healthcare market can increase three-fold to Rs 8.6 trillion (US$ 133.44 billion) by 2022.
The Government of India aims to increase healthcare spending to three percent of the Gross Domestic Product 
(GDP) by 2022.

The Union Budget outlay for health sector for the year 2020-21 is INR 69,000 crore. The Government of India 
also allocated a budget of INR 34,115 crore for National Health Mission under the Union Budget 2020-21. The 
Ayushman Bharat - Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (PMJAY), the largest government funded healthcare 
program targeting more than 500 million beneficiaries, was allocated INR 6,429 crore under the Union Budget 
2020-21. Government of India is planning to increase public health spending to 2.5% of country’s GDP on 
healthcare by 2025. While the government is stepping up its efforts to broaden access to subsidised healthcare, 
the progress, however, is expected to be gradual and patients will continue to foot the majority of the national 
healthcare bill.

1.2 Contraceptives:

Sexually transmitted diseases (STDs) and sexually transmitted infections (STIs) continue to be widespread in 
India. As such, contraceptives will continue to play its essential role in preventing STD and STI. 

1.3 Pharmaceuticals:

Indian pharmaceutical sector is expected to grow to US$ 100 billion, while medical device market is expected 
to grow US$ 25 billion by 2025. Pharmaceuticals export from India stood at US$ 20.70 billion in FY20. 
Pharmaceutical export include bulk drugs, intermediates, drug formulations, biologicals, Ayush and herbal 
products and surgical. The Indian Government has taken many steps to reduce costs and bring down healthcare 
expenses. Speedy introduction of generic drugs into the market has remained in focus and is expected to benefit 
the Indian pharmaceutical companies. In addition, the thrust on rural health programmes, lifesaving drugs and 
preventive vaccines also augurs well for the pharmaceutical companies. 

The government continues the focus on revising and updating the National List of Essential Medicines. Expansion 
of Jan Aushadhi stores offering affordable medicines continues to provide price competition to pharmaceutical 
companies. The Ayushman Bharat programme, the world’s largest state sponsored health insurance scheme, 
will continue to drive access to healthcare services in the country, and can potentially trigger a rise in demand.

1.4. Hospital Products- Blood Bags:

Increase in blood transfusion procedures and surge in incidence of trauma and accidents around the globe drive 
the market growth. Moreover, escalating incidence of various blood-related diseases is expected to boost the 
market growth. Conversely, rise in healthcare infrastructure and lucrative opportunities in emerging countries are 
expected to provide numerous opportunities for the market expansion.

The most unprecedented operational and economic challenges followed the onset of the global COVID-19 pandemic. 
Also, considerable time is needed for the development and commercialization of effective treatment options for 
new pathogens. In addition, local government redirection of healthcare resources toward COVID-19 treatment 
is also expected to engage most healthcare workers to tackle the outbreak. This uncertainty is expected to delay 
and reschedule the diagnosis and treatment of blood-related health conditions. Accordingly, the disposable

1.5 Diagnostic Services:

Diagnosis is the first step to disease management, as without accurate identification there is no possibility for 
accurate treatment. India’s thriving economy is driving urbanisation and developing an expanding middle class, 
with rising disposable incomes to spend on healthcare.

According to the new research report ‘Indian Diagnostic Services Market Outlook 2020’, the diagnostic services 
market is expected to continue growing at 27.5 per cent for the next five years. This growth is likely to be driven 
by improving healthcare facilities, medical diagnostic and pathological laboratories, private-public projects, 
and the health insurance sector. Though a major portion of diagnostic business is being managed by the so 
called unorganised sector, the diagnostic service market is expected to become much more organised and 
consolidated with a lot of small and independent laboratory players becoming franchisees for the larger players.

1.6 Retail Pharmacy:

The retail pharma market in India is currently at a promising stage with its three broad segments of generic 
drugs, over-the-counter (OTC) drugs, and patented products. Generic drugs form the largest segment, with 
around 70% market share in terms of revenue. The retail pharmacy market poise a compelling opportunity 
with increased government spending on health care sector along with initiatives to increase health related 
awareness in rural regions of the country. However in the long run, the revenues pertaining to pharmacy retail 
market is expected to contribute the most from the OTC drugs segment. This market is expected to grow fast 
as more number of companies are expected to enter into the market with wide range of OTC products. It will 
provide a new dimension to the overall retail pharmacy market. The growth of this market in the long run will 
be further infused by the shift of pharmacy store to be a “wellness store” and preference towards high quality 
medicines due to behavioral changes.

4. MAJOR MARKETING INITIATIVES AND ACHIEVEMENTS

4.1 RETAIL BUSINESS DIVISION (RBD)

●● The Retail Business Division (RBD), the largest Business Division of HLL, achieved a turnover of Rs 562.36 
Cr for the year 2019-20 and has registered a growth of 3%. The division provides retail pharmacy services 
in five formats viz. – 1. Free Generic pharmacies 2. AMRIT pharmacies 3. HLL Pharmacy and Surgicals 4. 
Generic Drug Stores and 5. AMRIT franchisees with a total of 275 stores.

●● AMRIT pharmacies is the main driver of this turnover and achieved Rs 403.98 Cr registered a growth of 45%. 
AMRIT which stands for Affordable Medicines and Reliable Implants for Treatment is aimed at providing 
affordable medicines and products. The number of AMRIT outlets has increased from 153 in March 2019 
to 206 in March 2020 by setting up of new stores in Assam (10), Bihar (2), Chattisgarh (1), Haryana (2), 
Jammu and Kashmir (12), Maharashtra (1), New Delhi (1), Punjab (1), Telangana (14), Uttar Pradesh (2), 
Uttarakhand (2) and Gujarat (6). AMRIT now has operations across 26 States/Union Territories and has 
served more than 19.6 Mln. patients as on 31st March 2020 since inception. Though the value of drugs 
and other products dispensed to the patients at MRP amounts to Rs. 2107.09 Cr as on 31st March 2020, 
the sales recorded was only Rs 1042.75 Cr thereby directly passing the benefits in terms of savings of Rs. 
1064.33 Cr to the beneficiaries. 

●● The Healthcare Services (HCS) Division contributed Rs.277.50 Cr in 2019-20 with a growth of 22%. During 
the year, the Business Division could reach 8.0 Mln patients and has reported 16.63 Mn. tests. The division 
has also extended its services by opening new diagnostic labs at AIIMS Nagpur and at Gurugram. In 2020-
21, HCS has projected a turnover of Rs.340 Cr aiming for a growth of 23 %. The profit projected is Rs.17.60 
Cr with a growth of 57%.

●● In the year 2019-20, the flagship brand MOODS, went for a new look with a refreshed packaging for its 
premium range- PANACHE packs. With youthful and vibrant colours these packs are designed to attract 
consumers when displayed on the retail shelves.

●● MOODS was very active in the social media platform and reached a fan base of 0.5 Mln on Facebook. The 
Social media posts on select occasions like IPL, General elections, Friendship day, International Men’s Day, 
Longest Night etc evoked lot of interest among the fans. 

●● The sanitary napkin brand of CBD – Happy Days which is aimed at providing affordable menstrual solutions 
for adolescent girls catered to the needs of more than 0,5Mln girls.

4.3 VENDING BUSINESS DIVISION (VBD) 

●● The Vending Business Division has been empowering women and has been very promising after it achieved 
a turnover of Rs 30.65 Cr with a growth of 124%. VBD is today reaching Health & Hygiene by serving the 
underserved through a novel idea of vending of the sanitary napkins and incinerators. The division has 
successfully installed 3315 sets of Vending machines with Sanitary Napkin Incinerators in Andhra Pradesh 
and completed 788 School Awareness Campaigns in Kerala and Karnataka. It has bagged an order for 
biodegradable sanitary napkins through supply of Suraksha Bio Degradable napkins for Andhra School 
Education Project worth Rs 20 Cr and a repeat order from NCL CSR for the second successive year and 
renewed the contract with Kerala Women’s Development Corporation (KSWDC) for supply of vending 
machines and sanitary napkins including biodegradable napkins and smart dispensers for another two years. 

●● In FY 2020-21 the Business Division plans the launch of new value added products in view of COVID -19 
such as Sanitizer Vending Machine, UV box for sanitization, Home Incinerators, Happy Days (Biodegradable 
Sanitary Napkin), Menstrual Cups and Ozone related products for sanitization in the Retail and Online 
segment, Smart dispensers (RFID/GSM) for free sanitary napkin distribution projects, Smoke reduction unit 
with incinerators etc. New initiatives include implementation of MHM Awareness Program through online 
platform to adolescent school girls. 

4.4 Hi CARE DIVISION (HCD)

●● The Projects and Services (P&S) vertical of the Hi CARE Business Division undertakes up-gradation of 
hospital facilities such as setting up of New Born Care Units – New Born Care Centres (NBCC), New Born 
Stabilization Units (NBSU) and Sick New Born Care Units (SNCU), Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU), 
Paediatric Care Intensive Unit (PICU), ICU, etc. on turnkey basis and contributes over 50% of the turnover 
for the division.

●● In FY 2019-20, in line with mission of our Hon. PM Narendra Modi to create 1.5 Lac Health and Wellness 
Centres by 2022, P&S associated with the state NHMs of Punjab, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh and Kerala 
for up-gradation of Sub Health Centres (SHC), Primary Health Centres (PHC) and Urban Primary Health 
Centres (UPHC) to Health And Wellness Centres (HWC). P&S bagged orders for the up-gradation of 480 
facilities of health and wellness centres in Punjab & Himachal Pradesh and also up-gradation of 408 AYUSH 
dispensaries under the National AYUSH Mission (NAM) in Haryana. P&S is also associated with NHM, 
Himachal Pradesh for recruitment of skilled manpower such as staff nurses.

●● The Blood Component Therapy (BCT) segment made entry into Global Hospitals Bangalore and Hyderabad 
for its inline filter blood bags and also Dr. Rela Institute & Medical Centre Hospital, Chennai for premium top 
and bottom bags that facilitate better component yield. While in the northern part of the country the division 
was successful in getting an entry into Safdarjung Hospital and Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia (RML) Hospital with 
the premium Blood Bags – “DONATO.”

4.5 WOMEN HEALTHCARE DIVISION

●● The Division achieved a turnover of Rs 97 Cr in FY 2019-20 with a growth of 5%. The Division has serviced 
the Jan Aushadhi outlets through CGHS supplies to the tune of Rs 38.55 Cr. It also developed a new 
customer base for Ayurvedic and Unani products in Haryana with the supply worth Rs 6.80 Cr to AYUSH 
Wellness centers.

Other financial liabilities(note 20) A dvance from 
customers/clients: Rs 19585.60 lakh 

This includes government grant sanctioned (2016) 
Rs 14 crore to the company for electromagnetic 
interference/electro magnetic compatibility (EMI/EMC)
testing lab of medical equipment at Noida. According 
to the terms and conditions of grant,the project had 
to be completed in a time bound manner, utilization 
certificate had to be submitted not later than 31 March 
2018 and failure to comply with terms and conditions 
would render the company liable to refund the whole 
or part amount of the grant with interest at the rate of 
ten percent per annum. As per Company works are 
in progress and likely to be completed by 31st March 
2021.Ministry has not communicated its assent to 
the works being carried out by the Company after 
the stipulated date and has not granted extension 
for utilization of grant. The liability to refund the grant 
along with interest exsists. The company did not 
disclose the facts in the notes to Financial statements.

An amount of Rs. 14 Crores was received by HLL from 
MoC&I during November 2016 for setting up testing lab 
for medical equipments at HLL campus, Noida under 
Assistance to States for Developing Export Infrastructure 
and Allied Activities (ASIDE). As per the sanction, the 
project is to be completed in time bound manner and HLL 
has to submit the utilisation certificate by 31.03.2018. The 
project is under construction and utilisation certificates are 
submitted to MoC&I as stipulated on regular basis. The 
company is yet to get a written approval for extension of 
time. Pending completion of construction of the project, the 
amount received is shown as grant received in Advance 
under other current liabilities

2 B. Comment on Independent auditor’s report on 
Financial Statements
1.Annexure B-Para iii (a) and (b)
Under Annexure B para (iii) (a) Independent auditor 
reported that the term and condition of the grant 
of such loan are, in our opinion ,prima facie,not 
prejudicial to the company’s interest. Further vide para 
(iii) (b) they reported that the schedule of repayment of 
principle and payment of interest has been stipulated 
and repayments…
It was observed that para (iii) (a) was incorrect 
because in determining whether terms and conditions 
of the loans are prejudicial, the auditor should 
have given due consideration to the various factors 
connected with the loan,including borrowers financial 
standing.The documents in support of the terms and 
conditions of grant of temporary loan to HLL Biotech 
Limited(HBL),while according approval to such loans, 
also included the information that HBL was not in a 
position to repay these temporary loans.Further ,para 
(iii)(b) was found incomplete and deficient to the 
extent it did not give the status whether repayments 
ore receipts in respect of such loans were regular.

During the financial year 2019-20 HLL Lifecare Limited 
(HLL) had provided temporary loans to its hundred percent 
subsidiary company HLL Biotech Limited (HBL) after 
obtaining the approval from the board of directors of HLL 
Life Care Limited in the board meeting held on 23rd October 
2019 and 19th March 2020.The board of directors of the 
HLL Biotech Limited (HBL) had accepted the terms and 
conditions stipulated by HLL Lifecare Limited Board in their 
board meeting held on 23rd October 2019 and 19th March 
2020 while granting the temporary loans. Even though no 
formal agreement was signed between the HLL Lifecare 
limited and HLL Biotech Limited (HBL),HBL is still liable 
for the temporary loans availed from HLL because the 
decision to borrow temporary loans from HLL was taken 
by the Board ofdirectors as per the resolution passed 
in the board meeting, duly empowered by theArticles of 
Association of the Company. Moreover, the liability is 
recorded in the audited Balance Sheet of HBL for the year 
ended 31st March 2020. We had considered substance 
over form in the preparation of our report.
The statutory auditors are expected to report whether 
the terms and conditions of the grant of such loans are 
not prejudicial to the company’s interest. The terms and 
conditions would primarily include rate of interest, terms 
and period of repayment and restrictive covenants, if any. 
We hadexaminedthe minutes of board of directors and 
also supportive documents including the copy of resolution 
passed by HLL Biotech Limited (HBL) forascertaining the 
terms and conditions of all loans granted by the company. 
In the case of HLL Lifecare Limited the loan was granted 
as per the resolution passed in the board meeting. As 
per the terms of loan granted, the loan is temporary loan 
repayable on demand or within a maximum period of 6 
month and interest applicable to the loan is 8.6% (linked 
to maximum interest rate applicable to cash credit facility 
availed by HLL) which is higher than the interest rate on 
government security closest to the tenor of the loan.

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The terms and conditions of the grant of loan prima facie is 
not prejudicial to the company’s interest.
In the Annexure B to the independent audit report we 
already reported thatthe schedule of repayment of 
principle and payment of interest has been stipulated and 
repayments of principle and interest are not due during the 
year. 

3. 2. Comment on independent Auditor
A reference is invited to the independent auditor’s 
report wherein it has been stated under para (a) 
of ‘Basis for qualified Opinion’ that in view of non- 
confirmation of dues and further disputes, provision 
amounting to Rs 12374 lakh should have been created 
in the accounts in respect of dues receivable from 
Employees State Insurance Corporation (ESIC) which 
has been shown under Trade Recievable as on 31 
March 2020. Independent Auditor reported that non- 
provision has resulted in the over statement of trade 
receivables by Rs 12374 lakh, overstatement of profit 
for the year and under statement of accumulated loss 
by Rs 12374 lakh. The observation is having material 
amount with 112.69 percent impact on the total 
comprehensive income for the year of Rs 10979.97 
lakh of the company. The impact of observation would 
convert total comprehensive income of Rs 10979.97 
lakh into loss of Rs 1394.03 lakh. Thus, it was not 
proper on the part of independent Auditor to have 
provided an assurance in the audit report that financial 
statements presented a true and ‘fair view’.

As per Standards on Auditing 705- “Modifications to the 
Opinion in the Independent Auditor’s Report”, it is stated 
that any material misstatements in the financial statements 
which are not pervasive in nature should be given as a 
qualified opinion in the audit report. 
In conformity to the afore mentioned Standard and 
considering the materiality involved, we have provided 
qualification to the tune of Rs.12,374/- lakhs in respect 
of Trade Receivables from ESIC. Moreover, we have 
mentioned in the Qualified Opinion paragraph that the 
statements give a true and fair view of the state of affairs of 
the Company except for the possible effects of the matter 
prescribed in the basis of Qualified Opinion paragraph. 
We did not consider providing an adverse opinion since, 
adverse opinion is to be made where there are material 
misstatements, and these misstatements are pervasive in 
nature. The effect of misstatement is pervasive when such 
misstatement is not confined to one element, account or 
item of financial statement and even if it is so confined, 
it represents a substantial portion of financial statements. 
Even though the value of qualification impact 112.70 
percentage of the profit of standalone financial statement 
of the company it is not pervasive, since the qualification 
is related to one class of transaction and the outcome 
of the same would depend upon the future events and 
circumstances. Creating a provision in the financials is the 
discretion of the management and they have not created 
provision for the above. In our opinion this event is material 
but not pervasive to provide an adverse opinion, we have 
made the qualification to enable the users of the financial 
statements to have a better understanding of the financial 
statements of the company.

trade receivables as on 31 March 2021.Independent 
Auditor reported that non provision has resulted in the 
over statement of accumulated loss for the year by Rs

(i) Rs.12,374/- lakhs in respect of Trade Receivables from 
ESIC

(ii)In case of HLL Biotech Ltd a subsidiary the company 
has reclassified the assets held for sale as Plant and 
Equipment and depreciation was also claimed.The 
recognition is not in line with the requirement of IND 
AS 16 as it is not apparent that the future economic 
benefit related to such asset would flow to business.
This has resulted in excess claim of depreciation 
amounting to Rs 107.49 lakh during the year ended

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Independent Auditor’s above observations are having 
material amount with 202.02 percent impact on the 
total comprehensive income for the year of Rs 6077.03 
lakh of the company.The net impact of observations 
would convert the total comprehensive income of Rs 
6077.03 lakh into loss of Rs 6200.25 lakh.Thus it was 
not proper on the part of Independent Auditor to have 
provided an assurance in the audit report that financial 
statements presented a ‘true and fair view’.

Moreover, we have mentioned in the Qualified Opinion 
paragraph that the statements give a true and fair view of 
the state of affairs of the Company except for the possible 
effects of the matter prescribed in the basis of Qualified 
Opinion paragraph. 

We did not consider providing an adverse opinion since, 
adverse opinion is to be made where there are material 
misstatements, and these misstatements are pervasive 
in nature. The  effect of misstatement is pervasive  when 
such misstatement is not confined to one element, 
account or item of financial statement and even if it is so 
confined, it represents a substantial portion of financial 
statements. Even though the value of qualification impact 
202.02 percentage of the total comprehensive income of 
consolidated financial statement of the company it is not 
pervasive, since the qualification is related to one class of 
transaction and the outcome of the same would depend 
upon the future events and circumstances. In our opinion 
this event is material but not pervasive to provide an 
adverse opinion, we have made the qualification to enable 
the users of the financial statements to have a better 
understanding of the financial statements of the company.

Current liabilities 
Advance from customers/clients: R s 19639.99 
lakh
This includes government grant sanctioned (2016) 
Rs 14 crore to the company for electromagnetic 
interference/electro magnetic compatibility (EMI/EMC)
testing lab of medical equipment at Noida. According 
to the terms and conditions of grant,the project had 
to be completed in a time bound manner ,utilization 
certificate had to be submitted not later than 31 March 
2018 and failure to comply with terms and conditions 
would render the company liable to refund the whole 
or part amount of the grant with interest at the rate of 
ten percent per annum. As per Company works are 
in progress and likely to be completed by 31st March 
2021.Ministry has not communicated its assent to 
the works being carried out by the Company after 
the stipulated date and has not granted extension 
for utilization of grant. The liability to refund the grant 
along with interest exsists. The company did not 
disclose the facts in the notes to Financial statements.

An amount of Rs. 14 Crores was received by HLL from 
MoC&I during November 2016 for setting up testing lab 
for medical equipments at HLL campus, Noida under 
Assistance to States for Developing Export Infrastructure 
and Allied Activities (ASIDE). As per the sanction, the 
project is to be completed in time bound manner and HLL 
has to submit the utilisation certificate by 31.03.2018. The 
project is under construction and utilisation certificates are 
submitted to MoC&I as stipulated on regular basis. The 
company is yet to get a written approval for extension of 
time. Pending completion of construction of the project, the 
amount received is shown as grant received in Advance

Report on the Audit of Standalone Financial Statements

Qualified Opinion

We have audited the accompanying standalone financial statements of HLL Lifecare Limited (“the Company”), 
which comprise the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2020, the Statement of Profit and Loss, (including Other 
Comprehensive Income), the Cash Flow Statement and the Statement of Changes in Equity for the year then 
ended on that date, and notes to the standalone financial statements include a summary of the significant 
accounting policies and other explanatory information (hereinafter referred to as “Standalone Financial 
Statements”).

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, except for 
the possible effect of the matters described in the basis for qualified opinion paragraph below, the aforesaid 
Standalone Financial Statements give the information required by the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”)in the 
manner so required and give a true and fair view in conformity with the Indian Accounting Standards prescribed 
under Section 133 of the Act read with the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015, as amended, 
(“Ind AS”) and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the state of affairs of the Company as 
at March 31, 2020, the profit and total comprehensive income, changes in equity and its cash flows for the year 
ended on that date.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

As stated in note no 2.26, the Company has entered into an agreement for the construction of a medical college 
at Paripally for Employees’ State Insurance Corporation (ESIC) and handed over the same to ESIC on October 
21, 2016. On this contract an amount of ₹ 12374 lakh is due from ESIC and shown under Trade Receivables 
as on March 31, 2020. The whole amount is outstanding for more than 3 years and there is no confirmation 
available from ESIC, further ESIC has raised a claim on the Company to extent of ₹ 9293 lakh. Further this case 
is under arbitration. In our opinion, due to the above mentioned facts, provision should have been created in the 
accounts for the Trade Receivables amounting to ₹ 12374 lakh. This has resulted in the overstatement of Trade 
Receivables by ₹ 12374 lakh, overstatement of profit for the year and understatement of accumulated loss by 
₹ 12374 lakh. 

We conducted our audit of the standalone financial statements in accordance with the Standards on Auditing 
(SAs) specified under Section 143 (10) of the Act. Our responsibilities under those standards are further 
described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the audit of the Standalone Financial Statements section of our 
report. We are independent of the Company in accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the Institute of 
Chartered Accountants of India (“ICAI”) together with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of 
the standalone financial statements under the provisions of the Act and the Rules made thereunder, and we 
have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and the ICAI’s Code of 
Ethics. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for 
our qualified opinion on the standalone financial statements.

1)	 Note 9-Current Financial Assets- Trade Receivables outstanding as on the balance sheet date amounts to 
Rs. 84,188 lakhs which are subject to confirmation, reconciliation and consequent adjustments if any.

2)	 Note 2.27 regarding recoverability of dues from M/s Gujarat Arogya Seva (P) Limited (GASPL) amounting to 
₹ 1232 lakh shown under Current Financial Assets and ₹ 827 lakh shown as trade receivable from Gujarat 
Medical Services Corporation Limited (GMSCL), though company has received ₹ 1500 lakh as advance 
from GMSCL.

3)	 Note 2.11 regarding the uncertainty on final prices applicable for supplies to Government of India for the 
year 2018-19 and 2019-20, as the same is yet to be notified by the Government and accordingly the effect of 
the same has not been considered in the financial statements. In respect of supplies for the previous years, 
though the Government has sought recovery of price difference from the Company for contraceptive pills 
and pregnancy kits to the extent of ₹ 1109 lakh, the Company has raised objections and has not provided for 
the same in the financial statements.

4)	 Note 2.36 regarding the recoverability of due from M/s HLL Biotech Limited [HBL] ,a wholly owned subsidiary 
company of HLL, amounting to ₹ 1691 lakhs which was given as a temporary unsecured loan during the 
current year.

We consider quantitative materiality and qualitative factors in (i) planning the 
scope of our audit work and in evaluating the results of our work; and (ii) to evaluate the effect of any identified 
misstatements in the financial statements.

The preparation of Standalone financial statements of HLL LIFECARE LIMITED for the year ended 31st March 
2020 in accordance with the financial reporting framework prescribed under the Companies Act, 2013 (Act) is the 
responsibility of the management of the company. The statutory auditor/auditors appointed by the Comptroller 
and Auditor General of India under section 139 (5) of the Act is/are responsible for expressing opinion on the 
financial statements under section 143 of the Act based on independent audit in accordance with the standard 
marketing prescribed under section 143 (10) of the Act. This is stated to have been done by them vide their Audit 
Report dated 6th November 2020.

I, on behalf of the comptroller and Auditor General of India, have conducted a supplementary audit of the 
Standalone financial statement of HLL LIFECARE LIMITED for the year ended 31st March 2020 under section 
143 (6) (a) of the Act. This supplementary audit has been carried out independently without access  to the 
working papers of the statutory auditors and is limited primarily to inquiries of the statutory auditors and company 
personnel and a selective examination of some of the accounting records.

Based on my supplementary audit, I would like to highlight the following significant matters under section 143 
(6) (b) of the Act which have come to my attention and which in my view are necessary for enabling  a better 
understanding of the financial statements and the related audit report

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B. Independent auditor's report on Financial Statements

1. Annexure B- Para iii (a) and (b)

Under Annexure, 'B' (iii) (a) Independent auditor reported that the term and condition of the grant of such loan 
are, in our opinion, prima face, not prejudicial tot he Company's interest.

Further vide para (iii) (b) they reported that the schedule of repayment of principle and payment of interest has 
been stipulated and repayments....

It was observed that para (iii) (a) was incorrect because in determining whether terms and conditions of the 
loans are prejudicial, the auditor should have given due consideration to the various factors connected with 
the loans, including borrowers financial standing. The documents in support of the terms and conditions of 
temporary loan to HLL Biotech Limited (HBL) while according approval to such loans. Further para (iii) (b) was 
found incomplete and deficient to the extent it did not give the status whether repayments or receipts in respect 
of such loan were regular.

2. Comment of Independent Auditor

A reference is invited to independent auditor's report where in it has been stated under para (a) of  'Basis for 
Qualified Opinion' that in view of non-confirmation of dues and further disputes, provision amounting to `12374 
lakh should have been created in the accounts in respect of dues receivable from Employees State Insurance 
Corporation (ESIC) which has been shown under Trade Receivable as on 31 March 2020, Independent 
Auditor reported that non-provision has resulted in the overstatement of trade receivables by `12374 lakh, 
overstatement of profit for the year and understatement of accumulated loss by `12374 lakh. The observation 
is having material amount with 112.69 percent impact of total comprehensive income for the year of `10979.97 
lakh of the company. The impact of observation would convert total comprehensive income of `10979.97 lakh  
into loss of  `1394.03 lakh. Thus, it was not proper on the part of Independent Auditor to have provided an 
assurance in the audit report that financial statement presented a 'true and fair view'

  HLL Lifecare Limited, incorporated in the year 1966, is a MiniRatna Enterprise, fully owned by 
Government of India, domiciled in India and governed by the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013. 
HLL Lifecare Ltd was converted into a Public Limited Company with effect from 21st February 2012. 
The Company’s registered office is situated at HLL Bhavan, Poojapura, Thiruvananthapuram, Kerala, 
India. The company is engaged in the manufacturing and marketing of a range of Contraceptive 
products, Hospital products, Women Health Pharma products, providing Consultancy & Contract 
services for healthcare infrastructure, Procurement and Diagnostic services. The company caters to 
both domestic and international markets. 

The stand-alone financial statements were approved for issue in accordance with a resolution of the 
Board of directors on 06th November, 2020.

Standards issued but not yet effective

The Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) has notified certain amendments to Accounting standards 
as per the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Amendment Rules, 2020 on 24th July2020. 
The company intends to adopt these amendments, when they become effective. Early application 
of the amendments is not proposed and hence the impact if any on the financial statements is not 
assessed or considered in the financial statements during the financial year.

1A Significant accounting policies

1.1 Basis of Preparation

The financial statements of the company have been prepared in accordance with Ind AS notified 
under the companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 and with companies (Indian 
Accounting Standards) (Amendment) Rules, 2016 and comply in all material aspects with the 
relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 2013. Up to the year ended March 31, 2016, the Company 
prepared its financial statements in accordance with the requirements of previous GAAP, which 
includes Standards notified under the Companies (Accounting Standards) Rules, 2006.

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Classification of Assets and Liabilities into Current/Non-Current:

1.3 Estimation of Uncertainties relating to the global health pandemic from COVID -19 

The company has considered the possible effects that may result from COVID-19 on the carrying 
amount of Financial assets, Inventory, Receivables, Advances, Property, Plant and Equipment, 
Intangibles etc. as well as liabilities accrued. In developing the assumptions relating to the possible 
future uncertainties in the economic conditions because of this pandemic, the Company has used 
internal and external information such as our current contract terms, credit reports, future volume 
estimate from the business and other related information’s etc. Having reviewed the underlying 
data and based on current estimates the Company expects the carrying amount of the assets will 
be recovered and there is no significant impact on liabilities accrued. The impact of COVID -19 on 
the Company’s financial statements may differ from that estimated as at the date of approval of 
these financial statements and the Company will continue to closely monitor any material changes 
to future economic conditions.

1.4 Property, Plant and Equipment

Property, Plant and Equipment are stated at historical cost less accumulated depreciation and 
accumulated impairment loss if any. Cost includes all incidental expenditure net of CENVAT credit/
GST Credit wherever applicable. Revenue expenses incurred for identification of new projects/ new 
line of businesses are treated as capital work in progress.

Any gain or loss arising on the 
disposal or retirement of an item of property, plant and equipment is determined as the difference 
between the sales proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and is recognised in profit or loss.

1.5 Intangible Asset

The Company has elected to continue with the carrying value of all of its intangible assets recognised 
as of April 1, 2015 (the transition date) measured as per the previous GAAP and use such carrying 
value as its deemed cost as of the transition date.

Intangible assets with finite useful lives are capitalised and carried at cost less accumulated 
amortisation and accumulated impairment losses. The amortisation expense on intangible assets 
with finite lives is recognised in the statement of profit and loss unless such expenditure forms part 
of carrying value of another asset.

Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives are not amortised, but are tested for impairment 
annually. The assessment of indefinite life is reviewed annually to determine whether the indefinite 
life continues to be supportable. If not, the change in useful life from indefinite to finite is made on 
a prospective basis.

Amortisation is recognised on a straight-line basis over their estimated useful lives.

The cost of computer software other than ERP Software Solution is amortized equally over a period 
of 3 years, whereas ERP software solution is amortized over a period of 8 years on pro-rata basis. 
License fee paid is amortized equally over the agreement period.

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Trademark Expenses
Expenses incurred on trade mark registrations will be treated as Capital work in progress and will be 
capitalized under ‘intangible assets’ when licenses are received. Subsequent expenditure incurred 
on those licences will be recognized as revenue expenses in the period in which such expenses 
are incurred.

De-recognition of intangible assets:
An intangible asset is derecognised on disposal, or when no future economic benefits 
are expected from use or disposal. Gains or losses arising from de-recognition of an 
intangible asset, measured as the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the 
carrying amount of the asset, is recognised in profit or loss when the asset is derecognised.

Depreciation/ amortisation;
Depreciation on tangible assets other than Freehold land and properties under construction have 
been made in line with the requirement under Schedule II of the Companies Act, 2013. Further 
depreciation has been charged on Straight line method for all assets under Plant & Machinery and 
written down value method for other assets (except intangible asset and leasehold assets) so as to 
write off the cost of the assets after retaining residual value of 5% of the cost, over the useful lives of 
the assets prescribed in the Act, except for those assets whose useful lives are determined based 
on any technical advice.

Components of main assets were identified and determined separately, if they have a useful life that 
is materially different from that of the principal asset. 10% of the original cost of the principal asset 
has been considered as threshold limit to determine whether a component is material or not.

When significant parts of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, they 
are accounted for as separate items (major components) of Property, Plant and Equipment.

Additions to Fixed Assets from 01.04.1993, costing ̀ 5000/- each or less are fully depreciated during 
the year of purchase, irrespective of the date of addition retaining the residual value of assets.

Machinery spares acquired with the equipment are depreciated using the same rates and method 
applicable for the original machinery. In the case of Machinery spares procured separately for future 
use, rate equivalent to accumulated depreciation for the expired life of the relative machinery are 
charged in the year of acquisition along with depreciation for the year.

The residual values, estimated useful life and method of depreciation/amortisation of Property, Plant 
and Equipments and Intangible assets are reviewed at the end of each reporting period, with the 
effect of any changes in estimate being accounted for on a prospective basis.

1.6 Leases

The company has adopted Ind AS 116 on leases w.e.f 01st April 2019 on all existing leases , using 
the modified retrospective method and has taken the cumulative adjustment to retained earnings on 
the date of initial application. Accordingly previous period information has not been restated. 

The Company assesses whether a contract is or contains a lease, at inception of a contract. A 
contract is, or contains, a lease if the contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified 
asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration.

At the date of commencement of the lease, the Company recognises a right-of-use asset (ROU) and 
a corresponding lease liability for all lease arrangements in which it is a lessee, except for leases 
with a term of twelve months or less (short term leases) and leases of low value assets.

1.7 Impairment of Non-financial assets

At the end of each reporting period, the Company assesses whether there is any indication that its 
assets (property, plant and equipment, intangible assets and investments in equity instruments in 
subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates carried at cost) have suffered an impairment loss with 
reference to their carrying amounts. If any indication of impairment exists, the recoverable amount 
(i.e. higher of the fair value less costs of disposal and value in use) of such assets is estimated and 
impairment is recognised, if the carrying amount exceeds the recoverable amount. Recoverable 
amount is the higher of the asset’s net selling price and its value in use.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using 
a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and 
the risks specific to the asset for which the estimates of future cash flows have not been adjusted.

In the case of projects under development, the future cash flows are estimated based on the most 
recent budgets or forecasts relating to the project, adjusted to the current market conditions.

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When it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of an individual asset, the Company 
estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs.

When an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset (or cash-
generating unit) is increased to the revised estimate of its recoverable amount, but so that the 
increased carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined 
had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset (or cash-generating unit) in prior years A 
reversal of an impairment loss is recognised immediately in profit or loss.

1.8 Investments in Subsidiaries and Joint venture

The Company measures all its investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates at cost 
in accordance with Ind AS 27. At transition date, the Company has elected to continue with the 
carrying value of such investments measured as per the previous GAAP and use such carrying 
value as its deemed cost.

1.9 Inventories

  Inventories are stated at lower of cost or net realisable value.

Cost of raw materials, stores, spares, consumable tools and traded goods comprises cost of 
purchases and includes taxes and duties and is net of eligible credits under CENVAT/VAT/
GST schemes. Cost of work-in-progress, and finished goods comprises direct materials, 
direct labour and an appropriate proportion of variable and fixed overheads, which is allocated 
on a systematic basis. Cost of inventories also includes all other related costs incurred in bringing 
the inventories to their present location and condition.

The weighted average formula is used for the valuation of raw materials, stores and spares. Work-
in-progress, materials in transit/under inspection is carried at actual process cost. Unused Loose 
Tools are revalued every year taking into account the useful life of the tools and carried at the 
revalued cost. Finished goods manufactured/goods purchased for trading are valued at lower of 
cost/net realizable value, including excise duty, wherever applicable. Manufactured / traded finished 
goods in stock whose shelf life expires within three months from the Balance Sheet date are taken 
at NIL value.

The provision for loss if any in respect of slow moving items of materials/finished products are 
accounted after obtaining the technical opinion regarding the usability/marketability.

Net realisable value represents the estimated selling price for inventories less all estimated costs of 
completion and costs necessary to make the sale

1.10 Cash and cash equivalents

  Cash comprises cash on hand and demand deposits with banks. Cash equivalents are short-term 
balances, highly liquid investments that are readily convertible into known amounts of cash and 
which are subject to insignificant risk of changes in value.

For the purpose of cash flow statement as per Ind AS 7 , Cash Equivalents also include Bank 
Overdraft and Cash credit which are repayable on demand.

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1.11 Financial Instruments
Financial assets
Initial recognition and measurement
All financial assets are recognised initially at fair value plus, in the case of financial assets not 
recorded at fair value through profit or loss, transaction costs that are attributable to the acquisition 
of the financial asset. Purchases or sales of financial assets that require delivery of assets within 
a time frame established by regulation or convention in the market place (regular way trades) are 
recognised on the trade date, i.e., the date that the Company commits to purchase or sell the asset.

Subsequent measurement
For purposes of subsequent measurement, financial assets are classified in four categories

●	 Debt instruments at amortised cost
●	 Debt instruments at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVTOCI)
●	 Debt instruments, derivatives and equity instruments at fair value through profit or loss 

(FVTPL)
●	 Equity instruments measured at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVTOCI)

Debt instruments at amortised cost
The Company classifies a debt instrument as at amortised cost, if both the following conditions are 
met:
a)	 The asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets for collecting 

contractual cash flows; and
b)	 Contractual terms of the asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely 

payments of principal and interest (SPPI) on the principal amount outstanding.
Such financial assets are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest 
rate (EIR) method. Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on 
acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included in 
finance income in the profit or loss. The losses arising from impairment are recognised in the profit 
or loss.

Debt instrument at FVTOCI
The Company classifies a debt instrument at FVTOCI, if both of the following criteria are met:
a)	 The objective of the business model is achieved both by collecting contractual cash flows 

and selling the financial assets, and
b)	 The asset’s contractual cash flows represent SPPI.
Debt instruments included within the FVTOCI category are measured as at each reporting date 
at fair value. Fair value movements are recognized in the other comprehensive income (OCI). 
However, the company recognizes interest income, impairment losses and reversals and foreign 
exchange gain or loss in the profit and loss. On derecognition of the asset, cumulative gain or loss 
previously recognised in OCI is reclassified from the equity to profit and loss. Interest earned whilst 
holding FVTOCI debt instrument is reported as interest income using the EIR method.

Debt instrument at FVTPL
The Company classifies all debt instruments, which do not meet the criteria for categorization as at 
amortized cost or as FVTOCI, as at FVTPL.

Equity investments
All equity investments in scope of Ind AS 109 are measured at fair value. Equity instruments which 
are held for trading are classified as at FVTPL. Where the Company makes an irrevocable election 
of equity instruments at FVOCI, it recognises all subsequent changes in the fair value in other 
comprehensive income, without any recycling of the amounts from OCI to profit and loss, even on 
sale of such investments.

Equity instruments included within the FVTPL category are measured at fair value with all changes 
recognized in the profit and loss.

Derecognition
A financial asset is primarily derecognised when:
●	 The rights to receive cash flows from the asset have expired, or
●	 The Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from the asset or has assumed 

an obligation to pay the received cash flows in full without material delay to a third party 
under a ‘pass-through’ arrangement; and either

	 (a) the Company has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, or (b) 
the Company has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards of 
the asset, but has transferred control of the asset.

When the Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from an asset or has entered 
into a pass-through arrangement, it evaluates if and to what extent it has retained the risks and 
rewards of ownership. When it has neither transferred nor retained substantially all of the risks and 
rewards of the asset, nor transferred control of the asset, the Company continues to recognise 
the transferred asset to the extent of the Company’s continuing involvement. In that case, the 
Company also recognises an associated liability. The transferred asset and the associated liability 
are measured on a basis that reflects the rights and obligations that the Company has retained.

Continuing involvement that takes the form of a guarantee over the transferred asset is measured 
at the lower of the original carrying amount of the asset and the maximum amount of consideration 
that the Company could be required to repay.

Impairment of financial assets
The Company assesses at each reporting date whether a financial asset (or a group of financial 
assets) such as investments, trade receivables, advances and security deposits held at amortised 
cost and financial assets that are measured at fair value through other comprehensive income are 
tested for impairment based on evidence or information that is available without undue cost or effort. 
Expected credit losses (ECL) are assessed and loss allowances recognised if the credit quality of 
the financial asset has deteriorated significantly since initial recognition.

ECL is the difference between all contractual cash flows that are due to the Company in accordance 
with the contract and all the cash flows that the entity expects to receive (i.e., all cash shortfalls), 
discounted at the original Effective Interest Rate. When estimating the cash flows, the Company 
considers all contractual terms of the financial instrument (including prepayment, extension, call and 
similar options) over the expected life of the financial instrument and Cash flows from the sale of 
collateral held or other credit enhancements that are integral to the contractual terms.

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ECL allowance (or reversal) recognized during the period is recognized as expense (or income) 
in the statement of profit and loss. This amount is reflected under the head ‘other expenses’ in the 
profit and loss. The balance sheet presentation for various financial instruments is described below:

●	 Financial assets measured as at amortised cost, contractual revenue receivables and lease 
receivables: ECL is presented as an allowance, which reduces the net carrying amount. Until 
the asset meets write-off criteria, the Company does not reduce impairment allowance from 
the gross carrying amount.

●	 Loan commitments and financial guarantee contracts: ECL is presented as a provision in the 
balance sheet, i.e. as a liability.

●	 Debt instruments measured at FVTOCI: Since financial assets are already reflected at fair 
value, impairment allowance is not further reduced from its value. Rather, ECL amount is 
presented as ‘accumulated impairment amount’ in the OCI.

For assessing increase in credit risk and impairment loss, the company combines financial 
instruments on the basis of shared credit risk characteristics with the objective of facilitating an 
analysis that is designed to enable significant increases in credit risk to be identified on a timely 
basis.

Financial liabilities
Initial recognition and measurement
Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, as financial liabilities at FVTPL and as at 
amortised cost.

Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees 
or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included as finance costs in the 
statement of profit and loss.

All financial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value and, in the case of loans and borrowings 
and payables, net of directly attributable transaction costs. The Company’s financial liabilities include 
trade and other payables, loans and borrowings including bank overdrafts, financial guarantee 
contracts and derivative financial instruments.

The measurement of financial liabilities depends on their classification, as described below:

Financial liabilities at FVTPL
Financial liabilities at FVTPL include financial liabilities held for trading and financial liabilities 
designated upon initial recognition as at fair value through profit or loss. Financial liabilities are 
classified as held for trading if they are incurred for the purpose of repurchasing in the near term. 
This category also includes derivative financial instruments entered into by the Company to manage 
its exposure to interest rate and foreign exchange rate risks andt are not designated as hedging 
instruments in hedge relationships as defined by Ind AS 109. Foreign exchange forward contracts 
are marked to market as at Balance Sheet date and unrealised net gain or loss is recognised in 
profit and loss statement.

Separated embedded derivatives are also classified as held for trading unless they are designated 
as effective hedging instruments.

Loans and borrowings
After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and borrowings are subsequently measured at 
amortised cost using the EIR method. Gains and losses are recognised in profit or loss when the 
liabilities are derecognised as well as through the EIR amortisation process. For more information, 
refer Note 30.

Financial guarantee contracts
Financial guarantee contracts issued by the Company are those contracts that require a payment 
to be made to reimburse the holder for a loss it incurs because the specified debtor fails to make a 
payment when due in accordance with the terms of a debt instrument. Financial guarantee contracts 
are recognised initially as a liability at fair value, adjusted for transaction costs that are directly 
attributable to the issuance of the guarantee. Subsequently, the liability is measured at the higher 
of the amount of loss allowance determined as per impairment requirements of Ind AS 109 and the 
amount recognised less cumulative amortisation.

Derecognition of financial liabilities
A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled 
or expires. When an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the same lender on 
substantially different terms, or the terms of an existing liability are substantially modified, such an 
exchange or modification is treated as the derecognition of the original liability and the recognition 
of a new liability. The difference in the respective carrying amounts is recognised in the statement 
of profit or loss.

Embedded derivatives
If the hybrid contract contains a host that is a financial asset within the scope of Ind AS 109, the 
Company does not separate embedded derivatives. Rather, it applies the classification requirements 
contained in Ind AS 109 to the entire hybrid contract. Derivatives embedded in all other host contracts 
are accounted for as separate derivatives and separate embedded derivatives. Rather, it applies 
the classification requirements contained in Ind AS 109 to the entire hybrid contract. Derivatives 
embedded in all other host contracts are accounted for as separate derivatives and recorded at fair 
value if their economic characteristics and risks are not closely related to those of the host contracts 
and the host contracts are not held for trading or designated at fair value though profit or loss. These 
embedded derivatives are measured at fair value with changes in fair value recognised in profit or 
loss, unless designated as effective hedging instruments.

Reclassification of financial assets
The Company determines classification of financial assets and liabilities on initial recognition. After 
initial recognition, no reclassification is made for financial assets which are equity instruments and 
financial liabilities. For financial assets which are debt instruments, a reclassification is made only if 
there is a change in the business model for managing those assets. Changes to the business model 
are expected to be infrequent.

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1.13 Revenue recognition

Ind AS 115 – Revenue from Contracts with customers is effective from 01st April 2018. Ind AS 115 
requires revenue to be recognised when the entity transfers the control of goods or services to 
customer at an amount that reflects the consideration to which the entity expects to be entitled in 
exchange for those goods or services. Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration 
received or receivable. The implementation of Ind AS 115 has not significantly impacted the revenue 
recognition of the company. 

Sale of goods:
Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised when the performance obligation is satisfied by 
transferring the goods to the customer. Revenue is recognised when collectability of the resulting 
receivable is reasonably assured. Revenue is exclusive of amounts collected on behalf of third 
parties (for eg., taxes) and is reduced for customer returns, rebates and discounts, and other similar 
allowances. In respect of sales to Government (MoHFW), the supplies are billed and accounted 
based on the price as per the rate contract, till revision in price if any is notified. Insurance claims 
are accounted on receipt basis.

Rendering of services:
Revenue from services is recognised when the services are rendered in accordance with the specific 
terms of contract and when collectability of the resulting receivable is reasonably assured. 

Revenues from maintenance contracts are recognized pro rata over the period of the contract. 
Revenue from Infrastructure - development division and Procurement Consultancy division related 
activities are recognized on proportionate completion method as follows: 

a)	 In case of turnkey contracts, on the basis of progress billing to the contract value under 
survey method.

b)	 In the case of other contracts, on the basis of completion of obligation as per the terms of 
contract with the agencies concerned

Other Operating Revenues:
Other operating revenues comprise of income from ancillary activities incidental to the operations 
of the Company and is recognised when the right to receive the income is established as per the 
terms of the contract. 

The revenue against realization of waste latex, empty drums, rejected products and other scrap 
items are accounted on cash basis. The realization in respect of obsolete assets/materials written 
off is accounted on cash basis. Duty drawback/export incentive in respect of export sales are 
accounted in the year of export.

Dividend and Interest Income:
Dividend income from investments is recognised when the Company’s right to receive payment has 
been established (provided that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company 
and the amount of income can be measured reliably). Interest income is accrued on a time basis, 
by reference to the principal outstanding and at the effective interest rate applicable (provided that 
it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company and the amount of income can be 
measured reliably)

1.14 Other Income

Interest income if any for delayed realization from Trade debtors as stipulated in invoices is not 
recognized, unless realized. Income other than the above are accounted on accrual basis.

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1.15 Foreign currency transactions and translations

  The company’s financial statements are presented in Indian Rupee (`), which is also its functional 
currency

Transactions in foreign exchange are accounted for at the exchange rates prevailing on the date of 
transactions. Foreign currency receivables/payables are translated at the exchange rates as on the 
Balance Sheet date. Gain or losses arising out of such transactions are adjusted to the statement of 
Profit and Loss unless otherwise stated.

Treatment of exchange differences
Exchange differences on translation or settlement of long term foreign currency monetary items (i.e., 
whose term of settlement exceeds twelve months from the date of its origination) at rates different 
from those at which they were initially recorded or reported in the previous financial statements, in 
so far as it relates to acquisition of depreciable assets are adjusted to the cost of the assets as per 
GOI notification dated 31.03.2009 and 29.12.2011 and this will be amortized over the remaining life 
of the Asset

1.16 Government grants

  Government grants (including export incentives) are recognised only when there is reasonable 
assurance that the Company will comply with the conditions attaching to them and the grants will 
be received.

Government grants in the nature of revenue items are recognised in the statement of profit or loss 
on a systematic basis over the periods in which the Company recognises as expenses the related 
costs for which the grants are intended to compensate.

Revenue grants/subsidy (other than product subsidy) relating to sales are disclosed separately 
under other operating revenues, whereas product subsidy is disclosed under sales and services.

In respect of grants against depreciable asset, the cost of the asset is shown at gross value and 
grant thereon is treated as capital grant, which are recognised as income in the statement of profit 
or loss over the period and the proportion in which depreciation is charged

When the company received grant of non-monetary assets, the asset and the grant are recorded at 
fair value and released to profit or loss over the expected useful life in a pattern of consumption of 
the benefit of the underlying asset

1.18 Borrowing costs

The borrowing cost directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of qualifying 
assets, which are assets that necessarily take a substantial period of time to get ready for their 
intended use or sale, are added to the cost of those assets, until such time the assets are substantially 
ready for their intended use or sale.

Interest on loan taken specifically for acquiring assets/group of assets, are proportionately allocated 
to respective assets based on asset value.

All other borrowing costs are recognised in profit or loss in the period in which they are incurred

1.20 Income Taxes

  Income tax expense represents the sum of the tax currently payable and deferred tax. Current and 
deferred tax are recognised in profit or loss, except when they relate to items that are recognised 
in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, in which case, the current and deferred tax are 
also recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity respectively.

Current tax:
Current tax is determined on taxable profits for the year chargeable to tax in accordance with the 
applicable tax rates and the provisions of the Income Tax Act, 1961 including other applicable tax 
laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted.

Deferred Tax: 
Deferred tax is recognised on temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and 
liabilities in the financial statements and the corresponding tax bases used in the computation of 
taxable profit. Deferred tax liabilities are generally recognised for all taxable temporary differences. 
Deferred tax assets are generally recognised for all deductible temporary differences to the extent 
that it is probable that taxable profits will be available against which those deductible temporary 
differences can be utilised. Such deferred tax assets and liabilities are not recognised if the 
temporary difference arises from the initial recognition (other than in a business combination) of 
assets and liabilities in a transaction that affects neither the taxable profit nor the accounting profit.

Deferred tax asset is recognised for the carry forward of unused tax losses to the extent of Deferred 
tax liability considering a prudential approach and unused tax credits (MAT Credit) to the extent it is 
probable that future taxable profit will be available against which it can be utilised before its expiry.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at the end of each reporting period and 
reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be available to 
allow all or part of the asset to be recovered.

Deferred tax liabilities and assets are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the 
period in which the liability is settled or the asset realised, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that 
have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of the reporting period.

The measurement of deferred tax liabilities and assets reflects the tax consequences that would 
follow from the manner in which the Company expects, at the end of the reporting period, to recover 
or settle the carrying amount of its assets and liabilities

Minimum Alternative Tax (MAT) credit are in the form of unused tax credits that are carried forward 
by the company for a specified period of time, hence it is grouped with Deferred Tax Asset.

1.21 Research and development expenses

  Research costs are expensed as incurred. Development expenditures on an individual project are 
recognised as an Intangible Assets under Development, when the Company can demonstrate:

●	 the technical feasibility of completing the intangible asset so that the asset will be 
available for use or sale

●	 its intention to complete and its ability and intention to use or sell the asset
●	 how the asset will generate future economic benefits
●	 the availability of resources to complete the asset

●	 the ability to measure reliably the expenditure during development
Following initial recognition of the development expenditure as an asset, the asset is carried at cost 
less any accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses. Amortisation of the asset 
begins when development is complete and the asset is available for use. It is amortised over the 
period of expected future benefit. Amortisation expense is recognised in the statement of profit and 
loss unless such expenditure forms part of carrying value of another asset.

During the period of development, the asset is tested for impairment annually and impairment loss 
is recognised immediately in the statement of profit and loss.

1.22 Provisions, Contingent Liabilities & Contingent Assets

  Provisions are recognized when the Company has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a 
result of past events and it is probable that the company will be required to settle the obligation and 
a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

The amount recognised as a provision is the best estimate of the consideration required to settle the 
present obligation at the end of the reporting period, taking into account the risks and uncertainties 
surrounding the obligation. When a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated to 
settle the present obligation, its carrying amount is the present value of those cash flows (when 
the effect of the time value of money is material).

Provisions (excluding retirement benefits) are not discounted to their present value and are 
determined based on the best estimate required to settle the obligation at the Balance Sheet date. 
These are reviewed at each Balance Sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current best estimates.

Contingent assets are not recognized in the financial statements, since this may result in the 
recognition of income that may never be realised. However, when the realisation of income is 
virtually certain, then the related asset is not a contingent asset and is recognised.

1.23 Prepaid Expenses

  Prepaid expenses of items of `10000/- each and below are charged off to the revenue.

1.24 Non-current assets held for sale

Non-current assets or disposal groups are classified as held for sale if their carrying amount will be 
recovered principally through a sale transaction rather than through continuing use. This condition is 
regarded as met only when the asset is available for immediate sale in its present condition subject 
only to terms that are usual and customary for sales of such asset and its sale is highly probable.

1B Critical accounting judgments and key sources of estimation uncertainty

a The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with Ind AS , requires the Management 
to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and 
liabilities (including contingent liabilities) and the reported income and expenses during the year.

The judgements, estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience and 
other factors including estimation of effects of uncertain future events that are considered to be 
relevant.

b Lease classification in the case of Leasehold land

c Contingencies

the existence, and potential quantum, of contingencies inherently involves the exercise of significant 
judgement and the use of estimates regarding the outcome of future events

d Estimates and Assumptions
The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the 
reporting date, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts 
of assets and liabilities within the next financial year, are described below. Existing circumstances 
and assumptions about future developments, however, may change due to market changes or 
circumstances arising that are beyond the control of the company. Such changes are reflected in 
the assumptions when they occur.

Defined benefit plans / Other Long term employee benefits
The cost of the defined benefit plans and other long term employee benefit plans are determined 
using actuarial valuations. An actuarial valuation involves making various assumptions that may 
differ from actual developments in the future. These include the determination of the discount rate, 
future salary increases and mortality rates. 

Due to the complexities involved in the valuation and its long-term nature, a defined benefit obligation 
is highly sensitive to changes in these assumptions. All assumptions are reviewed at each reporting 
date.

Fair value measurement of financial instruments

20. The company is already in the process of registrating the product in new countries as well. As 
required by Ind AS 36, an impairment test is conducted and found that the carrying value of the 
asset is lower than the recoverable value and hence no impairment is recognised on the Unipill Plant

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In the absence of L1 rate determination through the tender process, reference shall be made either 
to Tariff Commission (TC) of the Ministry of commerce & Industry or Cost & Accounts Branch (CAB) 
of the Ministry of Finance for determining the fair price for the supplies from HLL.

Ministry during May 2016 had sought recovery from HLL towards rate difference, amounting to ̀ 5.22 
crore towards Emergency Contraceptive Pills for the years 2008-09 to 2011-12 and `5.87 crore 
towards Pregnancy Test Kit for the year 2014-15. HLL has objected to the claim and represented to 
the Ministry for review of the order.

MoHFW has based on the representation by the company, referred to CAB for fair price fixation of 
Condoms supplied by HLL during 2017-18. As per the intimation from MoHFW, the report on the 
recommendation of fair price for the year 2017-18 was submitted in Februrary 2020 and Ministry 
has accepted the same for implementation. Accordingly, MoHFW has directed HLL to submit 
supplementary invoices and HLL has recognised price escalation revenue to the tune of `56.65 
Crores during the year 2019-20.

2.12 M/s. LifeSpring Hospitals (P) Limited was formed in February 2008 as a Joint Venture entity with 
50:50 equity shareholding between HLL Lifecare Ltd. [HLL] and M/s Acumen Fund Inc., USA 
[Acumen]. This JV was formed with the objective of providing High Quality, Affordable Maternal 
Health Care for Low-Income Women across India. It operates small-sized (20 bed) maternity 
hospitals in the proximity of urban slums. The hospitals also provide pediatric care (including 
immunizations), diagnostic and pharmacy services, and health care education to the communities 
in which its hospitals are located. At the end of the FY 2019-20, total investment by HLL in the equity 
share capital of the JV was `950.76 Lacs.

Presently, the JV is running a cluster of ten hospitals in Hyderabad. The JV’s performance at the 
enterprise level also has become stable.

The JV company turned positive and achieved the profits consecutively for the last three financial 
years as detailed below. During the FY 2019-20, the JV company achieved a net profit after tax of 
`74.83 Lacs.

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2.13 The Public Investment Board (PIB), Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India in its meeting held on 
10.02.2012 had given its recommendations for setting up of the Integrated Vaccine Complex (IVC), 
with an investment of `594 crores, wherein the Equity portion shall be `285 crores from Govt. of 
India. The recommendations of the PIB were approved by the Cabinet Committee of Economic 
Affairs (CCEA) and accordingly HLL had formed a fully owned Subsidiary Company, HLL Biotech 
Limited (HBL), in line with the PIB recommendation. Govt. of India has been infusing funds into HLL 
for the investment in Integrated Vaccine Complex and HLL in turn has been investing the same 
funds into the Equity capital of HLL Biotech Limited.

Till date GoI has released `274.88 Crs to HLL and equity shares were issued to GoI towards 
the same. In the 29th Board meeting of HLL Biotech Ltd. held on 18th July 2018, the Board had 
approved the revised project cost of `904.33 Cr. for IVC Project. The proposal for the revised cost 
of `904.33 crore has not been approved by the Government of India.In line with the decision of 
Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs 100 acres of land is earmarked out of the 430.10 acres in 
possession, for HBL valued @ `10.12 crore. Upon transfer of land by GoI, HLL will issue equivalent 
equity shares to GOI towards its consideration.

2.14 The Company is in possession of 430.10 acres of land since January 2008, allotted on lease for a 
period of 99 years from the Central Leprosy Teaching Research Institute (CLTRI), Tamil Nadu, under 
directives from Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India. The Public Investment Board 
(PIB), Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India in its meeting held on 10.02.2012 had recommended to 
earmark 100 acres of land out of the 430.10 acres in possession with the Company at Chengalpattu 
for setting up of the Integrated Vaccine Complex (IVC), for a value of `10.12 crores (56 acres @ 
`16.50 lacs per acre and 44 acres of hillock @ `2 lacs per acre).

The recommendations of the PIB are approved by the Cabinet Committee of Economic Affairs 
(CCEA). The Company in March 2012 has formed a fully owned subsidiary company, M/s HLL 
Biotech Limited (HBL), for setting up the IVC, in line with the PIB recommendations. As the legal 
formalities of transfer of 100 acres of land in the name of HLL and in turn to HBL are yet to be 
completed, the Company has, on 20thFebruary 2014, sub-leased the 100 acres identified for the 
purpose, in favour of HBL @ `1/- for 94 years

Out of 100 acres land leased to HLL Biotech Limited, 3.38 Acres of land is given on lease to Tamilnadu 
Generation and Distribution Corporation Ltd [TANGEDCO] (Subsidiary of TNEB Ltd.) for a period of 
92 years, on an annual lease rent of `1/- only. The sub-lease between HBL and TANGEDCO was 
executed on 19th September 2016.

2.15 Consequent to Cabinet Approval to sub- lease the 330.10-acre land at Chengalpattu, Kanchipuram 
district (Tamil Nadu) leased to it in 2009, for setting up Medipark, HLL Medipark Limited has been 
incorporated as a separate 100% subsidiary of HLL on 20th December 2016. The MediPark being 
set up in Chengalpattu near Chennai in Tamilnadu in an area of 330.10 acres shall comprise of 
state-of-art infrastructure and common facilities to support the medical technology industry.

The subsidiary company, HLL Medipark Ltd (HML)will have equity participation by HLL Lifecare Ltd 
not exceeding 90% and Tamil Nadu Industrial Development Corporation (TIDCO) not exceeding 
l0%. HLL Lifecare Ltd has invested Rs 10.01 lakhs in the new subsidiary company in March 2017. 
During the year 2018-19, HML has issued 20 lakh shares @ `10/- each.

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The authorized share capital of the company as on 31st March 2020 is `1300 lakh. During the year 
under review, HLL and TIDCO invested `430 lakhs and `71 lakhs respectively in the equity share 
capital of HML. The issued, subscribed and paid-up equity share capital of HML as on 31st March 
2020 is `712 lakhs. HLL & TIDCO hold the shares in the ratio 90: 10 in HML and hence HML had 
ceased as a wholly owned subsidiary of HLL during the year.

By a Circular Resolution dated 23rd January 2019, the Board of HLL Medipark Ltd. approved 
the proposal to hand over management contract for the development of Medipark to Tamil Nadu 
Industrial Development Corporation Ltd (TIDCO), in view of its advantageous location and the 
expertise of Tamil Nadu Government in developing industrial infrastructure. HLL and TIDCO is 
engaged in discussion regarding the terms and conditions governing management of Medipark 
project by TIDCO.

In the meantime, since industry is a state subject, MoHFW , Govt. of India had advised the Govt. 
of Tamil Nadu to handle the implementation of Medipark Project through Tamil Nadu Industrial 
Development Corporation Ltd and discussions are in advanced stage and the Shareholders’ 
Agreement between HLL and TIDCO in the matter of HML is under finalization.

2.16 The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA), Government of India, in its meeting held 
on 1st November 2017 has granted ‘in-principle’ approval for hiving off the Vaccine venture and 
Medipark project of HLL Lifecare Limited [HLL] as separate SPVs with 100% equity holding by Govt.

via a two-stage auction process. The Department of Investment and Public Asset Management 
(DIPAM), the nodal agency coordinating the disinvestment process selected (1) M/s. Price Water 
House Coopers Pvt. Ltd. (PWC) as Transaction Advisor (TA) and (2) M/s. Crawford Bayley & Co. 
as Legal Advisor (LA) through competitive bidding process. The selection of M/s. Adroit Technical 
Services Pvt. Ltd as Asset Valuer (AV) was done by the Administrative Ministry through competitive 
bidding process. 

PWC, the Transaction Advisor (TA) appointed by the Government of India in the matter of proposed 
Disinvestment of HLL has prepared the Preliminary Investor Memorandum [PIM] based on the data, 
documents and information provided by HLL. The TA has shared the draft PIM with HLL and the 
Ministry of Health, Government of India for feedback and clarifications. The contents of the PIM will 
be finalized by the TA based on the feedback and clarifications that would be provided by HLL and 
the Ministry before publishing the same with approval of the Competent Authority. HLL has provided 
feedback and clarifications on the draft PIM to the TA on 3rd April 2019. 

The authorized share capital of the company as on 31 st March 2020 is Rs. 1300 lakh. During the 
year under review, HLL and TIDCO invested Rs. 430 lakhs and 71 lakhs respectively in the equity 
share  capital of HML. The issued, subscribed and paid-up equity share capital of HML as on 31 st 
march 2020 is Rs. 712 lakhs. HLL and TIDCO hold the shares in the ratio 90:10 in HML and hence 
HML had ceased as a wholly owned subsidiary of HLL during the year 

HLL Lifecare Ltd has formulated the schemes for Demerger of HLL Biotech Ltd and HLL Medipark 
Ltd and submitted the schemes to the Ministry of Corporate Affairs [MCA] on 6th March 2019 and 
thereafter on 7th June 2019 submitted a joint application to the MCA.

Regarding demerger of HML, taking into consideration the developments happened in HML including 
10 % equity investment by TIDCO, the MCA advised the joint applicants [HLL & HML] to submit to 
the MCA a supplementary application/petition.

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Accordingly, on 19th August, 2019 HLL and HML had submitted a supplementary application 
incorporating all the changes /developments that occurred in HML subsequent to submission of the 
joint application/petition dated 7th June, 2019. However, the MCA advised HLL & HML to submit a 
fresh comprehensive petition regarding proposed demerger of HML. Accordingly, HLL & HML had 
submitted the fresh comprehensive petition on 19th December 2019. Subsequently, HLL and HML 
had submitted certain other additional documents / clarification sought by the MCA in January and 
May 2020. Again on June 2020, HLL and HML submitted additional documents / clarification sought 
by the MCA.

Regarding demerger of HBL, the MCA had conducted hearings on several dates and various other 
proceedings eventually issuing order dated 4th June, 2020 and 20th July, 2020 directing both HLL & 
HBL to convene meeting of Unsecured Creditors of both the companies having outstanding debt of 
above `10 Lakh through Video conference for consideration of the proposed scheme of Demerger. 

As directed by the MCA, HLL and HBL have held the meeting of the Unsecured Creditors on 26th 
August 2020 through VC and provided e-voting facility to the Creditors to obtain approval for the 
proposed Scheme of Demerger of HBL. The majority of the unsecured creditors of HLL representing 
more than three-fourth in value have approved the scheme of Demerger. However, the majority of 
the unsecured creditors of HBL representing more than three-fourth in value have not approved the 
scheme of Demerger. 

Accordingly, on 9th October 2020, HLL & HBL has requested the MCA to consider the secured and 
unsecured creditors of HBL as a single class for the purpose of obtaining approval by 3/4th majority 
as stipulated in section 230(6) of the Companies Act 2013, for the proposed Demerger of HBL from 
HLL. The response from the MCA in this regard is awaited. Additionally, HLL has also submitted a 
letter on 9th October, 2020 to the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare [MoHFW] seeking a direction 
from Department of Investment and Public Asset Management [DIPAM] for further course of action.

2.17 HLL Mother & Child Care Hospitals Limited (HMCCHL) was formed as a separate 100% subsidiary 
of HLL on 1st August 2017, as a Special Purpose Vehicle for operationalization of 100 bedded 
Mother & child Hospitals Wings in 20 districts in the state of Uttar Pradesh. As on 31st March 2018, 
10000 shares @ `10/- each is allotted in the name of HLL.

HMCCHL was incorporated as a SPV to implement the Mother & Child Care Hospitals project in 
Government of Uttar Pradesh. However, HMCCHL could not serve the objective for which the SPV 
was set up. 

Considering the fact that maintaining a shell company will necessitate incurring administrative cost 
and legal compliance cost among other incidental costs, the proposal to merge HLL Mother & Child 
Care Hospitals Ltd. with HLL Lifecare Ltd was approved by the Board of Directors adopting the fast-
track procedure for Merger of wholly owned subsidiary company with the holding company under 
Section 233 of the Companies Act, 2013. Subsequently, on 7th August, 2019, HLL had submitted 
the proposal for merger of HMCCHL with HLL for the consideration and approval of the Ministry of 
Health & Family Welfare [MoHFW] and the same is awaited.

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2.18 The Company, on 19th March,2014 has acquired 74% of the Equity Share Capital of M/s Goa 
Antibiotics & Pharmaceuticals Limited (GAPL) for a consideration of `708.75 lacs based on a 
due diligence conducted on the company. GAPL was a wholly owned subsidiary company of M/s 
EDC Limited, a Govt. of Goa undertaking and is engaged in the manufacturing & selling of various 
pharmaceuticals products. The consideration paid together with statutory levies is shown as part of 
noncurrent investments.

2.19 During the year 2018-19, Central Government Health Services (CGHS) communicated the approval 
of the competent authority for procurement of medicines required by CGHS through HLL AMRIT 
stores. As per the OM dated 21st August 2018, the payment for the medicines supplied shall be 
made at a discount of not less than 30% of MRP. Accordingly, supplies were completed. 

However, at the instance of CGHS, further discussions were held on 4th January 2019, and the 
terms of billing was revised to pass on more benefit to CGHS at cost plus mark-up basis to cover 
the expenses of HLL. 

Accordingly, HLL has invoiced at Cost plus 25% mark up on the medical products billed to CGHS. 
During the year 2018-19 RBD has raised an invoice of ̀ 98.81 Crores to CGHS on medicine supplies.

2.20 RBD and HCS divisions are using multiple software’s like Eco Green, Wonder soft, 21st Century LIS 
software & Suvarna for capturing daily transactions of each centres. Summary of transactions are 
captured in HLL books of accounts on a periodical basis.

2.21 Company has entered into a lease agreement with Thiruvananthapuram Development Authority 
(TRIDA) to lease out two floors of their building at Sopanam Complex, Medical College Junction, 
Thiruvananthapuram for a period of 20 years from December 2015.

The interest fee refundable security deposit of `500 lakhs is disclosed under Non-current & Current 
Financial assets –others as per Ind AS 109

2.22 An amount of `14 crore is received from Government of India for setting up testing lab for medical 
equipments at HLL campus, Noida under Assistance to States for Developing Export Infrastructure 
and Allied Activities (ASIDE) . Pending construction of the same, the amount received is shown as 
grant received in advance under other current liabilities

2.23 During the year 2015-16 the company had exported 69.88 Mpcs of male condoms to Ministry of 
Ethiopia through Pharmaceutical Fund and Supply Agency, Ethiopia. Out of these, some of the 
batches failed the tests of Ethiopia Food Medicines and Health Care Administration (EFMAHCA). It 
was agreed to replace the entire supplies in four consignments on the condition that the Ethiopian 
entity has to send back equal quantity of the defective material against each batch of replacement 
done by HLL.

The Company replaced 15 Mpcs of Condom (in 35 batches) and in return Pharmaceuticals Fund 
and Sully Agency (PFSA) has returned 15 Mpcs from 137 batches during 2017-18. The returned 
goods were further tested at Central Drug Testing Laboratory, Chennai and all batches were passed. 
PFSA had informed that they would not continue with the replacement, as agreed earlier. 

Accordingly, actual expenditure incurred for despatch of 15 Mpcs of `186.91 lakhs are netted 
off against the provision created of `380.45 lakhs against 30 Mpcs during 2016-17, and balance 
provision of `193.54 lakhs were written back in 2017-18

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PFSA, Ethiopia had send a legal notice dated 13.02.2018 demanding refund of balance the amount 
paid to us. However, this was denied by HLL vide letter dated 21.02.2018. PFSA by a letter dated 
5.2.2019 had informed ‘M/s Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria’, Geneva to take 
necessary measures against HLL for reimbursement of the entire amount. Subsequently, by letter 
dated 18.2.2019, HLL furnished detailed justification to M/s Global Fund and requested them to 
advise PFSA to stop tarnishing the image of HLL and its business

2.24 HLL supplied 2,00,000 Nos of SBE to National Health Service, Cuba during 2016-17 vide contract 
no: 75323. During June 2017, Department of Medical Equipment and Devices, Cuba (CEC MED) 
raised quality concerns. The parties tried to address the quality issue by dialogues and also got 
the samples tested in internationally reputed SGS Lab in India. The samples passed the sterility 
test and Medicuba also released payments towards the supply on 19.03.2018. In 29.10.2018 M/s. 
MediCuba filed a claim petition before the Cuban Court of International Commercial Arbitration 
raising a claim of 936 404.81 Euros. (equivalent `7.38 Crores)

Considering the suggested terms by the Arbitral Tribunal, and with the express will of HLL and 
Medicuba during the Oral Hearing, at the seat of the Chamber of Commerce, a meeting of 
understanding was held on 7.2.2020 between Medicuba and HLL to reach a friendly and favorable 
agreement for both parties that can end the issues in argument. A proposal was prepared and 
shared to M/s Medicuba by HLL. The proposal was finalized and signed by both Medicuba and HLL 
along with their counsels.

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As against this `94.76 crores receivable, `62.45 crores is recognized as expenses towards 
escalation claims payable to M/s L&T as part of their bills on this turnkey project. 
As HLL was requesting for release of eligible payments due as per contract, ESIC vide letter dated 
27.03.2018 directed HLL to pay back `92.93 crores, which is not based on any agreed contract 
terms between HLL and ESIC dated 21.01.2010. Considering the long pending receivables, HLL has 
requested for dispute redressal process as per agreement with between ESIC.  Accordingly, ESIC 
appointed sole arbitrator and the proceedings started on 03.08.2018. HLL submitted Statement of 
claim totaling to ̀ 437.19 crores to ESIC on 29.12.2018, and ESIC submitted a statement of defense 
and counter claim of `103.51 crores on 05.04.2019. HLL had detailed arguments on the claims and 
concluded is preliminary arguments on hearing dated 13.03.2020. However due to COVID outbreak, 
further hearing scheduled for arguments of ESIC could not be completed, and the proceedings will 
recommence once situation improves in the country.
Due to pendency on settlement with M/s L&T dispute redressal mechanism as per contract was 
initiated by M/s L&T. Accordingly HLL appointed Sole arbitrator and M/s L&T submitted claim of 
`278.95 crores along with interest (upto 30.09.2019) of ̀ 248.07 crores. HLL submitted its statement 
of Defense explicitly denying the claims along with counter claim of `38.50 crores.  Further while 
responding to the Rejoinder of L&T the counter claim of HLL was revised to `53.98 crores The 
arbitration proceedings are in progress

2.27 HLL in association with Gujarat State Government started the process of opening AMRIT Deendayal 
Pradhan Mantri Jan Aushadhi Stores (ADDPMJAS) as part of their initiative for promoting Generic 
Drugs across the State. In this regard, HLL signed a MoU with M/s. Gujarat State CSR Authority and 
M/s. Gujarat Medical Services Corporation Limited [GMSCL] on 6th September 2016.
As per the MoU, HLL shall setup and operate the pharmacies until a JV Company is formed and 
thereafter the role of HLL in the JV would be that of a knowledge partner and the assets and 
investments done by HLL would be transferred to the JV and be converted to equity once the JV 
was formed.
In the first Phase, the company had setup 52 AMRIT Deendayal Pradhan Mantri Jan Aushadhi 
Stores in 12 Medical Colleges and 40 District/Civil Hospitals of Gujarat in the month of November 
2016. The aim of setting up such Retail Drug Stores was to provide affordable and high quality 
health care products and services for underserved population in Gujarat.
On 28th March 2017, a Joint Venture Company, Gujarat Arogya Seva Private Limited [GASPL] 
promoted by GSFC Agrotech Limited [GATL] & Gujarat Medical Services Corporation Limited 
[GMSCL] was formed to take the project forward. According to the MoU signed on 6th September 
2016, the parties have agreed that the Assets, Liabilities and Operation of the Retail Drug Stores 
would be taken over by the JVC once it is formed. Contrary to the terms and conditions stated in 
the MoU, the JVC formed for the purpose did not take over Assets, Liabilities and Operation of the 
Retail Drug Stores.
Accordingly, in line with the Resolution No. MSP/1018/467/GH, dated 08/05/2018, passed by Health 
and Family Welfare Department, Government of Gujarat, HLL has taken over the operations of the 
stores w.e.f 18.05.2018. As per the Resolution, GMSCL has agreed to settle the loss amount of 
Gujarat operations till the date of transfer after conducting audit of the same. 
Thus, the cumulative loss up to 17/05/2018 amounting to `12.32 Crores is accounted as receivable 
from M/s Gujarat Arogya Seva Private Limited [GASPL] under Current Financial Assets- Others 
Further `13.83 Crores is due from Gujarat Medical Services Corporation Ltd (GMSCL) against 
medicine supplies, which is included in Trade Receivables. An amount of `15.00 crores received by 
HLL as revolving fund from GMSCL is shown under Other Current Financial Liabilities.
In view of the above, the project financials are compiled and submitted to M/s GMSCL for

15.11.2019.

2.41 An amount of Rs. 14 Crores was received by HLL from MoC&I  during November 2016 for setting up 
testing lab for medical equipments at HLL campus, Noida under Assistance to States for Developing 
Export Infrastructure and Allied Activities (ASIDE). As per the sanction, the project is to be completed 
in time bound manner and HLL has to submit the utilisation certificate by 31.03.2018.  The project 
is under construction and utilisation certificates are submitted to MoC&I as stipulated on regular 
basis. The company is yet to get a written approval for extension of time.  Pending completion of 
construction of the project, the amount received is shown as grant received in Advance under other 
current liabilities

G. Foreign currency sensitivity analysis
Movement in the functional currencies of the various operations of the Company against major foreign currencies 
may impact the Company’s revenues from its operations. Any weakening of the functional currency may impact 
the Company’s cost of imports and cost of borrowings and consequently may increase the cost of financing 
the Company’s capital expenditures. The foreign exchange rate sensitivity is calculated for each currency 
by aggregation of the net foreign exchange rate exposure of a currency and a simultaneous parallel foreign 
exchange rates shift in the foreign exchange rates of each currency by 2%, which represents management’s 
assessment of the reasonably possible change in foreign exchange rates. The sensitivity analysis includes only 
outstanding foreign currency denominated monetary items and adjusts their translation at the period end for a 
2% change in foreign currency rates. The sensitivity analysis includes external loans, where the denomination 
of the loan is in a currency other than the functional currency of the lender or the borrower.

In management’s opinion, the sensitivity analysis is unrepresentative of the inherent foreign exchange risk 
because the exposure at the end of the reporting period does not reflect the exposure during the year.

H. Interest rate risk management
The Company is exposed to interest rate risk because it borrows funds at both fixed and floating interest 
rates. The risk is managed by the Company by maintaining an appropriate mix between fixed and floating rate 
borrowings and by the use of interest rate swap contracts. Hedging activities are evaluated regularly to align with 
interest rate views and defined risk appetite, ensuring the most cost-effective hedging strategies are applied.

I. Interest rate sensitivity analysis
The sensitivity analysis below has been determined based on the exposure to interest rates for both rupee and 
foreign currency loans at the end of the reporting period. For floating rate liabilities, the analysis is prepared 
assuming that the amount of the liability outstanding at the end of the reporting period was outstanding for 
the whole year. A 25 basis point increase or decrease is used when reporting interest rate risk internally to 
key management personnel and represents management’s assessment of the reasonably possible change in 
interest rates.

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J. Credit risk management
Credit risk refers to the risk that a counter party will default on its contractual obligations resulting in financial loss 
to the Company. Trade receivables consist of a large number of customers, spread across diverse industries 
and geographical areas. The Company’s trade and other receivables consists of a large number of customers, 
across geographies, hence the Company is not exposed to concentration risk. The Company makes an 
allowance for doubtful debts using expected credit loss model and on a case to case basis.

The carrying amount of financial assets represents the maximum credit exposure. The maximum exposure 
is the total of the carrying amount of balances with banks, short term deposits with banks, trade receivables, 
margin money and other financial assets excluding equity investments.

K. Fair value Measurement
The management assesses that the fair value of Trade receivables, Cash and Cash equivalents, Bank Balances, 
Security deposits receivable & paid, Loans and advances to employees, other non-derivative current financial 
assets, Trade payables, other current financial liabilities approximate their carrying value. 

L. Liquidity Risk
Liquidity risk refers to the risk that the Company cannot meet its financial obligations. The objective of liquidity risk 
management is to maintain sufficient liquidity and ensure that funds are available for use as per requirements. 
The Company invests its surplus funds in bank fixed deposit, which carry minimal mark to market risks. The 
Company also constantly monitors funding options available in the debt and capital markets with a view to 
maintaining financial flexibility.

Report on the Audit of Consolidated Financial Statements

Qualified Opinion

We have audited the accompanying Consolidated Financial Statements of HLL Lifecare Limited (“the Holding 
Company”), its subsidiaries (the Holding Company and its subsidiaries together referred to as “the Group”) 
its joint venture which comprise the Consolidated Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2020, the Consolidated 
Statement of Profit and Loss (including Other Comprehensive Income), the Consolidated Cash Flow Statement, 
the Consolidated Statement of Changes in Equity for the year then ended on that date, and a summary of 
significant accounting policies and other explanatory information (hereinafter referred to as “the Consolidated 
Financial Statements”)

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, except for 
the possible effect of the matters described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion paragraph below, the aforesaid 
consolidated financial statements give the information required by the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”)in the 
manner so required and give a true and fair view in conformity with the Indian Accounting Standards prescribed 
under Section 133 of the Act read with the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015, as amended, 
(“Ind AS”) and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the consolidated state of affairs of the 
Group as at March 31, 2020, the consolidated profit, consolidated total comprehensive income, consolidated 
changes in equity and its consolidated cash flows for the year ended on that date.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

a)	 As stated in note no 2.19, the Company has entered into an agreement for the construction of a medical 
college at Paripally for Employees’ State Insurance Corporation (ESIC) and handed over the same to ESIC 
on October 21, 2016. On this contract an amount of ₹ 12374 lakh is due from ESIC and shown under Trade 
Receivables as on March 31, 2020. The whole amount  is outstanding for more than 3 years and there is 
no confirmation available from ESIC, further ESIC has raised a claim on the Company to extent of ₹ 9293 
lakh. Further this case is under arbitration. In our opinion, due to the above mentioned facts, provision 
should have been created in the accounts for the Trade Receivables amounting to ₹ 12374 lakh. This has 
resulted in the overstatement of Trade Receivables by ₹ 12374 lakh, overstatement of profit for the year and 
understatement of accumulated loss by ₹ 12374 lakh. 

b)	 As stated in note no 2.31-In the case of Goa Antibiotics and Pharmaceuticals Limited (GAPL), a subsidiary, 
the Company had marketing arrangements with M/s Goa Food & Pharma (P) Limited. The party owes the 
Company an amount of ₹ 850 lakh as per the terms of Arbitration Award out of which ₹413 lakh is towards 
substantive claims and ₹437 lakh towards interest. The Company had recognized in the earlier year interest 
to the extent of ₹ 265 lakh and created equal provision for bad and doubtful debts in the books of accounts. 
Further a deposit had also been given to Goa Food & Pharma (P) Limited of ₹ 17 lakh. In case of two other 
parties M/s Emcee Enterprises and M/s Madhur Pharma, the Company has preferred an appeal against 
them for recovering dues amounting to ₹55 lakh and ₹ 15 lakh respectively. The above amounts are shown 
in debtors, however no provision for expected credit loss is made for the dues. There is no information as 
regards the financial ability of the parties for payments of these debts. As a result the auditors were unable 
to determine whether full or partial allowance for expected credit loss should have been made in the Profit 
and Loss Account for these dues.

c)	 Note 3- Property ,Plant  and Equipment- In case of HLL Biotech Limited , a subsidiary, the company has 
reclassified the assets held for sale as the criteria stipulated in Ind AS 105(para 7 and 8 read with para 
9) were no longer met, the company has ceased to classify the asset as held for sale and capitalised

The recognition of the same under the PPE is not in line with the requirement 
of Ind AS 16 as it is not apparent that the future economic benefit related to such asset would flow to the 
business. This has resulted in excess claim of depreciation amounting to ₹ 107.49 lakhs during the year 
ended March 31, 2020 accordingly profit for the year end understated and   accumulated loss overstated by 
₹ 107.49 lakhs.

d)	 As stated in note no 2.24- In case of HLL Biotech Limited, a subsidiary, the company has not recorded for 
the lease hold land at its fair value of ₹ 1012 lakhs which relates to the transfer of 100 acres of land from the 
HLL Life care Limited to the company by way of sub-lease and accordingly the amortization has not been 
provided for the same. Had the lease hold been recorded and corresponding amortization been provided 
for, the profit for year ended March 31,2020 would have been understated by ₹ 10.77 lakhs. Consequently, 
Non-current liability understated by ₹ 1012 lakhs and property plant and equipment under Non-current asset 
understated by    ₹ 947.39 lakhs (Considering the effect of total amortisation till the financial year ended 
March 31,2020).

We conducted our audit of the consolidated financial statements in accordance with the Standards on Auditing 
(SAs) specified under Section 143 (10) of the Act. Our responsibilities under those standards are further 
described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the audit of the Consolidated Financial Statements section of 
our report accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI) 
together with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the consolidated financial statements under 
the provisions of the Act and Rules made thereunder, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in 
accordance with these requirements and the ICAI’s Code of Ethics. We believe that the audit evidence we have 
obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our qualified opinion on the consolidated financial 
statements.

Emphasis of Matter

We draw attention to:

1)	 Note 9-Current Financial Assets- Trade Receivables of HLL Lifecare Ltd amounts to Rs. 84,188 lakhs which 
are subject to confirmation, reconciliation and consequent adjustments if any.

2)	 Note 2.21 regarding recoverability of dues from M/s Gujarat Arogya Seva (P) Limited (GASPL) amounting to 
₹ 1232 lakh shown under Current Financial Assets and ₹ 827 lakh shown as trade receivable from Gujarat 
Medical Services Corporation Limited (GMSCL), though company has received ₹ 1500 lakh as advance 
from GMSCL.

3)	 Note 2.11 regarding the uncertainty on final prices applicable for supplies to Government of India during 
the year 2018-19 and  2019-20, as the same is yet to be notified by the Government and accordingly the 
effect of the same has not been considered in the Financial Statements; and in respect of supplies for the 
previous years, though the Government has sought recovery of price difference from the Company to the 
extent of ₹ 1109 lakh, the Company has raised objections and has not provided for the same in the Financial 
Statements.

4)	 Note 2.42 regarding the recoverability of due from M/s HLL Biotech Limited [HBL], a wholly owned subsidiary 
company of HLL, amounting to ₹ 1691 lakhs which was given as a temporary unsecured loan during the 
current year.  .  

5)	 As regards to Goa Antibiotics and Pharmaceuticals Ltd, balance under Trade receivables, deposits, loans & 
advances and sundry creditors are subject to confirmation/reconciliation and consequent adjustment if any.

6)	 Note 12 and 33 – As regard to the HLL Biotech Limited, the Holding Company HLL Lifecare Ltd (HLL) entered 
into a contract with Shapoorji Pallonji and Company Pvt ltd (‘SPCL’) for the work of civil structural and plumbing 
work in relation to the Integrated Vaccine Complex (IVC) during the year ended March 2013.

Accordingly, the 
Board of Directors of HLL in its meeting dated 22.03.2019 approved the proposal of Merger of HMCCHL 
with HLL. In view of this Board Decision of the HLL, now it is certain that the going concern assumption of 
the Financial Statements does not exist. Accordingly, the financial statements for the year ended 31st March 
2020 have not been prepared on a going concern basis.

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The preparation of consolidated financial statements of HLL Lifecare Limited for the year ended 31st March 
2020 in accordance with the financial reporting framework prescribed under the Companies Act, 2013 
(Act) is the responsibility of the management of the company. The statutory auditor/auditors appointed by 
the Comptroller and Auditor General of India under section 139 (5) read with section 129 (4) of the Act is/
are responsible for expressing opinion on the financial statements under section 143 read with section 
129 (4) of the Act based on independent audit in accordance with the standards on auditing prescribed 
under section 143(10) of the Act. This is stated to have been done by them vide their Audit Report dated 
6th November 2020. 

I, on behalf of the Comptroller and Auditor General of India, have conducted a supplementary audit of the 
consolidated financial statements of HLL Lifecare Limited for the year ended 31 March 2020 under 
section 143(6)(a) read with section 129(4) of the Act. We conducted a supplementary audit of the financial 
statements of HLL Lifecare Limited, HLL Biotech Limited, HLL Infratech Services Limited, HLL Medipark 
Limited and Goa Antibiotics & Pharmaceuticals Limited but did not conduct supplementary audit of the 
financial statements of HLL Mother & Child Care Hospital Limited for the year ended on that  date.  Further, 
section 139(5) and 143 (6) (a) of the Act are not applicable to Life-spring Hospitals (P) Limited 
being private entity, for appointment of their Statutory Auditor and for conduct of supplementary 
audit. Accordingly, Comptroller and Auditor General of India has neither appointed the Statutory 
Auditors nor conducted the supplementary audit of this company. 

This supplementary audit has been carried out independently without access to the working papers of the 
statutory auditors and is limited primarily to inquiries of the statutory auditors and company personnel and 
a selective examination of some of the accounting records. 

Based on my supplementary audit, I would like to highlight the following significant matters under section 
143(6)(b) read with section 129(4) of the Act of the Act which have come to my attention and which in my 
view are necessary for enabling a better understanding of the financial statements and the related audit 
report: 

A. Comments on Financial Position 
Current liabilities
1. Advance from customer/clients: Z19639.99 lakh 

This includes government grant sanctioned (2016) Rs. 14 crore to the company for Electromagnetic 
interference Electromagnetic Compatibility (EMI/EMC) testing lab of medical equipment at Noida.  
According to terms and conditions of grant, the project had to be completed in  time bound manner, 
utilisation certificate had to be submitted not later than 31 March 2018 and failure to comply with terms 
and conditions would render the Company liable to refund the whole or part amount of the grant with 
interest at the rate of ten percent per annum. As per company works are in progress and likely to be 
completed by 31st March 2021 Ministry has not communicated its assent to the works being carried out 
by the Company after the stipulated date and has not granted extension for utilisation of grant. The liability 
to refund the grand along with interest exists. The Company did not disclose the facts in the notes to the 
financial statements.

1. Ind As I- presentation of financial statements states that financial statements comprise notes also. As per 
Standard on Auditing 700 Forming an opinion and reporting on financial statements, the independent 
auditor's report on audit of consolidated financial statements should form an opinion on notes to CFS. 
The independent auditor's report on audit of consolidated financial statements did not mention the word 
"note" in the opinion paragraph of the report and is therefore, deficient to that extent

2. A reference is invited to independent Auditor's report wherein it has been stated under Para (a) of Basis 
for Qualified Opinion that

i. In view of non-confirmation of dues and further disputes, provision amounting to Rs. 12374 lakh 
should have been created in the accounts in respect of dues receivable from Employees State 
Insurance Corporation (ESIC) which has been shown under Trade Receivable as on 31 March 
2020 Independent Auditor reported that non-provision has resulted in the overstatement of trade 
receivable and profit and understatement of accumulated loss for the year by Rs. 12374 lakh

ii. In case of HLL Biotech Ltd., a subsidiary, the company has reclassified the assets held for sale as 
Property Plant and Equipment and depreciation was also claimed. The recognition is not in line with 
the requirement of Ind As 16 as it is not apparent that the future economic benefit related to such 
asset would flow to business. This has resulted in excess claim of depreciation amounting to Rs. 
107.49 lakh during  the year ended March 31, 2020 accordingly profit for the year end understated 
and accumulated loss overstated by Rs. 107.49 lakh.

iii. In case of HLL Biotech Ltd. had the company recorded the lease hold land at its fair value of Rs 
1012 lakh and provided corresponding amortisation the profit for the year ended 31st March 2020 
would have been understated by Rs. 10.77 lakh. Consequently, non Current liability understated by 
Rs 1012 lakh and property plant and equipment under Non current asset understated by Rs, 947.39 
lakh

	 Independent Auditor's above observations are having material amount with 202.02 percent impact 
on the total comprehensive income for the year of Rs. 6077.03 lakh of the company. The net impact 
of observations would convert the total comprehensive income of Rs. 6077.03 lakh into loss of 
Rs. 6200.25 lakh. Thus ,it was not proper on the part of Independent Auditor to have provided an 
assurance in the audit report that financial statements presented a 'true and fair view'.

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Note 1 : Corporate Information and Significant Accounting Policies

Corporate information

HLL Lifecare Limited, (“Parent Company”)incorporated in the year 1966, is a MiniRatna Enterprise, 
fully owned by Government of India, domiciled in India and governed by the provisions of the 
Companies Act, 2013. HLL Lifecare Ltd was converted into a Public Limited Company with effect 
from 21st February 2012. The Company’s registered office is situated at HLL Bhavan, Poojapura, 
Thiruvananthapuram, Kerala, India. The Parent company is engaged in the manufacturing and 
marketing of a range of Contraceptive products, Hospital products, Women Health Pharma products, 
providing Consultancy & Contract services for healthcare infrastructure, Retail chain of pharmacies 
and Diagnostic services. The company caters to both domestic and international markets. The 
parent company has five subsidiaries and one joint venture. The subsidiaries are generally into 
health sector except for HLL Infratech services Limited (HITES), which is engaged in providing the 
services in the area of construction, infrastructure development, engineering services, procurement 
management, supply chain management, facility management services. The Parent Company 
together with its subsidiaries is hereinafter referred to as the “Group”. 

The consolidated financial statements were approved for issue in accordance with a resolution of 
the Board of directors on 06th November, 2020.

Standards issued but not yet effective

The Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) has notified certain amendments to Accounting standards 
as per the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Amendment Rules, 2020 on 24th July 2020. 
The company intends to adopt these amendments when they become effective. Early application 
of the amendments is not proposed and hence the impact if any on the financial statements is not 
assessed or considered in the financial statements during the financial year. The information that 
are expected to be relevant to the financial statements is provided below. 

1A Significant accounting policies

1.1 Basis of Preparation/Consolidation

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Ind AS notified under the 
companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 and with companies (Indian Accounting 
Standards) (Amendment) Rules, 2016 and comply in all material aspects with the relevant provisons 
of the Companies Act, 2013. Up to the year ended March 31, 2016, the Group prepared its financial 
statements in accordance with the requirements of previous GAAP, which includes Standards 
notified under the Companies (Accounting Standards) Rules, 2006.

The company adopted Ind AS w.e.f. April 01, 2015. The date of transition to Ind AS is April 1, 2015. 

The same accounting policies have been applied for all the periods presented unless specified 
separately. The financial statements have been prepared on accrual basis and under the historical 
cost basis except for certain financial instruments that are measured at fair values at the end of each 
reporting period, as explained in the accounting policies below.

The financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees (`) and all values are rounded to the nearest 
lakhs, except where otherwise indicated. The Ministry of Corporate Affairs amended Schedule III on 
11th October 2018, notifying certain additional presentation and disclosure requirements which are 
also considered in the financial statements

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1.2 Principles of Consolidation

a The Consolidated Financial Statements have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting 
Standard 110 (Ind AS 110) “Consolidated Financial Statements”, Indian Accounting Standard 28 
(Ind AS 28) “Investments in Associates and Joint Ventures prescribed under Section 133 of the 
Companies Act, 2013.

b The Consolidated Financial Statements of the Group have been combined on a line by line basis by 
adding together like items of assets, liabilities, income and expenses. The intra-group balances and 
intra-group transactions and unrealised profits have been fully eliminated

c The difference between the cost of investment in the subsidiaries, over the net assets at the time of 
acquisition of shares in the subsidiaries is recognised in the Consolidated Financial Statements as 
Goodwill on Consolidation. The Goodwill on consolidation is tested for impairment every year and 
any loss assessed is provided for.

d Non-controlling interests in the net assets of consolidated subsidiaries consists of the amount of 
equity attributable to the non-controlling shareholders at the dates on which investments are made 
by the Parent Company in the subsidiary companies and further movements in their share in the 
equity, subsequent to the dates of investment

e The parent company’s investment in the joint venture is accounted for using the equity method. 
Under the equity method, the investment in an associate or a joint venture is initially recognised at 
cost. The carrying amount of the investment is adjusted to recognise changes in the Group’s share 
of net assets of the joint venture since the acquisition date

1.3 Classification of Assets and Liabilities as Current and Non-Current

The Group presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/ non-current 
classification

Classification of Assets and Liabilities into Current/Non-Current:
The Group assesses its operating cycle as twelve months for the purpose of Current/ Non-Current 
classification of its Assets and Liabilities. For the purpose of Balance Sheet, an asset is classified 
as current if:

(i)	 It is expected to be realised, or is intended to be sold or consumed, in the normal operating 
cycle; or

(ii)	 It is held primarily for the purpose of trading; or

(iii)	 It is expected to realise the asset within twelve months after the reporting period; or

(iv)	 The asset is a cash or cash equivalent unless it is restricted from being exchanged or used 
to settle a liability for at least twelve months after the reporting period.

All other assets are classified as non-current. Similarly, a liability is classified as current if:

(i)	 It is expected to be settled in the normal operating cycle; or

(ii)	 It is held primarily for the purpose of trading; or

(iii)	 It is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period; or

1.4 Estimation of Uncertainities relating to the global health pandemic from COVID -19 

The group has considered the possible effects that may result from COVID-19 on the carrying 
amount of Financial assets, Inventory, Receivables, Advances, Property, Plant and Equipment, 
Intangibles etc. as well as liabilities accrued. In developing the assumptions relating to the possible 
future uncertainities in the economic conditions because of this pandemic, the group has used 
internal and external information such as our current contract terms, credit reports, future volume 
estimate from the business and other related informations etc. Having reviewed the underlying 
data and based on current estimates the entity expects the carrying amount of the assets will be 
recovered and there is no significant impact on liabilities accrued. The impact of COVID -19 on 
the group financial statements may differ from that estimated as at the date of approval of these 
financial statements and will continue to closely monitor any material changes to future economic 
conditions.

1.5 Property, Plant and Equipment

Property, Plant and Equipment are stated at historical cost less accumulated depreciation and 
accumulated impairment loss if any. Cost includes all incidental expenditure net of CENVAT/GST 
credit wherever applicable. Revenue expenses incurred for identification of new projects/ new line 
of businesses are treated as capital work in progress. This will be absorbed into the project cost in 
the first year of commencing the business. If the new project/ new line of business do not materialize 
within a period of three financial years, the entire expenses shall be charged to Revenue in the 3rd 
year. 

Properties in the course of construction for production, supply or administrative purposes are carried 
at cost, less any recognised impairment loss.

The cost includes interest on borrowings (calculated at the weighted average rates) and administrative 
expenses specifically attributable to the acquisition of such assets. Expenditure during construction 
period is included under Capital Work-in-Progress and the same is allocated to the respective items 
of Property, Plant and Equipment on the completion of construction. In respect of Pharmaceutical 
manufacturing facility, expenditure incurred are included under Capital Work in Progress till the 
validation process is completed.

Spare parts, stand by equipment and servicing equipment having individual value of  ̀ 5 lakh or more 
and are expected to be used for a period more than 12 months are capitalized on their acquisition.

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De-recognition:
An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic 
benefits are expected to arise from the continued use of the asset. Any gain or loss arising on the 
disposal or retirement of an item of property, plant and equipment is determined as the difference 
between the sales proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and is recognised in profit or loss.

Depreciation/ amortisation;
Depreciation on tangible assets other than Freehold land and properties under construction have 
been made in line with the requirement under Schedule II of the Companies Act, 2013. Further 
depreciation has been charged on Straight line method for all assets under Plant & Machinery and 
written down value method for other assets (except intangible asset and leasehold assets) so as to 
write off the cost of the assets after retaining residual value of 5% of the cost, over the useful lives of 
the assets prescribed in the Act, except for those assets whose useful lives are determined based 
on any technical advice.

Components of main assets were identified and determined separately, if they have a useful life that 
is materially different from that of the principal asset. 10% of the original cost of the principal asset 
has been considered as threshold limit to determine whether a component is material or not.

When significant parts of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, they 
are accounted for as separate items (major components) of Property, Plant and Equipment.

Additions to Fixed Assets from 01.04.1993, costing ̀ 5000/- each or less are fully depreciated during 
the year of purchase, irrespective of the date of addition retaining the residual value of assets.

Machinery spares acquired with the equipment are depreciated using the same rates and method 
applicable for the original machinery. In the case of Machinery spares procured separately for future 
use, rate equivalent to accumulated depreciation for the expired life of the relative machinery are 
charged in the year of acquisition along with depreciation for the year.

The residual values, estimated useful life and method of depreciation/amortisation of Property, Plant 
and Equipments and Intangible assets are reviewed at the end of each reporting period, with the 
effect of any changes in estimate being accounted for on a prospective basis.

1.6 Intangible Asset

The Group has elected to continue with the carrying value of all of its intangible assets recognised 
as of April 1, 2015 (the transition date) measured as per the previous GAAP and use such carrying 
value as its deemed cost as of the transition date.

Intangible assets with finite useful lives are capitalised and carried at cost less accumulated 
amortisation and accumulated impairment losses. The amortisation expense on intangible assets 
with finite lives is recognised in the statement of profit and loss unless such expenditure forms part 
of carrying value of another asset.

Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives are not amortised, but are tested for impairment 
annually. The assessment of indefinite life is reviewed annually to determine whether the indefinite 
life continues to be supportable. If not, the change in useful life from indefinite to finite is made on 
a prospective basis.

The cost of 
computer software other than ERP Software Solution is amortized equally over a period of 3 years, 
whereas ERP software solution is amortized over a period of 8 years on pro-rata basis. License 
fee paid is amortized equally over the agreement period. Trademarks/Patents are amortized over a 
period of 5 Years

Trademark Expenses
Expenses incurred on trade mark registrations will be treated as Capital work in progress and will be 
capitalized under ‘intangible assets’ when licenses are received. Subsequent expenditure incurred 
on those licences will be recognized as revenue expenses in the period in which such expenses 
are incurred. 

De-recognition of intangible assets:
An intangible asset is derecognised on disposal, or when no future economic benefits are expected 
from use or disposal.

Gains or losses arising from de-recognition of an intangible asset, measured as the difference 
between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset, is recognised in profit or 
loss when the asset is derecognised. 

1.7 Leases

The group has adopted Ind AS 116 on leases w.e.f 01st April 2019 on all existing leases , using the 
modified retrospective method and has taken the cumulative adjustment to retained earnings on the 
date of initial application.Accordingly previous period information has not been restated. 

The group assesses whether a contract is or contains a lease, at inception of a contract. A contract 
is, or contains, a lease if the contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for 
a period of time in exchange for consideration. To assess whether a contract is or contains a lease, 
the Company assesses whether:

(i)	 The contract involves the right to control the use of an identified asset

(ii)	 The Company has right to obtain substantially all of the economic benefits from use of the 
asset throughout the period of the lease and

(iii)	 The Company has the right to direct the use of the asset.

At the date of commencement of the lease, the Company recognises a right-of-use asset (ROU) and 
a corresponding lease liability for all lease arrangements in which it is a lessee, except for leases 
with a term of twelve months or less (short term leases) and leases of low value assets. For these 
short term and leases of low value assets, the Company recognises the lease payments as an 
operating expense on a straight line basis over the term of the lease.

The right-of-use assets are initially recognised at cost, which comprises the initial amount of the 
lease liability adjusted for any lease payments made at or prior to the commencement date of the 
lease plus any initial direct costs less any lease incentives. They are subsequently measured at cost 
less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses, if any. Right-of-use assets are depreciated 
from the commencement date on a straight line basis over the shorter of the lease term and useful 
life of the underlying asset.

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The lease liability is initially measured at the present value of the future lease payments. The lease 
payments are discounted using the interest rate implicit in the lease or, if not readily determinable, 
using the incremental borrowing rates. The lease liability is subsequently remeasured by increasing 
the carrying amount to reflect interest on the lease liability, reducing the carrying amount to reflect 
the lease payment made.

A lease liability is remeasured upon the occurance of certain events such as a change in the lease 
term or a change in an index or rate used to determine lease payments. The remeasurement normally 
also adjusts the leased assets. Lease liability and Right of use asset are separately presented in the 
Balance Sheet and lease payments are classified as financing cash flows.

1.8 Impairment of Non-financial assets

At the end of each reporting period, the Company assesses whether there is any indication that its 
assets (property, plant and equipment, intangible assets and investments in equity instruments in 
subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates carried at cost) have suffered an impairment loss with 
reference to their carrying amounts. If any indication of impairment exists, the recoverable amount 
(i.e. higher of the fair value less costs of disposal and value in use) of such assets is estimated and 
impairment is recognised, if the carrying amount exceeds the recoverable amount. Recoverable 
amount is the higher of the asset’s net selling price and its value in use. 

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using 
a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the 
risks specific to the asset for which the estimates of future cash flows have not been adjusted. In the 
case of projects under development, the future cash flows are estimated based on the most recent 
budgets or forecasts relating to the project, adjusted to the current market conditions. 

When it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of an individual asset, the Company 
estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs. When 
an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset (or cash-generating 
unit) is increased to the revised estimate of its recoverable amount, but so that the increased 
carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined had no 
impairment loss been recognised for the asset (or cash-generating unit) in prior years. A reversal of 
an impairment loss is recognised immediately in profit or loss.

1.9 Investments in Subsidiaries and Joint venture

The Company measures all its investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates at cost 
in accordance with Ind AS 27. At transition date, the Company has elected to continue with the 
carrying value of such investments measured as per the previous GAAP and use such carrying 
value as its deemed cost.

1.10 Inventories

  Inventories are stated at lower of cost and net realisable value.

Cost of raw materials, stores, spares, consumable tools and traded goods comprises cost 
of purchases and includes taxes and duties and is net of eligible credits under CENVAT/ VAT/
GST schemes. Cost of work-in-progress, and finished goods comprises direct materials, 
direct labour and an appropriate proportion of variable and fixed overheads, which is allocated 
on a systematic basis. Cost of inventories also includes all other related costs incurred in bringing 
the inventories to their present location and condition.

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The weighted average formula is used for the valuation of raw materials, stores and spares. Work-
in-progress, materials in transit/under inspection is carried at actual process cost. Unused Loose 
Tools are revalued every year taking into account the useful life of the tools and carried at the 
revalued cost. Finished goods manufactured/goods purchased for trading are valued at lower of 
cost/net realizable value, including excise duty, wherever applicable. Manufactured / traded finished 
goods in stock whose shelf life expires within three months from the Balance Sheet date are taken 
at NIL value.

The provision for loss if any in respect of slow moving items of materials/finished products are 
accounted after obtaining the technical opinion regarding the usability/marketability.

Net realisable value represents the estimated selling price for inventories less all estimated costs of 
completion and costs necessary to make the sale. 

In respect of HLL Medipark, focused on development of exclusive cluster for the manufacturing 
of medical devices and equipment in India, the company is yet to commence its commercial 
operation and the project activites are in its preliminary stage. The expenditure incurred directly or 
indirectly relating to project development is considered as project and development as per Ind AS 
2 “Inventories”.

1.11 Cash and cash equivalents

The Company classifies a debt instrument as at amortised cost, if both the following conditions are 
met:

a)	 The asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets for collecting 
contractual cash flows; and

b)	 Contractual terms of the asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely 
payments of principal and interest (SPPI) on the principal amount outstanding.

Such financial assets are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest 
rate (EIR) method. Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on 
acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included in 
finance income in the profit or loss. The losses arising from impairment are recognised in the profit 
or loss. 

Debt instrument at FVTOCI
The Company classifies a debt instrument at FVTOCI, if both of the following criteria are met:

a)	 The objective of the business model is achieved both by collecting contractual cash flows 
and selling the financial assets, and

b)	 The asset’s contractual cash flows represent SPPI.

Debt instruments included within the FVTOCI category are measured as at each reporting date 
at fair value. Fair value movements are recognized in the other comprehensive income (OCI). 
However, the company recognizes interest income, impairment losses and reversals and foreign 
exchange gain or loss in the profit and loss. On derecognition of the asset, cumulative gain or loss 
previously recognised in OCI is reclassified from the equity to profit and loss. Interest earned whilst 
holding FVTOCI debt instrument is reported as interest income using the EIR method.

Debt instrument at FVTPL
The Company classifies all debt instruments, which do not meet the criteria for categorization as at 
amortized cost or as FVTOCI, as at FVTPL.

Debt instruments included within the FVTPL category are measured at fair value with all changes 
recognized in the profit and loss.

Equity investments
All equity investments in scope of Ind AS 109 are measured at fair value. Equity instruments which 
are held for trading are classified as at FVTPL. Where the Company makes an irrevocable election 
of equity instruments at FVOCI, it recognises all subsequent changes in the fair value in other 
comprehensive income, without any recycling of the amounts from OCI to profit and loss, even on 
sale of such investments.

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Derecognition
A financial asset is primarily derecognised when:

●	 The rights to receive cash flows from the asset have expired, or

●	 The Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from the asset or has assumed 
an obligation to pay the received cash flows in full without material delay to a third party 
under a ‘pass-through’ arrangement; and either

(a) the Company has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, or (b) the 
Company has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, 
but has transferred control of the asset.

When the Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from an asset or has entered 
into a pass-through arrangement, it evaluates if and to what extent it has retained the risks and 
rewards of ownership. When it has neither transferred nor retained substantially all of the risks and 
rewards of the asset, nor transferred control of the asset, the Company continues to recognise 
the transferred asset to the extent of the Company’s continuing involvement. In that case, the 
Company also recognises an associated liability. The transferred asset and the associated liability 
are measured on a basis that reflects the rights and obligations that the Company has retained.

Continuing involvement that takes the form of a guarantee over the transferred asset is measured 
at the lower of the original carrying amount of the asset and the maximum amount of consideration 
that the Company could be required to repay.

Impairment of financial assets 
The Company assesses at each reporting date whether a financial asset (or a group of financial 
assets) such as investments, trade receivables, advances and security deposits held at amortised 
cost and financial assets that are measured at fair value through other comprehensive income are 
tested for impairment based on evidence or information that is available without undue cost or effort. 
Expected credit losses (ECL) are assessed and loss allowances recognised if the credit quality of 
the financial asset has deteriorated significantly since initial recognition.

ECL is the difference between all contractual cash flows that are due to the Company in accordance 
with the contract and all the cash flows that the entity expects to receive (i.e., all cash shortfalls), 
discounted at the original Effective Interest Rate. When estimating the cash flows, the Company 
considers all contractual terms of the financial instrument (including prepayment, extension, call and 
similar options) over the expected life of the financial instrument and Cash flows from the sale of 
collateral held or other credit enhancements that are integral to the contractual terms.

ECL allowance (or reversal) recognized during the period is recognized as expense (or income) 
in the statement of profit and loss. This amount is reflected under the head ‘other expenses’ in the 
profit and loss. The balance sheet presentation for various financial instruments is described below:

For assessing increase in credit risk and impairment loss, the company combines financial 
instruments on the basis of shared credit risk characteristics with the objective of facilitating an 
analysis that is designed to enable significant increases in credit risk to be identified on a timely 
basis.

Financial liabilities
Initial recognition and measurement
Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, as financial liabilities at FVTPL and as at 
amortised cost.

Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees 
or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included as finance costs in the 
statement of profit and loss.

All financial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value and, in the case of loans and borrowings 
and payables, net of directly attributable transaction costs.

The Company’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and borrowings including 
bank overdrafts, financial guarantee contracts and derivative financial instruments.

The measurement of financial liabilities depends on their classification, as described below:

Financial liabilities at FVTPL
Financial liabilities at FVTPL include financial liabilities held for trading and financial liabilities 
designated upon initial recognition as at fair value through profit or loss. Financial liabilities are 
classified as held for trading if they are incurred for the purpose of repurchasing in the near term. 
This category also includes derivative financial instruments entered into by the Company to manage 
its exposure to interest rate and foreign exchange rate risks andt are not designated as hedging 
instruments in hedge relationships as defined by Ind AS 109. Foreign exchange forward contracts 
are marked to market as at Balance Sheet date and unrealised net gain or loss is recognised in 
profit and loss statement. 

Separated embedded derivatives are also classified as held for trading unless they are designated 
as effective hedging instruments.

Gains or losses on liabilities held for trading are recognised in the profit or loss.

For liabilities designated as FVTPL, fair value gains/ losses attributable to changes in own credit 
risk are recognized in OCI. These gains/ loss are not subsequently transferred to profit and loss. 
However, the company may transfer the cumulative gain or loss within equity. All other changes in 
fair value of such liability are recognised in the statement of profit or loss.

Financial guarantee contracts
Financial guarantee contracts issued by the Company are those contracts that require a payment 
to be made to reimburse the holder for a loss it incurs because the specified debtor fails to make a 
payment when due in accordance with the terms of a debt instrument. Financial guarantee contracts 
are recognised initially as a liability at fair value, adjusted for transaction costs that are directly 
attributable to the issuance of the guarantee. Subsequently, the liability is measured at the higher 
of the amount of loss allowance determined as per impairment requirements of Ind AS 109 and the 
amount recognised less cumulative amortisation.

Derecognition of financial liabilities
A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled 
or expires. When an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the same lender on 
substantially different terms, or the terms of an existing liability are substantially modified, such an 
exchange or modification is treated as the derecognition of the original liability and the recognition 
of a new liability.

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  Sale of goods:
Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised when the performance obligation is satisfied by 
transferring the goods to the customer. Revenue is recognised when collectability of the resulting 
receivable is reasonably assured.

Revenue is exclusive of amounts collected on behalf of third parties (for eg., taxes) and is reduced 
for customer returns, rebates and discounts, and other similar allowances.

In respect of sales to Government (MoHFW), the supplies are billed and accounted based on the 
price as per the rate contract, till revision in price if any is notified. Insurance claims are accounted 
on receipt basis.

Rendering of services:
Revenue from services is recognised when the services are rendered in accordance with the specific 
terms of contract and when collectability of the resulting receivable is reasonably assured.

Revenues from maintenance contracts are recognized pro rata over the period of the contract. 
Revenue from Infrastructure - development division and Procurement Consultancy division related 
activities are recognized on proportionate completion method as follows:

a)	 In case of turnkey contracts ,on the basis of progress billing to the contract value under 
survey method.

b)	 In the case of other contracts, on the basis of completion of obligation as per the terms of 
contract with the agencies concerned

Other Operating Revenues:
Other operating revenues comprise of income from ancillary activities incidental to the operations 
of the group and is recognised when the right to receive the income is established as per the terms 
of the contract.

The revenue against realization of waste latex, empty drums, rejected products and other scrap 
items are accounted on cash basis. The realization in respect of obsolete assets/materials written 
off is accounted on cash basis.

Duty drawback/export incentive in respect of export sales are accounted in the year of export.

Dividend and Interest Income:
Dividend income from investments is recognised when the Company’s right to receive payment has 
been established (provided that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company 
and the amount of income can be measured reliably).

Interest income is accrued on a time basis, by reference to the principal outstanding and at the 
effective interest rate applicable (provided that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to 
the Company and the amount of income can be measured reliably)

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1.16 Foreign currency transactions and translations

  The company’s financial statements are presented in Indian Rupee (`), which is also its functional 
currency.

Transactions in foreign exchange are accounted for at the exchange rates prevailing on the date of 
transactions. Foreign currency receivables/payables are translated at the exchange rates as on the 
Balance Sheet date. Gain or losses arising out of such transactions are adjusted to the statement of 
Profit and Loss unless otherwise stated.

Treatment of exchange differences
Exchange differences on translation or settlement of long term foreign currency monetary items (i.e., 
whose term of settlement exceeds twelve months from the date of its origination) at rates different 
from those at which they were initially recorded or reported in the previous financial statements, in 
so far as it relates to acquisition of depreciable assets are adjusted to the cost of the assets as per 
GOI notification dated 31.03.2009 and 29.12.2011 and this will be amortized over the remaining life 
of the Asset.

1.17 Government grants

  Government grants (including export incentives) are recognised only when there is reasonable 
assurance that the Company will comply with the conditions attaching to them and the grants will 
be received.

Government grants in the nature of revenue items are recognised in the statement of profit or loss 
on a systematic basis over the periods in which the Company recognises as expenses the related 
costs for which the grants are intended to compensate.

Revenue grants/subsidy (other than product subsidy) relating to sales are disclosed separately 
under other operating revenues, whereas product subsidy is disclosed under sales and services.

In respect of grants against depreciable asset, the cost of the asset is shown at gross value and 
grant their on is treated as capital grant, which are recognised as income in the statement of profit 
or loss over the period and the proportion in which depreciation is charged. 

When the company received grant of non-monetary assets, the asset and the grant are recorded at 
fair value and released to profit or loss over the expected useful life in a pattern of consumption of 
the benefit of the underlying asset.

1.18 Employee benefits

Retirement benefit costs and termination benefits:

Defined Contribution Plan: 
Payments to defined contribution plans i.e., Company’s contribution to provident fund, superannuation 
fund, Employee State Insurance and other funds are determined based on the schemes under the 
relevant statutes and charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss in the period of incurrence when 
the services are rendered by the employees.

Defined contribution plan also includes the Contributory pension scheme effective from 1-4-2011 
for the permanent employees who are on the rolls of the company as on 9-10-2012. Company 
contributes 3% of basic plus DA with a matching contribution from employees. The pension scheme 
is managed by LIC of India.

Short-term and other long-term employee benefits:
A liability is recognised for benefits accruing to employees in respect of salaries, wages, performance 
incentives, medical benefits and other short term benefits in the period the related service is rendered, 
at the undiscounted amount of the benefits expected to be paid in exchange for that service. 

Liabilities recognised in respect of other long-term employee benefits are measured at the present 
value of the estimated future cash outflows expected to be made by the Company in respect of 
services provided by employees up to the reporting date.

Termination Benefits : 
Payments made under Voluntary Retirement Scheme are charged to Profit and Loss on incurrence. 

1.19 Borrowing costs

The borrowing cost directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of qualifying 
assets, which are assets that necessarily take a substantial period of time to get ready for their 
intended use or sale, are added to the cost of those assets, until such time the assets are substantially 
ready for their intended use or sale.

Interest on loan taken specifically for acquiring assets/group of assets, are proportionately allocated 
to respective assets based on asset value.

All other borrowing costs are recognised in profit or loss in the period in which they are incurred.

The Group has identified its reportable segments for Segment Reporting based on the nature of 
Products, risks, returns and the internal business reporting system in accordance with Ind AS 108.

1.21 Income Taxes

Income tax expense represents the sum of the tax currently payable and deferred tax. Current and 
deferred tax are recognised in profit or loss, except when they relate to items that are recognised 
in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, in which case, the current and deferred tax are 
also recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity respectively.

Current tax:
Current tax is determined on taxable profits for the year chargeable to tax in accordance with the 
applicable tax rates and the provisions of the Income Tax Act, 1961 including other applicable tax 
laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted.

Deferred tax: 
Deferred tax is recognised on temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and 
liabilities in the financial statements and the corresponding tax bases used in the computation of 
taxable profit. Deferred tax liabilities are generally recognised for all taxable temporary differences. 
Deferred tax assets are generally recognised for all deductible temporary differences to the extent 
that it is probable that taxable profits will be available against which those deductible temporary 
differences can be utilised. Such deferred tax assets and liabilities are not recognised if the 
temporary difference arises from the initial recognition (other than in a business combination) of 
assets and liabilities in a transaction that affects neither the taxable profit nor the accounting profit. 

Deferred tax asset is recognised for the carry forward of unused tax losses to the extent of Deferred 
tax liability considering a prudential approach and unused tax credits (MAT Credit) to the extent it is 
probable that future taxable profit will be available against which it can be utilised before its expiry.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at the end of each reporting period and 
reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be available to 
allow all or part of the asset to be recovered.

Deferred tax liabilities and assets are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the 
period in which the liability is settled or the asset realised, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that 
have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of the reporting period.

1.22 Research and development expenses

  Research costs are expensed as incurred. Development expenditures on an individual project are 
recognised as an Intangible Assets under Development, when the Company can demonstrate:

●	 the technical feasibility of completing the intangible asset so that the asset will be available 
for use or sale

●	 its intention to complete and its ability and intention to use or sell the asset

●	 how the asset will generate future economic benefits

●	 the availability of resources to complete the asset

●	 the ability to measure reliably the expenditure during development

Following initial recognition of the development expenditure as an asset, the asset is carried at cost 
less any accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses. Amortisation of the asset 
begins when development is complete and the asset is available for use. It is amortised over the 
period of expected future benefit. Amortisation expense is recognised in the statement of profit and 
loss unless such expenditure forms part of carrying value of another asset.

In respect of HLL Biotech Limtied (HBL), the Company has sourced the molecules/ strains which 
are already developed by other R & D organisations and is working on further development. In 
simple terms, the Company is in the development activity to develop, commercialise and scale up 
the outcome of research by other R & D organisations. The vaccines under development by HBL is 
already tested and are being administered under National Immunisation Scheme of Government of 
India. Accordingly, in the opinion of the management, the test of certainty of outcome is pre-existing 
and hence all expenses incurred are during the development stage as classified as Intangible 
assets under Ind AS 38

During the period of development, the asset is tested for impairment annually and impairment loss 
is recognised immediately in the statement of profit and loss.

1.23 Provisions, Contingent Liabilities & Contingent Assets

Provisions are recognized when the Company has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a 
result of past events and it is probable that the company will be required to settle the obligation and 
a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation. 

The amount recognised as a provision is the best estimate of the consideration required to settle the 
present obligation at the end of the reporting period, taking into account the risks and uncertainties 
surrounding the obligation.

1B Critical accounting judgments and key sources of estimation uncertainty

a The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with Ind AS , requires the Management 
to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and 
liabilities (including contingent liabilities) and the reported income and expenses during the year. 

The judgements, estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience and 
other factors including estimation of effects of uncertain future events that are considered to be 
relevant. The Management believes that the estimates used in preparation of the financial statements 
are prudent and reasonable. Future results could differ due to changes in these estimates and the 
difference between the actual results and the estimates are recognized in the periods in which the 
results are known / materialized.

b Lease classification in the case of Leasehold land
The company has obtained land from the Government for the purpose of setting up plant , facilities 
and offices. Wherever the present value of minimum lease payments are substantially equal to the 
leased asset, such leases are classified as finance lease. 

Leases not meeting the finance lease criteria are classified under operating leases. 

c Contingencies

Contingent liabilities may arise from the ordinary course of business in relation to claims against the 
Company, including legal, contractor, land access and other claims. By their nature, contingencies 
will be resolved only when one or more uncertain future events occur or fail to occur.

Existing circumstances 
and assumptions about future developments, however, may change due to market changes or 
circumstances arising that are beyond the control of the company. Such changes are reflected in 
the assumptions when they occur.

Defined benefit plans / Other Long term employee benefits
The cost of the defined benefit plans and other long term employee benefit plans are determined 
using actuarial valuations. An actuarial valuation involves making various assumptions that may 
differ from actual developments in the future. These include the determination of the discount rate, 
future salary increases and mortality rates. Due to the complexities involved in the valuation and its 
long-term nature, a defined benefit obligation is highly sensitive to changes in these assumptions. 
All assumptions are reviewed at each reporting date.

The parameter most subject to change is the discount rate. The management considers the interest 
rates of government securities based on expected settlement period of various plans. 

Fair value measurement of financial instruments
When the fair values of financial assets and financial liabilities recorded in the balance sheet cannot 
be measured based on quoted prices in active markets, their fair value is measured using valuation 
techniques including the discounted cash flow (DCF) model based on level-2 and level-3 inputs. 
The inputs to these models are taken from observable markets where possible, but where this 
is not feasible, a degree of judgement is required in establishing fair values. Judgements include 
considerations of inputs such as price estimates, volume estimates, rate estimates etc. Changes in 
assumptions about these factors could affect the reported fair value of financial instruments.

Impairment of financial assets
The impairment provisions for trade receivables are based on assumptions about risk of default and 
expected loss rates. The company uses judgement in making these assumptions and selecting the 
inputs to the impairment calculation based on the company’s past history and other factors at the 
end of each reporting period. .

2.4 HLL had received from M/s. Female Health Company (UK) equipment’s valuing `89.27 Lakhs on 
loan basis for the manufacture of female condom FC2 Nitrile version at its unit located in Cochin 
Export Processing Zone. No accounting entries have been passed as the property & title of the 
equipment supplied vests with M/s. Female Health Company, U.K. 

2.5 Property, Plant and Equipment includes Investments made in Unipill Plant, a WHOcGMP(Geneva) 
compliant facility, set up by the company at Kanagala Belgaum of HLL. The plant was capitalised 
during August 2017 at an original cost of `68.36 Crores. The product Unipill is registered with 
three foreign countries where registration is mandatory and during the year 2019-20 company has 
executed an order of 1.00 Lakh strips to six foreign countries. Moreover we have also executed the 
ministry order of 58.94 lakh strips of Ezy Pill FS and Ezy Pill Asha from UNIPILL plant during the 
year 2019-20. The company is already in the process of registrating the product in new countries as 
well. As required by Ind AS 36, an impairment test is conducted and found that the carrying value of 
the asset is lower than the recoverable value and hence no impairment is recognised on the Unipill 
Plant.

2.10 The cash and bank balances held by the Company under trust and the corresponding liabilities 
are disclosed as contra items in the Balance Sheet in accordance with the opinion of the Expert 
Advisory Committee of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. The Assets &Liabilities of 
the Procurement Projects, & Infrastructure Development Projects are disclosed as annexure only.

2.11 Govt. of India has accorded “captive status” to HLL vide Order dated 26.08.2005 for the supply of 
condoms and other Contraceptive products to the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare (MoHFW) 
and same is subjected to review for extension from time to time. Ministry has vide letter dated 3rd 
January 2020, intimated the extension of Captive status upto 31.03.2020 and vide letter dated 
14th May 2020, the ‘captive status’ of HLL is extended upto 31.03.2022. The Company has been 
supplying Contraceptive products (Condoms, Oral Contraceptive Pills, EC Pills, Copper-T and Tubal 
Rings), Pregnancy Test Kits and Sanitary Napkins to the Ministry. As per the Cabinet order and its 
subsequent amendments, the Ministry shall place the supply orders on HLL in the beginning of the 
year at the provisional rates based on the L1 rates of the previous year. Subsequently, the L1 rates 
determined through the open tender shall be made applicable to HLL as the final rate for its supplies 
during the same financial year. In the absence of L1 rate determination through the tender process, 
reference shall be made either to Tariff Commission (TC) of the Ministry of commerce & Industry 
or Cost & Accounts Branch (CAB) of the Ministry of Finance for determining the fair price for the 
supplies from HLL.

Ministry during May 2016 had sought recovery from HLL towards rate difference, amounting to  
`5.22 crore towards Emergency Contraceptive Pills for the years 2008-09 to 2011-12 and  
`5.87 crore towards Pregnancy Test Kit for the year 2014-15. HLL has objected to the claim and 
represented to the Ministry for review of the order.

MoHFW has based on the representation by the company, referred to CAB for fair price fixation of 
Condoms supplied by HLL during 2017-18 . As per the intimation from MoHFW, the report on the 
recommendation of fair price for the year 2017-18 was submitted in February 2020 and Ministry 
has accepted the same for implementation. Accordingly, MoHFW has directed HLL to submit 
supplementary invoices and HLL has recognised price escalation revenue to the tune of `56.65 
Crores during the year 2019-20.

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2.12 During the year 2018-19, Central Government Health Services (CGHS) communicated the approval 
of the competent authority for procurement of medicines required by CGHS through HLL AMRIT 
stores. As per the OM dated 21st August 2018, the payment for the medicines supplied shall be 
made at a discount of not less than 30% of MRP. Accordingly supplies were completed. 

However, at the instance of CGHS, further discussions were held on 4th January 2019, and the 
terms of billing was revised to pass on more benefit to CGHS at cost plus mark up basis to cover 
the expenses of HLL. 

Accordingly, HLL has invoiced at Cost plus 25% mark up on the medical products billed to CGHS. 
During the year 2018-19 RBD has raised an invoice of ̀ 98.81 Crores to CGHS on medicine supplies.

2.13 RBD and HCS divisions are using multiple softwares like Eco Green, Wonder soft,

21st Centuray LIS software & Suvarna for capturing daily transactions of each centres. Summary of 
transactions are captured in HLL books of accounts on a periodical basis.

2.14 Company has entered into a lease agreement with Thiruvananthapuram Development Authority 
(TRIDA) to lease out two floors of their building at Sopanam Complex, Medical College Junction, 
Thiruvananthapuram for a period of 20 years from December 2015. 

The interest free refundable security deposit of Rs 500 lakhs is disclosed under Non-current & 
Current Financial assets –others as per Ind AS 109.

2.15 An amount of `14 crore is received from Government of India for setting up testing lab for medical 
equipments at HLL campus, Noida under Assistance to States for Developing Export Infrastructure 
and Allied Activities (ASIDE) . Pending construction of the same, the amount received is shown as 
grant received in advance under Current Liabilities

2.16 An amount of `4.78 Cr is received from Government of India for setting up of EMI/EMC laboratory 
in Medipark, under assistance from Trade infrastructure for Export Scheme (TIES) of Department 
of Commerce. Pending construction of the same, the unutilised amount is kept under short term 
deposits with bank. This grant amount is shown as Grant received from GOI under non – current 
liabilities.

As per the terms and conditions, interest earned on such deposits will be adjusted against 
subsequent grant disbursements for this project. Hence the interest received/accrued for these 
deposits is added to the grant amount and disclosed as a separate line item under the head non-
current liabilities.

The Company has availed OD facility against this deposits to meet any short term requirements 
and availed `3.44 lacs as on 31.03.2020. As advised by Department of Commerce, GOI, company 
has initiated action for refund of the grant with net interest earned thereon after adjusting expenses 
incurred for the project.

2.17 HLL supplied 2,00,000 Nos of SBE to National Health Service, Cuba during 2016-17 vide contract 
no: 75323. During June 2017, Department of Medical Equipment and Devices, Cuba (CEC MED) 
raised quality concerns. The parties tried to address the quality issue by dialogues and also got the 
samples tested in internationally reputed SGS Lab in India.

The samples passed the sterility test and Medicuba also released payments towards the supply 
on 19.03.2018. In 29.10.2018 M/s. MediCuba filed a claim petition before the Cuban Court of 
International Commercial Arbitration raising a claim of 936 404.81 Euros. (equivalent `7.38 Crores)

Considering the suggested terms by the Arbitral Tribunal, and with the express will of HLL and 
Medicuba during the Oral Hearing, at the seat of the Chamber of Commerce, a meeting of 
understanding was held on 7.2.2020 between Medicuba and HLL to reach a friendly and favorable 
agreement for both parties that can end the issues in argument. A proposal was prepared and 
shared to M/s Medicuba by HLL. The proposal was finalized and signed by both Medicuba and HLL 
along with their counsels.

2.18 During the year 2015-16 the company had exported 69.88 Mpcs of male condoms to Ministry of 
Ethiopia through Pharmaceutical Fund and Supply Agency, Ethiopia. Out of these, some of the 
batches failed the tests of Ethiopia Food Medicines and Health Care Administration (EFMAHCA). It 
was agreed to replace the entire supplies in four consignments on the condition that the Ethiopian 
entity has to send back equal quantity of the defective material against each batch of replacement 
done by HLL.

The Company replaced 15 Mpcs of Condom (in 35 batches) and in return Pharmaceuticals Fund 
and Sully Agency (PFSA) has returned 15 Mpcs from 137 batches during 2017-18. The returned 
goods were further tested at Central Drug Testing Laboratory, Chennai and all batches were passed. 
PFSA had informed that they would not continue with the replacement, as agreed earlier. 

Accordingly, actual expenditure incurred for despatch of 15 Mpcs of `186.91 lakhs is netted off 
against the provision created of `380.45 lakhs against 30 Mpcs during 2016-17, and balance 
provision of `193.54 lakhs was written back in 2017-18.

PFSA, Ethiopia had send a legal notice dated 13.02.2018 demanding refund of balance the amount 
paid to us. However, this was denied by HLL vide letter dated 21.02.2018. PFSA by a letter dated 
5.2.2019 had informed ‘M/s Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria’, Geneva to take 
necessary measures against HLL for reimbursement of the entire amount. Subsequently, by letter 
dated 18.2.2019, HLL furnished detailed justification to M/s Global Fund and requested them to 
advise PFSA to stop tarnishing the image of HLL and its business

2.19 Trade Receivables as per Note No 9 includes `137.41 Crores receivable from Employees State 
Insurance Corporation (ESIC). Out of this, `123.74 Crores pertains to Construction of Medical 
College at Paripally in Kerala ,started in November 2010, was completed and taken over by ESIC 
on 21/10/2016 and balance `13.67 Crores pertains to other projects. Out of this `123.74 Crores, 
`28.98 Crores is value of work done and `94.76 Crores being escalation claims pending approval 
for extension of time from October 2012. 

As against this `94.76 crores receivable, `62.45 crores is recognized as expenses towards 
escalation claims payable to M/s L&T  as part of their bills on this turnkey project. 

As HLL was requesting for release of eligible payments due as per contract, ESIC vide letter dated 
27.03.2018 directed HLL to pay back `92.93 crores, which is not based on any agreed contract 
terms between HLL and ESIC dated 21.01.2010. Considering the long pending receivables, HLL 
has requested for dispute redressal process as per agreement with between ESIC. Accordingly, 
ESIC appointed sole arbitrator and the proceedings started on 03.08.2018.

However, due to COVID outbreak, further hearing scheduled for arguments of 
ESIC could not be completed, and the proceedings will recommence once situation improves in the 
country.

Due to pendency on settlement with M/s L&T dispute redressal mechanism as per contract was 
initiated by M/s L&T. Accordingly HLL appointed Sole arbitrator and M/s L&T submitted claim of  
`278.95 crores along with interest (upto 30.09.2019) of ̀ 248.07 crores. HLL submitted its statement 
of Defense explicitly denying the claims along with counter claim of `38.50 crores.  Further while 
responding to the Rejoinder of L&T the counter claim of HLL was revised to `53.98 crores The 
arbitration proceedings are in progress

2.20 Other Current Assets include an amount of `492 Lakhs receivable by HLL from M/s Goa Mining 
Industries which was under under Arbitration. During the year, the company has received an arbitral 
award in favour of the company for `492 Lakhs with interest @ 9% per annum w.e.f. 01.04.2014 in 
the case of M/s Goa Mining Industries. Provision for bad and doubtful advances includes an amount 
of `492 lakhs, being provision created during previous years.

2.21 HLL in association with Gujarat State Government started the process of opening AMRIT Deendayal 
Pradhan Mantri Jan Aushadhi Stores (ADDPMJAS) as part of their initiative for promoting Generic 
Drugs across the State. In this regard, HLL signed a MoU with M/s. Gujarat State CSR Authority and 
M/s. Gujarat Medical Services Corporation Limited [GMSCL] on 6th September 2016.

As per the MoU, HLL shall setup and operate the pharmacies until a JV Company is formed and 
thereafter the role of HLL in the JV would be that of a knowledge partner and the assets and 
investments done by HLL would be transferred to the JV and be converted to equity once the JV 
was formed.

In the first Phase , the company had setup 52 AMRIT Deendayal Pradhan Mantri Jan Aushadhi 
Stores in 12 Medical Colleges and 40 District/Civil Hospitals of Gujarat in the month of November 
2016. The aim of setting up such Retail Drug Stores was to provide affordable and high quality 
health care products and services for underserved population in Gujarat.

On 28th March 2017, a Joint Venture Company, Gujarat Arogya Seva Private Limited [GASPL] 
promoted by GSFC Agrotech Limited [GATL] & Gujarat Medical Services Corporation Limited 
[GMSCL] was formed to take the project forward. According to the MoU signed on 6th September 
2016, the parties have agreed that the Assets, Liabilities and Operation of the Retail Drug Stores 
would be taken over by the JVC once it is formed. Contrary to the terms and conditions stated in 
the MoU, the JVC formed for the purpose did not take over Assets, Liabilities and Operation of the 
Retail Drug Stores.

Accordingly, in line with the Resolution No. MSP/1018/467/GH, dated 08/05/2018, passed by Health 
and Family Welfare Department, Government of Gujarat, HLL has taken over the operations of the 
stores w.e.f 18.05.2018. As per the Resolution, GMSCL has agreed to settle the loss amount of 
Gujarat operations till the date of transfer after conducting audit of the same.

Thus, the cumulative loss up to 17/05/2018 amounting to `12.32 Crores is accounted as receivable 
from M/s Gujarat Arogya Seva Private Limited [GASPL] under Current Financial Assets- Others. 
Further `13.83 Crores is due from Gujarat Medical Services Corporation Ltd (GMSCL) against 
medicine supplies, which is included in Trade Receivables. An amount of `15.00 crores received by 
HLL as revolving fund from GMSCL is shown under Other Current Financial Liabilities.

In view of the above, the project financials are compiled and submitted to M/s GMSCL for 
reimbursement.

2.22 M/s. LifeSpring Hospitals (P) Limited was formed in February 2008 as a Joint Venture entity with 
50:50 equity shareholding between HLL Lifecare Ltd. [HLL] and M/s Acumen Fund Inc., USA 
[Acumen]. This JV was formed with the objective of providing High Quality, Affordable Maternal 
Health Care for Low-Income Women across India. It operates small-sized (20 bed) maternity 
hospitals in the proximity of urban slums. The hospitals also provide pediatric care (including 
immunizations), diagnostic and pharmacy services, and health care education to the communities 
in which its hospitals are located. At the end of the FY 2019-20, total investment by HLL in the equity 
share capital of the JV was `950.76 Lacs.

Presently, the JV is running a cluster of ten hospitals in Hyderabad. The JV’s performance at the 
enterprise level also has become stable.

The JV company turned positive and achieved the profits consecutively for the last three financial 
years as detailed below. During the FY 2019-20, the JV company achieved a net profit after tax of 
`74.83 Lacs.

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2.23 The Public Investment Board (PIB), Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India in its meeting held on 
10.02.2012 had given its recommendations for setting up of the Integrated Vaccine Complex (IVC), 
with an investment of `594 crores, wherein the Equity portion shall be `285 crores from Govt. of 
India. The recommendations of the PIB were approved by the Cabinet Committee of Economic 
Affairs (CCEA) and accordingly HLL had formed a fully owned Subsidiary Company, HLL Biotech 
Limited (HBL), in line with the PIB recommendation. Govt. of India has been infusing funds into HLL 
for the investment in Integrated Vaccine Complex and HLL in turn has been investing the same 
funds into the Equity capital of HLL Biotech Limited.

Till date GoI has released `274.88 Crs to HLL and equity shares were issued to GoI towards 
the same. In the 29th Board meeting of HLL Biotech Ltd. held on 18th July 2018, the Board had 
approved the revised project cost of `904.33 Cr for IVC Project. The proposal for the revised cost 
of `904.33 crore is pending approval of the MOHFW, the same shall be approved by the Cabinet. 
In the meanwhile, the MOHFW has formed a committee of JS and AS&FA of MOHFW and Advisor 
Cost of CAB, Ministry of finance, to look in the matter of revised cost.

In line with the decision of Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs 100 acres of land is earmarked 
out of the 430.10 acres in possession, for HBL valued @ ̀ 10.12 crore. Upon transfer of land by GoI, 
HLL will issue equivalent equity shares to GOI towards its consideration. 

2.24 The Company is in possession of 430.10 acres of land since January 2008, allotted on lease for a 
period of 99 years from the Central Leprosy Teaching Research Institute (CLTRI), Tamil Nadu, under 
directives from Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India. The Public Investment Board 
(PIB), Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India in its meeting held on 10.02.2012 had recommended to 
earmark 100 acres of land out of the 430.10 acres in possession with the Company at Chengalpattu 
for setting up of the Integrated Vaccine Complex (IVC), for a value of `10.12 crores (56 acres @ 
`16.50 lacs per acre and 44 acres of hillock @ `2 lacs per acre).

The recommendations of the PIB are approved by the Cabinet Committee of Economic Affairs 
(CCEA). The Company in March 2012 has formed a fully owned subsidiary company, M/s HLL 
Biotech Limited (HBL), for setting up the IVC, in line with the PIB recommendations. As the legal 
formalities of transfer of 100 acres of land in the name of HLL and in turn to HBL are yet to be 
completed, the Company has, on 20thFebruary 2014, sub-leased the 100 acres identified for the 
purpose, in favour of HBL @ `1/- for 94 years

Out of 430.10 acres in possession, 3.38 Acres of land is given on lease to Tamilnadu Generation 
and Distribution Corporation Ltd [TANGEDCO] (Subsidiary of TNEB Ltd.) for  a period of 92 years, 
on an annual lease rent of `1/- only. The sub-lease between HBL and TANGEDCO was executed 
on 19th September 2016

2.25 Consequent to Cabinet Approval to sub- lease the 330.10 acre land at Chengalpattu, Kanchipuram 
district (Tamil Nadu) leased to it in 2009, for setting up Medipark, HLL Medipark Limited has been 
incorporated as a separate 100% subsidiary of HLL on 20th December 2016. The MediPark being 
set up in Chengalpattu near Chennai in Tamilnadu in an area of 330.10 acres shall comprise of 
state-of-art infrastructure and common facilities to support the medical technology industry.

The subsidiary company, HLL Medipark Ltd (HML)will have equity participation by HLL Lifecare Ltd 
not exceeding 90% and Tamil Nadu Industrial Development Corporation (TIDCO) not exceeding 
l0%. HLL Lifecare Ltd has invested `10.01 lakhs in the new subsidiary company in March 2017

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During the year 2018-19, HML has issued 20 lakh shares @ `10/- each as approved by the Board 
Meeting held on 18.07.2018. Accordingly, the total share capital invested by HLL in HLL Medipark 
Ltd is `210.01 lakhs against 2100100 Shares

The authorized share capital of the company as on 31st March 2020 is `1300 lakh. During the year 
under review, HLL and TIDCO invested `430 lakh and `71 lakh respectively in the equity share 
capital of HML. The issued, subscribed and paid-up equity share capital of HML as on 31st March 
2020 is `712 lakh. HLL & TIDCO hold the shares in the ratio 90 : 10 in HML and hence HML had 
ceased as a wholly owned subsidiary of HLL during the year.

By a Circular Resolution dated 23rd January 2019, the Board of HLL Medipark Ltd. approved the 
proposal to hand over management contract for the development of Medipark to Tamil Nadu Industrial 
Development Corporation Ltd (TIDCO), in view of its advantageous location and the expertise of 
Tamil Nadu Government in developing industrial infrastructure. Presently, discussions are going on 
among (i) the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India (ii) Government of Tamil Nadu and 
(iii) HML to decide the terms and conditions governing management of Medipark project by TIDCO

In the mean time, since industry is a state subject, MoHFW , Govt. of India had advised the Govt. 
of Tamil Nadu to handle the implementation of Medipark Project through Tamil Nadu Industrial 
Development Corporation Ltd and discussions are in advanced stage and the Shareholders 
Agreement between HLL and TIDCO in the matter of HML is under finalization.

2.26 The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA), Government of India, in its meeting held 
on 1st November 2017 has granted ‘in-principle’ approval for hiving off the Vaccine venture and 
Medipark project of HLL Lifecare Limited [HLL] as separate SPVs with 100% equity holding by Govt. 
of India within a period of three months and thereafter sale of 100% of Government’s equity in HLL 
via a two-stage auction process. The Department of Investment and Public Asset Management 
(DIPAM), the nodal agency coordinating the disinvestment process selected (1) M/s. Price Water 
House Coopers Pvt. Ltd. (PWC) as Transaction Advisor (TA) and (2) M/s. Crawford Bayley & Co. 
as Legal Advisor (LA) through competitive bidding process. The selection of M/s. Adroit Technical 
Services Pvt. Ltd as Asset Valuer (AV) was done by the Administrative Ministry through competitive 
bidding process. 

PWC, the Transaction Advisor (TA) appointed by the Government of India in the matter of proposed 
Disinvestment of HLL has prepared the Preliminary Information Memorandum [PIM] based on the 
data, documents and information provided by HLL. The TA has shared the draft PIM with HLL and 
the Ministry of Health, Government of India for feedback and clarifications. The contents of the PIM 
will be finalized by the TA based on the feedback and clarifications that would be provided by HLL 
and the Ministry before publishing the same with approval of the Competent Authority. HLL has 
provided feedback and clarifications on the draft PIM to the TA on 3rd April 2019. 

On 31st May 2019 the TA shared with the Ministry and HLL draft PIM based on additional inputs 
provided by HLL. HLL Board of directors in its meeting held on 3rd June 2019 took cognizance of the 
contents of the PIM. HLL has also provided necessary information/clarifications on several matters 
sought by TA on various dates. 

HLL Lifecare Ltd has formulated the schemes for Demerger of HLL Biotech Ltd and HLL Medipark 
Ltd and submitted the schemes to the Ministry of Corporate Affairs [MCA] on 6th March 2019 and 
thereafter on 7th June 2019 submitted a joint application to the MCA.

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Regarding demerger of HML, taking into consideration the developments happened in HML including 
10 % equity investment by TIDCO, the MCA advised the joint applicants [HLL & HML] to submit to 
the MCA a supplementary application/petition. Accordingly, on 19th August, 2019 HLL and HML had 
submitted a supplementary application incorporating all the changes /developments that occurred in 
HML subsequent to submission of the joint application/petition dated 7th June, 2019. However, the 
MCA advised HLL & HML to submit a fresh comprehensive petition regarding proposed demerger of 
HML. Accordingly, HLL & HML had submitted the fresh comprehensive petition on 19th December 
2019. Subsequently, HLL and HML had submitted certain other additional documents / clarification 
sought by the MCA in January and May 2020. Again on June 2020, HLL and HML submitted 
additional documents / clarification sought by the MCA.

Regarding demerger of HBL, the MCA had conducted hearings on several dates and various other 
proceedings eventually issuing order dated 4th June, 2020 and 20th July, 2020 directing both HLL & 
HBL to convene meeting of Unsecured Creditors of both the companies having outstanding debt of 
above `10 Lakh through Video conference for consideration of the proposed scheme of Demerger. 

As directed by the MCA, HLL and HBL have held the meeting of the Unsecured Creditors on 26th 
August 2020 through VC and provided e-voting facility to the Creditors to obtain approval for the 
proposed Scheme of Demerger of HBL. The majority of the unsecured creditors of HLL representing 
more than three-fourth in value have approved the scheme of Demerger. However, the majority of 
the unsecured creditors of HBL representing more than three-fourth in value have not approved the 
scheme of Demerger. 

Accordingly, on 9th October 2020, HLL & HBL has requested the MCA to consider the secured and 
unsecured creditors of HBL as a single class for the purpose of obtaining approval by 3/4th majority 
as stipulated in section 230(6) of the Companies Act 2013, for the proposed Demerger of HBL from 
HLL. The response from the MCA in this regard is awaited. Additionally, HLL has also submitted a 
letter on 9th October, 2020 to the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare [MoHFW] seeking a direction 
from Department of Investment and Public Asset Management [DIPAM] for further course of action.

2.27 HLL Mother & Child Care Hospitals Limited (HMCCHL) is formed as a separate 100% subsidiary of 
HLL on 1st August 2017, as an Special Purpose Vehicle for operationalization of 100 bedded Mother 
& child Hospitals Wings in 20 districts in the state of Uttar Pradesh. As on 31st March 2018, 10000 
shares @ `10/- each is allotted in the name of HLL.

HMCCHL was incorporated as a SPV to implement the Mother & Child Care Hospitals project in 
Government of Uttar Pradesh. However, HMCCHL could not serve the objective for which the SPV 
was set up. 

Considering the fact that maintaining a shell company will necessitate incurring administrative cost 
and legal compliance cost among other incidental costs, the proposal to merge HLL Mother & Child 
Care Hospitals Ltd. with HLL Lifecare Ltd was approved by the Board of Directors adopting the fast-
track procedure for Merger of wholly owned subsidiary company with the holding company under 
Section 233 of the Companies Act, 2013. Subsequently, on 7th August, 2019, HLL had submitted 
the proposal for merger of HMCCHL with HLL for the consideration and approval of the Ministry of 
Health & Family Welfare [MoHFW] and the same is awaited. The subsidiary ceased to be a going 
concern and hence all pre-operative expenditure and preliminary expenses are written off during the 
current year and the parent company has recongnised impairment on investment in the subsidiary.

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2.28 The Company, on 19th March,2014 has acquired 74% of the Equity Share Capital of M/s Goa 
Antibiotics & Pharmaceuticals Limited (GAPL) for a consideration of `708.75 lacs based on a 
due diligence conducted on the company. GAPL was a wholly owned subsidiary company of M/s 
EDC Limited, a Govt. of Goa undertaking and is engaged in the manufacturing & selling of various 
pharmaceuticals products. The consideration paid together with statutory levies is shown as part of 
noncurrent investments.

2.29 The HLL Biotech Limited has already incurred expenses to the extent of `1772.23 lakhs towards 
common infrastructure facilities such as approach road, power and water. It has been decided that 
HLL Medipark Limited to share the above common infrastructure costs in the ratio of 60:40 between 
HLL Medipark Limted and HLL Biotech Limited respectively. The cost has been apportioned, 
however transfer of the share of `1063.34 lakhs to HLL Medipark Limited is pending.

2.31 The subsidiary company GAPL had marketing arrangements with M/s Goa food & Pharma (P) 
limited. The party owes the company an amount of `8.50 Cr as per the terms of Arbitration Award 
out of which `4.13 Cr is towards substantive claims and `4.37Cr towards interest. 

Provision for bad debts amounting to `2.65 Cr only is made towards interest. In case of two other 
parties M/s Emcee Enterprises and M/s Madhur Pharma, also the Company has preferred an 
appeal against them for recovering dues amounting to `55.27 lacs and `15.05 lacs respectively. No 
provision for bad debts has been created for the same.

2.32 On the land leased by Government of Goa in Survey no 47/0 of Village Tuem, over a period it is 
noticed that there are about 45 encroachments reported as on Balance Sheet date. The subsidiary, 
GAPL has taken up the matter with the Revenue /Appropriate Authorities for eviction of these illegal 
structures, encroaching around 15000 Sq. meter area.

2.42 During the year, HLL Lifecare Limited [HLL] has granted temporary loan (Unsecured) under 
the provisions of Sec. 179, Sec. 180, Sec. 185, Sec. 186 and other applicable provisions of the 
Companies Act, 2013 read with rules made there under to M/s. HLL Biotech Limited [HBL] , a wholly 
owned subsidiary company of HLL upto `35 Cr. for meeting various expenditure at a rate of interest 
rate linked to maximum interest rate applicable to Cash Credit facility availed by HLL payable on 
monthly basis.. The balance as on 31.03.2020 is `16.91 Crores.

2.43 Department of Public Enterprises (DPE) vide O.M. No. W-02/0028/2017-DPE (WC)-GL-XIII/17 
dated 3rd Aug, 2017 has communicated the acceptance of pay revision by GOI, as recommended 
by the 3rd Pay Revision Committee (PRC) for the pay revision of board level and below board 
level executives and non-unionised supervisors to be implemented w.e.f 01.01.2017. As per the 
above guidelines maximum ceiling of fitment benefit is 15% of Basic + DA and the ceiling of the 
perks is 35% of the revised basic pay. Accordingly, HLL Infra Tech Services Limited (HITES) made 
a provision of `400 Lakhs were made in FY 2017-18 and the same was approved by the Board of 
directors in 16th Board Meeting held on 30/05/2018. Further, an additional provision for pay revision 
of `387.84 Lacs has also been made in FY 2018-19 (Total provision from 01/01/2017 to 31/03/2019 
`787.84 Lakhs) in order to follow the matching principle of accounting. 

However, decision of implementation could not be completed before 31.03.2020, hence based on 
the assurance given to CAG by the Management, the provision of `787.84 Lakhs has been written 
back in the books of accounts for the FY 2019-20.

For the implementation of the same, Board of Directors has reconstituted a committee consisting 
of Dr Geeta Sharma, Director (F)-HLL, Shri Sanjai Agarwal, COO/CEO (HITES) and Shri Vinaya 
Kumar, SVP (HR)-HLL. Accordingly, a meeting of committee was held on 04.01.2020 and the 
committee recommended the Implementation of Pay Revision to the HITES Board.

In the 23rd Board Meeting held on 19th March 2020, Implementation of the pay revision as per the 
DPE guidelines w.e.f. 01.01.2017 notionally and w.e.f. 01.04.2019 actually with financial implication 
of `3.52 Cr was put up and the Board has decided to defer the implementation of pay revision for 
subsequent Board Meeting. However, the prospective obligation as per the recommendation of the 
committee is recognised as contingent liability of `3.52 Cr in the FY 2019-20.

2.44 As per the provision of Annexure- III of the DPE O.M. No. 2(70)/08-DPE (WC)-GL-XVI/08 dated 
26th Nov, 2008, the PRP would be based on physical and financial performance and will come 
out of profits of the CPSE. 60% of the PRP will be given with the ceiling of 3% of profit before Tax 
(PBT) and 40% of PRP will come from 10% of incremental profit. Incremental profit would mean the 
increase in profit as compared to previous year’s profit. The total PRP, however, will be limited to 
5% of the year’s PBT, which will be for executives as well as non-unionised supervisors in a CPSE.

As per the above guidelines maximum ceiling of PRP is 5% of the year’s profit, accordingly a 
provision of `212.42 Lacs has been made for PRP by HLL Infra Tech Services Limited (HITES) 
during current Financial Year in order to follow the matching principle of accounting.

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As per the matching principle, the expenses should be recorded during the period in which they are 
incurred, regardless of when the transfer of cash occurs. 

However, the liability of the above provision will be discharged after obtaining separate approvals 
from the competent authorities as per the eligibility of the company with reference to the above 
mentioned DPE guidelines.

2.45 HLL Infra Tech Services Limited (HITES) is an executing agency & procurement support agent 
and undertakes the construction and procurements projects related to Hospitals & Medical College 
for the clients. The payment made for construction and procurement are charged to the projects 
held by HITES. The revenue of the company is booked only for the eligible consultancy fee as 
per the agreement with client and as defined in IND AS 115 and not for the gross construction and 
procurement value. Hence the GST credit related to the payments made for the construction and 
procurement for projects are not eligible to HITES.

During the year, an amount of ̀ 11964.99 Lakh (Approx.) towards GST credit against the procurement/
contractor payments is not eligible to HITES and the same is not claimed. However, the same is 
reflected on the GST number of HITES.

2.46 HLL Infra Tech Services Limited (HITES) is claiming refund by adjusting Company’s tax liability 
with TDS receivable of `167.10 Lakh (Approx.) i.e., deducted from the interest on project funds 
and project’s mobilization advances. Since the interest belongs to the projects fund, as per the 
agreement with clients and the TDS deducted on the interest is recorded at the PAN of HITES, the 
same is taken as credit for income tax purpose and the equivalent fund is transferred back to the 
respective project fund.

2.47 Financial information regarding Subsidiaries and Joint Venture as required by Companies Act, 2013 
is given in Annexure I & II.

2.48 HLL Biotech Ltd,  appointed HLL- Infrastructure Development Division (IDD) as Civil Construction 
consultant for setting up the Integrated Vaccine Project in Chengalpattu. HLL- IDD awarded the 
project to M/s Shapoorji Pallonji & Company Pvt Ltd, Chennai through Open Tender Process. SPCPL 
completed the project with a delay of 571 days from the revised scheduled date of completion. 
Dispute arose between the parties  with regard to payments due to SPCPL. SPCPL has filed an 
arbitration claim of Rs. 74.95 Crores against which HLL has filed a counter claim of Rs. 46.07 
Crores.  The arbitration is under progress. The Board of Directors of HBL has approved taking over 
of the arbitration claim of SPCPL as the same is pertaining to the construction of HBL- IVC,the 
arbitration claim is disclosed as contingent liability under HBL Books.

2.49 The Competition Commission of India (CCI) suo moto had initiated (30.9.2014) an investigation 
against ten private manufacturers of male contraceptive products for alleged cartelisation in tenders 
floated by Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MoH&FW) during the period 2010 to 2013 and upon 
investigation the Company was also included as a party to the alleged cartelisation.  All information 
sought from the company was also submitted.  HLL was  granted time till 11.11.2019 to file response 
on the DG Report which was filed on 11.11.2019. In view of the Order dated 14.10.2019 passed 
by the Hon’ble Court of Telangana in W.P. No. 2293 of 2019, staying all further proceedings in the 
matter, the Commission decided to cancel the date of final hearing on DG Report fixed in the matter 
on 20.11.2019. This decision was communicated by the CCI to HLL and other Opposite Parties on   
15.11.2019.

2.50 An amount of Rs. 14 Crores was received by HLL from MoC&I  during November 2016 for setting up 
testing lab for medical equipments at HLL campus, Noida under Assistance to States for Developing 
Export Infrastructure and Allied Activities (ASIDE). As per the sanction, the project is to be completed 
in time bound manner and HLL has to submit the utilisation certificate by 31.03.2018.  The project 
is under construction and utilisation certificates are submitted to MoC&I as stipulated on regular 
basis. The company is yet to get a written approval for extension of time.  Pending completion of 
construction of the project, the amount received is shown as grant received in Advance under other 
current liabilities

C. Financial risk management
The treasury function provides services to the business, co-ordinates access to domestic and international 
financial markets, monitors and manages the financial risks relating to the operations through internal 
risk reports which analyze exposures by degree and magnitude of risks. These risks include market 
risk (including currency risk, interest rate risk and other price risk), credit risk and liquidity risk.The 
Company seeks to minimize the effects of these risks by using derivative financial instruments to hedge 
risk exposures. The use of financial derivatives is governed by the Company’s policies approved by 
the board of directors, which provide written principles on foreign exchange risk, the use of financial 
derivatives, and the investment of excess liquidity. The Company does not enter into or trade financial 
instruments, including derivative financial instruments, for speculative purposes.

D. Market Risk
Market risk is the risk of any loss in future earnings, in realizable fair values or in future cash flows 
that may result from a change in the price of a financial instrument. The Company’s activities expose 
it primarily to the financial risks of changes in foreign currency exchange rates and interest rates. The 
Company actively manages its currency and interest rate exposures through its finance division and 
uses derivative instruments such as forward contracts and currency swaps to mitigate the risks from such 
exposures. The use of derivative instruments is subject to limits and regular monitoring by appropriate 
levels of management.

E. Foreign currency risk management
The Company undertakes transactions denominated in foreign currencies; consequently, exposures to 
exchange rate fluctuations arise. The Company actively manages its currency rate exposures through 
a centralized treasury division and uses derivative instruments such as forward contracts and currency 
swaps to mitigate the risks from such exposures. The use of derivative instruments is subject to limits 
and regular monitoring by appropriate levels of management. The carrying amounts of the Company’s 
foreign currency denominated monetary assets and monetary liabilities at the end of the reporting period 
are given in Note

G. Foreign currency sensitivity analysis
Movement in th e functional currencies of the various operations of the Company against major foreign 
currencies may impact the Company’s revenues from its operations. Any weakening of the functional 
currency may impact the Company’s cost of imports and cost of borrowings and consequently may 
increase the cost of financing the Company’s capital expenditures. The foreign exchange rate sensitivity 
is calculated for each currency by aggregation of the net foreign exchange rate exposure of a currency 
and a simultaneous parallel foreign exchange rates shift in the foreign exchange rates of each currency 
by 2%, which represents management’s assessment of the reasonably possible change in foreign 
exchange rates. The sensitivity analysis includes only outstanding foreign currency denominated 
monetary items and adjusts their translation at the period end for a 2% change in foreign currency rates. 
The sensitivity analysis includes external loans ,where the denomination of the loan is in a currency other 
than the functional currency of the lender or the borrower.

In management’s opinion, the sensitivity analysis is unrepresentative of the inherent foreign exchange 
risk because the exposure at the end of the reporting period does not reflect the exposure during the 
year.

H. Interest rate risk management
The Company is exposed to interest rate risk because it borrow funds at both fixed and floating interest 
rates. The risk is managed by the Company by maintaining an appropriate mix between fixed and floating 
rate borrowings and by the use of interest rate swap contracts. Hedging activities are evaluated regularly 
to align with interest rate views and defined risk appetite, ensuring the most cost-effective hedging 
strategies are applied.

I. Interest rate sensitivity analysis
The sensitivity analysis below have been determined based on the exposure to interest rates for both 
rupee and foreign currency loans at the end of the reporting period. For floating rate liabilities, the 
analysis is prepared assuming that the amount of the liability outstanding at the end of the reporting 
period was outstanding for the whole year. A 25 basis point increase or decrease is used when reporting 
interest rate risk internally to key management personnel and represents management’s assessment of 
the reasonably possible change in interest rates.

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J. Credit risk management
Credit risk refers to the risk that a counter party will default on its contractual obligations resulting in 
financial loss to the Company. Trade receivables consist of a large number of customers, spread across 
diverse industries and geographical areas. The Company’s trade and other receivables consists of a 
large number of customers, across geographies, hence the Company is not exposed to concentration 
risk. The Company makes an allowance for doubtful debts using expected credit loss model and on a 
case to case basis.

The carrying amount of financial assets represents the maximum credit exposure. The maximum 
exposure is the total of the carrying amount of balances with banks, short term deposits with banks, 
trade receivables, margin money and other financial assets excluding equity investments.

K. Fair value Measurement
The management assesses that the fair value of Trade receivables, Cash and Cash equivalents, Bank 
Balances, Security deposits receivable & paid, Loans and advances to employees, other non-derivative 
current financial assets, Trade payables, other current financial liabilities approximate their carrying 
value. 

L. Liquidity Risk
Liquidity risk refers to the risk that the Company cannot meet its financial obligations. The objective of 
liquidity risk management is to maintain sufficient liquidity and ensure that funds are available for use 
as per requirements. The Company invests its surplus funds in bank fixed deposit, which carry minimal 
mark to market risks. The Company also constantly monitors funding options available in the debt and 
capital markets with a view to maintaining financial flexibility.
