Raw Material of the Sheet: DEHP based Medical grade soft PVC granules (manufactured with PVC Resin having K-value 76 and other compounding ingredients as per HLL approved grades/sources and one side embossing. viii. Uniform thickness shall be maintained throughout the roll in the range of 0.40 mm +/- 0.02 mm. There shall not be any thickness variation in the transverse/machine direction throughout the roll.
ix. Recommended weight of one Roll sheet (Bobbin weight + Sheet weight): 20 Kg +/- 0.5 Kg and 200 to 225 Mtrs / Roll.
x. Sheet Winding: Sheet shall be wounded over Bobbin with required tightness to suit the HLL HF Welding Machine.

xv. Packaging & storage: Each roll of sheet must be packed in Polyethylene covers and the same will be packed in good quality Paper board cartons and then the cartons shall be stretch packed to prevent damage during transportation and external contamination.
xvi. Identification shall be provided on each roll with Batch No according to HLL nomenclature.

xviii. 5. The Qualified Vendors of HLL Lifecare Ltd shall stand qualified in the Technical Bid. Vendors who are new to HLL will undergo Vendor Development Protocol for the qualification of material, if they meet the minimum eligibility criteria. Vendors who do not meet the Minimum Eligibility Criteria will be disqualified and their Price bids will not be opened.
6. QUANTITY:-

Rates shall be refixed only when there is a +/- 10% variation from the rates already fixed/ refixed for that material.

9. The Rates shall be filled in the BOQ of GeM Portal. The Price Bid shall be valid for a period of Five years from the date of opening of price bid. No price escalation and no change in terms and conditions will be allowed on any ground till the contract completed.

10. The supplier shall specifically mention all Taxes/Duties/Levies in the Price Bid BOQ. 
11. 21. TERMINATION OF THE CONTRACT
The Purchaser, without prejudice to any other contractual rights and remedies available to it (the Purchaser), may, by written notice of default sent to the Bidder, terminate the contract in whole or in part, if the Bidder fails to perform any other contractual obligation(s) within the time period specified in the contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the purchaser pursuant to Terms & Conditions of this Tender. In the event of the Purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, pursuant to Terms & Conditions, the Purchaser may procure services similar to those cancelled, with such terms and conditions and in such manner as it deems fit and the Bidder shall be liable to the Purchaser for the extra expenditure, if any, incurred by the Purchaser for arranging such procurement.

HLL reserves right to cancel the contract, if the successful bidder fails to adhere the contractual obligations such as,

i. If the successful bidder fail to Execute the Agreement with HLL

ii. If the successful bidder fail to submit the schedule of setting up of the Extrusion Facility
iii. If the successful bidder fail to adhere the time line and delay in setting up of the Extrusion Facility

iv. If the successful bidder fail to supply the PVC Sheet after setting up of the Extrusion Facility as per HLL Requirement.

If the contract is terminated due to the any of the above reasons, the Security Deposit submitted by the party will be forfeited and they will be blacklisted as per the prevailing Purchase Rules. The decision of HLL will be final on this matter.  Unless otherwise instructed by the Purchaser, the Bidder shall continue to perform the contract to the extent not terminated.
22. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES FOR DELAY:-The parties have to abide by delivery schedule given in the supply order      strictly. Penalty for delay @ 0.5% value of the materials per week of delay subject to a maximum of 7.5% of the value of the supply order will be imposed, if equipment is accepted by the Company after the stipulated delivery period.

23. FORCE MAJEURE:- For purposes of this Clause “Force Majeure” means an event beyond the  control  of  the  Tenderer  and  not  involving  the  Tenderer’s  fault  or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but are not limited to, acts of the HLL either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, as or revolutions, fires,  floods,  epidemics,  quarantine  restrictions and freight embargoes. If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Tenderer shall promptly notify in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Tenderer shall  continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the force majeure event.
Notwithstanding the provisions contained in Terms & Conditions, the Bidder shall not be liable for imposition of any such sanction so long the delay and/or failure of the Bidder in fulfilling its obligations under the contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.

For purposes of this clause, Force Majeure means an event beyond the control of the Bidder and not involving the Bidder’s fault or negligence and which is not foreseeable and not brought about at the instance of, the party claiming to be affected by such event and which has caused the non–performance or delay in performance. Such events may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the Purchaser either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or revolutions, hostility, acts of public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes excluding by its employees , lockouts excluding by its management, and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Bidder shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof within seven days of occurrence of such event. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Bidder shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event.

If the performance in whole or in part or any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by any reason of Force Majeure for a period exceeding sixty days, either party may at its option terminate the contract Termination of this agreement for whatever reason shall not affect the obligation/ liabilities of both the parties accrued hereunder in respect of matters at the time of the agreement.

In case due to a Force Majeure event the Purchaser is unable to fulfill its contractual commitment and responsibility, the Purchaser will notify the Bidder accordingly and subsequent actions shall be taken on similar lines described in above sub- paragraphs. 

24. TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY:-The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written  notice to the Tenderer, if the Tenderer becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to the  Tenderer, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.

26. The tender is liable to be suspended or cancelled at any time at the discretion of the company without assigning any reason.
27. RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES:- If dispute or difference of any kind shall arise between the Purchaser and the Bidder in connection with or relating to the contract, the parties shall make every effort to resolve the same amicably by mutual consultations.


If the parties fail to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual consultations within twenty one days of its occurrence the same shall be referred for arbitration to a Sole arbitrator to be appointed by the C&MD, of the Purchaser Arbitration shall be conducted as per the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 or any statutory modification or re-enactment thereof for the time be in force. The arbitrator shall give a reasoned award. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties to this contract. The jurisdiction of any disputed, suits and proceedings arising out of this IFB shall be only in the court of Thiruvananthapuram. The language of the proceedings shall be English.

Price Bid Format
The Bidder is required to login to the e-procurement portal and download the listed documents from the website as mentioned in IFB. Bidder shall save it in     their system and undertake the necessary preparatory work off-line and upload the completed bid at his convenience before the closing date and time of submission.

The bidder is expected to examine carefully all instructions, Conditions of Contract, Contract Data, Forms, Terms, Technical Specifications, Bill of Quantities, Annexure and Drawings in the Bid Document. Failure to comply with the requirements of Bid Document shall be at the Bidder’s own risk.

19. SECURITY DEPOSIT/PERFORMANCE SECURITY 
Within thirty (30) days from date of the issue of notification of award by the Purchaser, the Bidder, shall furnish Performance Security to the Purchaser for an amount equal to three percent (3%) of the total value of the contract, valid up to 60 days after the date of completion of contract period / all contractual obligations by the Service provide.

The Performance security shall be denominated in Indian Rupees.

a)    It shall be in any one of the forms namely RTGS / NIFT. The validity of Bank Guarantee will be for a period up to sixty (60) days beyond respective contract Period.

In the event of any failure /default of the Bidder with or without any quantifiable loss to the Purchaser the amount of the performance security is liable to be forfeited. The Bidder shall enter into contract agreement with the purchaser within 14 days upon issuance of notification of Award. The Purchaser will release the Performance Security without any interest to the Bidder on completion of the contract period including submission of satisfactory certificates received from Hospital authorities towards preventive maintenance and breakdown maintenance services rendered by the contractor during contract period.

20. SUB CONTRACTS
The Bidder shall notify the Purchaser in writing of all sub contracts awarded under the contract if not already specified in its bid. Such notification, in its original tender or later, shall not relieve the Bidder from any of its liability or obligation under the terms and conditions of the contract. Sub contract shall be only for bought out items and sub-assemblies.

21. PRICES
Prices to be charged by the bidder for performing the scope of work mentioned in the IFB in terms of the contract shall not vary from the corresponding prices quoted by the bidder during the contract period. 

The variation in price on account of change in Rawmaterial cost shall be done as per Clause 8 of Terms & Conditions.
22. TAXES & DUTIES
Bidder shall charge the taxes, duties, fees, levies etc. separately and shall be mentioned separately in the Price Bid. The Rate of these shall be as per the prevailing Rate.
23. TERMS & MODE OF PAYMENT
Payment shall be made by RTGS within 30 days of receipt, inspection and acceptance of the material.
24. DELAY IN BIDDERS PERFORMANCE
The Bidder shall perform the contract under the contract within the Timeline specified in the IFB and schedule given by the Purchaser and as incorporated in the contract.

Subject to the provision under Terms & Conditions, any unexcused delay by the Bidder in maintaining its contractual obligations towards performance of services shall render the Bidder liable to any or all of the following sanctions:

(i) Imposition of liquidated damages or

(ii) Forfeiture of its performance security and

(iii) Termination of the contract for default.

If at any time during the currency of the contract, the Bidder encounters conditions hindering timely performance of services, the Bidder shall promptly inform the Purchaser in writing about the same and its likely duration and make a request to the Purchaser for extension of the contract schedule accordingly. (b) That no increase in price on account of any ground, whatsoever, including any stipulation in the contract for increase in price on any other ground and, also including statutory increase in or fresh imposition of applicable taxes or on account of any other tax or duty which may be levied in respect of services specified in the contract, which takes place after the date of contract period stipulated in the contract shall be admissible on such of the said services as are performed after the date of the contract period stipulated in the contract.

(c) But nevertheless, the Purchaser shall be entitled to the benefit of any decrease in price on account of reduction in or remission of applicable taxes or any other duty or tax or levy or on account of any other grounds, which takes place after the expiry of the service period stipulated in the contract.

25. TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT
The Purchaser, without prejudice to any other contractual rights and remedies  available to it (the Purchaser), may, by written notice of default sent to the Bidder, terminate the contract in whole or in part, if the Bidder fails to perform any other contractual obligation(s) within the time period specified in the contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the purchaser pursuant to Terms & Conditions, Clause 21. In the event of the Purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, pursuant to Terms & Conditions, the Purchaser may procure services similar to those cancelled, with such terms and conditions and in such manner as it deems fit and the Bidder shall be liable to the Purchaser for the extra expenditure, if any, incurred by the Purchaser for arranging such procurement.

26. Termination for convenience

· To get any portion of the balance completed and delivered at the contract terms, conditions and prices; and/or

· To cancel the remaining portion of the services and compensate the Bidder by paying an agreed amount for the cost incurred by the Bidder towards the remaining portion of the goods and services.

27. NOTICES
Notice, if any, relating to the contract given by one party to the other, shall be sent in writing or by E-Mail and confirmed in writing. The procedure will also provide the sender of the notice, the proof of receipt of the notice by the receiver. The addresses of the parties for exchanging such notices will be the addresses as incorporated in the contract.

The effective date of a notice shall be either the date when delivered to the recipient or the effective date specifically mentioned in the notice, whichever is later.

Preamble

HLL intends to award, under laid down organizational procedures, Purchase orders / contract/s against Tender /Work Order /Purchase Order No.

desires full compliance with all relevant laws and regulations, and the principles of economic use of resources, and of fairness and transparency in its relations with its 
Bidder/s and Contractor/s.
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NOW, THEREFORE,

To avoid all forms of corruption by following a system that is fair, transparent and free from any influence/prejudiced dealings prior to, during and subsequent to the currency of the contract to be entered into with a view to:-

1. Enable HLL to obtain the desired materials/ stores/equipment/ work/ project done at a competitive price in conformity with the defined specifications by avoiding the high cost and the distortionary impact of corruption on public procurement; and

2. Enable the Bidder to abstain from bribing or indulging in any corrupt practice in order to secure the contract by providing assurance to them that their competitors will also abstain from bribing and other corrupt practices and HLL will commit to prevent corruption, in any form, by its officials by following transparent procedures. The parties hereto hereby agree to enter into this Integrity Pact and agree as follows:

Clause.1. Commitments of HLL

1.1 HLL undertakes that HLL and/or its Associates (i.e. employees, agents, consultants, advisors, etc.) will not demand, take a promise for or accept, directly or through intermediaries, any bribe, consideration, gift, reward, favour or any material or immaterial benefit or any other advantage from the bidder, either for themselves or for any person, organization or third party related to the contract in exchange for an advantage in the bidding process, bid evaluation, contracting or implementation process related to the contract.

Further, such an Associate may be debarred from further dealings related to the contract process. In such a case, while an enquiry is being conducted by HLL the proceedings under the contract would not be stalled.
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Clause 2. Commitments of BIDDERs/ CONTRACTORs

2. The BIDDER commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corrupt practices, unfair means and illegal activities during any stage of its bid or during any pre-contract or post-contract stage in order to secure the contract or in furtherance to secure it and in particular commit itself to the following:-

The BIDDER shall not lend to or borrow any money from or enter into any monetary dealings or transactions, directly or indirectly, with any employee of HLL.

The BIDDER will not collude with other parties interested in the contract to impair the transparency, fairness and progress of the bidding process, bid evaluation, contracting and implementation of the contract, and will not enter into any undisclosed agreement or understanding with other Bidders, whether formal or informal. This applies in particular to prices, specifications, certifications, subsidiary contracts, submission or non-submission of bids or any other actions to restrict competitiveness or to introduce cartelization in the bidding process.

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The responsibility of the IEM(s) shall be to review independently and objectively, whether and to what extent the parties comply with the obligations under this Pact.

The IEM(s) shall not be subject to instructions by the representatives of the parties and perform their functions neutrally and independently.

Both the parties accept that the IEM(s) have the right to access all the documents relating to the project/ procurement, including minutes of meetings.

As soon as the IEM(s) notices, or has reason to believe, a violation of this pact, he will so inform the CEO/CMD.

The BIDDER(S) accepts that the IEM(s) have the right to access without restriction to all project documentation of HLL including that provided by the BIDDER. The BIDDER will also grant the IEM(s), upon his request and demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to his project

The IEM(s) shall be under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents of the BIDDER/ Subcontractor(s) with confidentiality.

HLL will provide to the IEM(s) sufficient information about all meetings among the parties related to the Project provided such meeting could have an impact on the contractual relation between the parties. The parties will offer to the IEM(s) option to participate in such meetings.

The IEM(s) will submit a written report to the CEO/CMD of HLL within 8 to 10 weeks from the date of reference or intimation to him by HLL/BIDDER and, should consent arise, submit proposals for correcting problematic situations.

Clause.8. Subcontractor(s)

If HLL obtains knowledge of conduct of a Bidder, Contractor or Subcontractor, or of an employee or a representative or an associate of a Bidder, Contractor or Subcontractor which constitutes corruption, or if HLL has substantive suspicion in this regard, HLL will inform the same to the Chief Vigilance Officer.

Clause.9. Facilitation of Investigation

In case of any allegation of violation of any provisions of this Pact or payment of commission, HLL or its agencies shall be entitled to examine all the documents, including the Books of Accounts of the BIDDER and the BIDDER shall provide necessary information and documents in English and shall extend all possible help for the purpose of such examination.

Clause.10. Law and Place of Jurisdiction

Both the Parties agree that this Pact is subject to Indian Law. The place of performance and hence this Pact shall be subject to Chennai Jurisdiction.

Clause.11. Other legal Actions

The actions stipulated in the Integrity Pact are without prejudice to any other legal action that may follow in accordance with the provisions of the extant law in force relating to any civil or criminal proceedings.
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Clause.12. Validity and Duration of the Agreement

This Pact begins when both parties have legally signed it. It expires for the Contractor/Successful bidder 12 months after the last payment under the contract or the complete execution of the contract to the satisfaction of the both HLL and the BIDDER /Seller, including warranty period, whichever is later, and for all other Bidders/unsuccessful bidders 6 months after the contract has been awarded.

If any claim is made / lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be valid despite the lapse of this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged / determined by Chairman and Managing Director of HLL.

Clause. 13. Other provisions

13.1 Changes and supplements as well as termination notices need to be made in writing. Both the Parties declare that no side agreements have been made to this Integrity Pact.

13.1 Should one or several provisions of this agreement turn out to be invalid, the remainder of this agreement remains valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their original intentions
