INSTRUCTION TO BIDDERS

A. INTRODUCTION 
1. DEFINITIONS
a) “The Purchaser” means HLL Lifecare Limited, AkkulamFactory, SreekariyamP.O, Thiruvananthapuram-695017, Kerala, India.

b) “The Bidder”  means the individualor firm who participates in the tender and

c) Submits its bid.

d) “The supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the goods under the contract.

e) “The Goods” means all equipment, machinery, and/or other materials which the supplier is required to supply to the purchaser under the contract.

f) “The Letter of Intent” means the intention of the Purchaser to place the Purchase order on the bidder.

g) “The Purchase Order” means the order placed by the purchaser on the Supplier signed by the Purchaser including all attachments and appendices there to and all documents incorporated by reference therein. The purchase order shall be deemed as “Contract” appearing in the document.
h) “The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the purchase order for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations.
2. ELIGIBLE BIDDERS

3.  COST OF BIDDING

13.1 Pursuant to ITB Clause 10, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing the conformity to the bidding documents of all goods and services which the bidder proposes to supply under the contract.

14.4 The bid security of the unsuccessful bidder will be discharged/returned as promptly as possible but not later than 30 days after the expiry of the period of the bid validity  prescribed pursuant to clause 15.1. 
14.5 SSI/MSME units interested in availing exemption from payment of bid security should submit a valid copy of their registration certificate issued by the concerned DIC or NSIC/Udyog Aadhaar. If the bidder is a MSME, it shall declare in the bid document the Udyog Aadhar Memorandum Number issued to it under the MSME Act, 2006. If a MSME bidder do not furnish the UAM Number along with bid documents, such MSME unit will not be eligible for the benefits available under Public Procurement Policy for MSEs Order 2012. 16. FORMAT AND SIGNING OF BID

19. MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 

19.1 The bidder may modify or withdraw its bid after the bid submission, provided that written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received  by the Purchaser prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids. 

19.2 The bidder’s modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and dispatched in accordance with the provisions of ITB Clause 17.   A withdrawal notice may also be sent by fax or email but followed by a signed confirmation copy, post-marked not later than the deadline for submission of bids. 

19.3 No bid may be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of  bids. 

19.4 No bid may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for submission of  bids and the expiration of  the period of bid validity  specified by the bidder in the Bid Document. 
D. BID OPENING

20. OPENING OF BIDS BY PURCHASER 
20.1 The  Purchaser  will  open  all  bids,  in  the  presence  of  bidder's  representatives who choose to attend, at 15.30 IST on 07th  September, 2020 on the date,time and place indicated in the bid document.
20.2 The bidder’s representatives who are present shall sign a register evidencing their attendance. In the event of the specified date of bid opening being declared a holiday for the Purchaser, the bids shall be opened at the appointed time and location on the next working day. 

20.3 The bidder’s names, modifications, bid withdrawals and the presence or   absence of the requisite documents and such other details as the Purchaser, at its discretion, may consider appropriate will be announced at the opening. No bid shall be rejected at bid opening, except for late bids, which shall be returned unopened to the bidder pursuant to ITB   Clause 17. 
20.4 The Purchaser will prepare minutes of the bid opening 
20.5 The “Price Bid” (Cover B) will be opened after evaluation of “Technical  bids” (Cover A) and the date and time of opening of price bid will be intimated to bidders whose bids are responsive and selected by the Purchaser. 
20.6  The purchaser will scrutinize the technical bid for compliance to the specifications and documentation requirement as per the bid document.  Purchaser will depute its competent officers to the premises of the bidder qualified on the basis of technical scrutiny, for on-site evaluation of the claims made in the technical bid, if deemed appropriate on purchaser’s sole  discretion.  The  bidders  will  be  short-listed  on  the  basis  of responsiveness of technical bid as well as report of on-site technical  evaluation. The price bid of the bidders who are disqualified at the  technical scrutiny and on-site evaluation will be returned un-opened. The  on-site evaluation may include the inspection of the specimen model of  the equipment. The short listed bidders will be informed about the time, date and venue of the price bid opening. The successful bidder shall be  identified on the basis of lowest evaluated substantially responsive bid. 
21. CLARIFICATION OF BIDS 
During evaluation of bids, the Purchaser may, at its discretion, ask the bidder for a clarification of its bid.   The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing and no change in prices or substance of the bid shall be sought, offered or permitted. 

22. PRELIMINARY EXAMINATION 
22.1 The Purchaser will examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether the documents have been properly signed, and whether the bids are generally in order. 

22.2 Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis.   If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be corrected. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words will prevail.   If the bidder does not accept the correction of the errors, its bid will be rejected. 
22.3 The Purchaser may waive any minor informality or non-conformity or irregularity in a bid, which does not constitute a material deviation, provided such a waiver does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of   any bidder. 
22.4 Prior to the detailed evaluation pursuant to Clause ITB 21, the purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the bidding documents. For purposes of these clauses a substantially responsive bid is one which conforms to all the terms and conditions of the bidding documents without material deviations. Deviations from or objections or reservations to critical provisions such as those concerning Warranty, Force Majeure, Applicable law  and Taxes and Duties   will be deemed to be material deviation. The purchaser’s determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence. 

22.5 If a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Purchaser and  may  not  subsequently  be  made  responsive  by  the  bidder  by correction of the non-conformity. 
23. EVALUATION AND COMPARISON OF BIDS
23.1 The Purchaser will evaluate and compare bids previously determined to be substantially responsive, pursuant to ITB Clause 20.6.
23.2 Spare parts and after sales service facilities in India:


24. CONTACTING THE PURCHASER 
24.1 No bidder shall contact the Purchaser on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of the bid opening to the time the contract is awarded. If the bidder wishes to bring additional information to the notice of the purchaser it should do so in writing. 

24.2 Any effort by a bidder to influence the purchaser in its decisions on bid evaluation, bid comparison, or selection may result in the rejection of the bidders bid. 

E. AWARD OF CONTRACT 

25. POST QUALIFICATION 
25.1 The determination will be taken into account the bidders financial, technical and production capabilities. It will be based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the bidder’s qualifications submitted by the bidder, pursuant to ITB Clause 13 as well as such other information as the Purchaser deems necessary and appropriate. 

25.2 An affirmative determination will be a prerequisite for award of the contract to the bidder. A negative determination will result in rejection of the bidders bid, in which event the Purchaser will proceed to the next lowest evaluated bid to make a similar determination of that bidder’s capabilities to perform satisfactorily. 

26. AWARD CRITERIA 
Subject to ITB Clause 29, the Purchaser will award the contract to the successful bidder whose bid has been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined as the lowest evaluated bid,    provided further that the bidder is determined to be qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily.
27. PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO VARY QUANTITIES AT TIME OF AWARD 
The Purchaser reserves the right at the time of award of contract to increase or decrease the quantity of equipment and its parts and accessories, wherever applicable, and services originally specified in the bid document without any change in unit price or other terms and conditions
28. PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT  ALL BIDS 
The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders.
29. NOTIFICATION OF AWARD 
29.1 Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser will notify the successful bidder in writing by registered letter or by fax or email to be confirmed, that its bid had been accepted. 

29.2 The notification of award will constitute the formation of the contract
30. SIGNING OF CONTRACT AGREEMENT 
The successful bidder has to sign the duplicate copy of the Letter of Intent (LOI) / Purchase Order (PO), which will be considered as the confirmation of acceptance of LOI / PO.  Within 14 days of receipt of LOI / PO, the successful bidder shall sign the copy of LOI / PO and return it to the Purchaser. 
31. PURCHASE ORDER SECURITY
The supplier shall furnish Purchase Order Security in the form of Bank Guarantee (from Scheduled Banks in case of domestic suppliers and from international banks with branches  in India ,in case of  overseas suppliers) to the purchaser for an amount equal to 5% of the value of Purchase Order within 14 days from the date of issue of a Letter of Intent / Purchase Order by the Purchaser.

The proceeds of the Purchase Order Security shall be payable to the Purchaser as compensation for failure to complete its obligations under the contract. 32. DELAYS IN DESIGN, MANUFACTURE, SUPPLY, INSTALLATION, VALIDATION AND COMMISSIONING OF INJECTION MOULDING MACHINE 90/125 Ton.
32.1 Delivery, Installation, Validation and Commissioning of the equipment and its parts and accessories shall be made by the Supplier within the stipulated delivery date as specified in the purchase order / work order / contract, from the date of placing the date of Order. If at any time during performance of the Contract, the Supplier should encounter conditions impeding timely Delivery, Installation, Validation and Commissioning of the Injection Moulding Machine 90/125 Ton, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the Supplier's notice, the Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at its discretion extend the Supplier's time for performance, with or without penalty. 

32.2 A delay by the Supplier in the performance of its Delivery, Installation, Validation and Commissioning obligations shall render the Supplier liable to the imposition of penalty pursuant to agreement, unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to agreement without the application of liquidated damages. 

32.3 If the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the equipment or its parts or perform the Services within the time period(s) specified in the Purchase Order, the purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies under the Contract, deduct from the Contract Price, as penalty, a sum equivalent to the percentage specified in the purchase order. 

33. PAYMENT TERMS
Payment terms is as follows

1. 70% of the payment shall be released against supply and acceptance of equipment at HLL site and certified  by HLL Officials, 

2. 20% of the payment shall be released after Installation, Commissioning and acceptance of the system by HLL Officials

Balance 10% will be retained as Retention Money which shall be released only after one year from the date of commissioning or against a Performance Bank Guarantee from a scheduled bank for an amount equivalent to 10% value of supply part, valid for a period of three year (warranty period) from the date of the issue of final machine commissioning and acceptance certificate issued by HLL.
B.  INSTALLATION
1. 100% of work order against successful SAT
33.1 Test Reports (wherever applicable) are to be forwarded along with the original invoices.

33.2 Payment shall be made in Indian rupee for domestic bidders. Foreign bidder has to mention the currency. (Any freely Convertible Currencies only.) 

33.3 All other Statutory levies, such as Taxes, duties, IT, ST & PF, ESI of the work men etc (are inclusive) will be deducted from bill, as applicable in the case of domestic bidders
C. Normally HLL does not entertain any advance payment. However the bidder can indicate advance payment in the payment terms, if required. In this contract the following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:

a) “The Contract” means the agreement entered into between the Purchaser and the Supplier as recorded in the Contract Form signed by the parties, including all the attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein; 

b) “The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the Contract for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations; 

c) “The Goods” means all the products, equipment, machinery, and/or other materials which the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the Contract; 

d) “Services” means services ancillary to the supply of the Goods, such as transportation and insurance, and other incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training and other obligations of the Supplier covered under the contract; 

e) “GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract contained in this 
section. 

f) “SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract. 

g) “The Purchaser” means the Organization purchasing the Goods, as named in SCC; 

h) “The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the Goods under this Contract;

i) “Day” means calendar day.

j) “Delivery period” means the period applicable upto completion of supply; installation and testing by the supplier  at  the required location mentioned in  purchase order  and accepted by the Purchaser. 
2. APPLICATION 
These General Conditions shall apply to the extent that they are not superseded by provisions in other parts of the Contract. 

3. STANDARDS 

The Goods supplied under this Contract shall conform to the standards mentioned in the Technical Specifications, and, when no applicable standard is mentioned, to the authoritative standard appropriate to the Goods’ country of origin and such standards shall be the latest issued by the concerned institution. 

4. USE OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND INFORMATION 

3.1 The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the Contract, or any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample or information furnished by or on behalf of the Purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the Supplier in performance of the Contract. Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall extend only so far as may be necessary for purposes of such performance. 

3.2 The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser’s prior written consent, make use of any document or information enumerated in GCC Clause 4.1 except for purposes of performing the Contract. 

3.3 Any document, other than the Contract itself, enumerated in GCC clause 4.1 shall remain the property of the Purchaser and shall be returned (in all copies) to the Purchaser on completion of the supplier’s performance under the Contract if so required by the Purchaser. 

4. PATENT RIGHTS 

The Supplier shall indemnify the Purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design rights arising from use of the Goods or any part thereof in India. 

5. INSPECTION AND TESTS 

5.1 The Purchaser or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or  to test the Goods to confirm their conformity to the Contract at no extra cost of the Purchaser. The Special conditions of Contract and/or the Technical Specifications shall specify what inspections and tests the Purchaser requires and where they are to be conducted. The Purchaser shall notify the Supplier in writing of the identity of any representatives retained for these purposes. 

5.2 The inspections and test may be conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s), at point of delivery and/or at the Goods final destination. Where conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s),  all  reasonable  facilities  and  assistance  including access to drawings and production data - shall be furnished to the inspectors at no charge to the Purchaser. 

5.3  Should  any  inspected  or  tested  Goods  fail  to  conform  to  the specifications, the Purchaser may reject them and the Supplier shall either replace the rejected Goods or make all alternations necessary to meet specification requirements free of cost to the Purchaser. 

5.4 The Purchasers right to inspect, test and, where necessary, reject the Goods’ arrival in at site shall in no way be limited or waived by reason of the Goods having previously been inspected, tested and passed by the Purchaser or its representative prior to the Goods dispatched. 

6. PACKING 

6.1 The Supplier shall provide such packing of the Goods as is required to  prevent  their  damage  or  deterioration  during  transit  to  their  final  destination as indicated in the Contract. The packing shall be sufficient  to  withstand,  without  limitation,  rough  handling  during  transit  and exposure to extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit  and  open  storage.  Packing case size and weights shall take  into consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the Goods final  destination and the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit. 

6.2 The  packing,  marking  and  documentation  within  and  outside  the packages shall comply strictly with such special requirements as shall be provided in the agreement / purchase order including additional requirements, if any,  specified in SCC and in any subsequent instructions ordered by the Purchaser. 

7. DELIVERY AND DOCUMENTS 

7.1 Delivery, Installation, Testing and Commissioning of the Vacuum Sealing Machine shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the terms specified in the purchase order by the Purchaser. The details of dispatching and/or other documents to be furnished by the supplier are specified in the purchase order, if any.
7.2 Delivery of the goods and the documents shall be in line with the Completion period, specified in the Instruction To Bidder (ITB) Clause 33. Factory Acceptance Test (FAT) shall be completed before the dispatch of the goods. 

8. INSURANCE 

The Goods Supplied under the Contract shall be fully insured (as specified in work order / purchase order / contract) against  the  loss  or  damage  incidental  to  manufacture  or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery in the manner specified in the Special Conditions of Contract. 

9. INCIDENTAL SERVICES 

The supplier may be required to provide any or all of the following services, including additional services, if any, specified in SCC: 

a) Performance or supervision of the on-site assembly and/or start-up of the supplied goods 

b) Furnishing of tools required for assembly and/or maintenance of the supplied goods; 

c) Furnishing of detailed operations and maintenance manual 
d) performance or supervision or maintenance and/or repair of the supplied Goods, for a period of time agreed by the parties, provided that this service shall not relieve the Supplier of any warranty obligations under this Contract; and
e) Training of the Purchaser’s Personnel, at the Supplier’s plant and/or on-site, in assembly, start-up, operation, maintenance and/or repair of the supplied Goods.
10. TRAINING 
Training of the Purchaser’s Personnel, at the Supplier’s plant and/or on-site shall be carried out  in assembly, start-up, operation, maintenance and/or repair of the supplied Goods after successful installation, testing, commissioning of the goods. Supplier shall provide necessary training materials and documents.
11. SPARE PARTS 
As specified in the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC) and Technical Specification, the Supplier may be  required to provide any or all of the following materials and notifications and information pertaining to spare parts manufactured or distributed by the Supplier: 

a. Such spare parts as the Purchaser may select to purchase from the Supplier, providing that this selection shall not relieve the Supplier of any warranty obligations under the Contract; and 
b. In the event of termination of production of the spare parts: 

i. Advance notification to the Purchaser of the pending termination, in  sufficient  time  to permit  the  Purchaser  to  procure  needed requirements; and
ii. Following such termination, furnishing at no cost to the Purchaser, the blueprints, drawings and specifications of the spare parts, if and when requested. 

12. WARRANTY 

12.1 The Supplier warrants that the Goods supplied under this Contract are of the most recent or current models and incorporate all 
recent improvements in design and materials unless provided otherwise in the Contract. The supplier further warrants that the Goods supplied under this Contract shall have no defect arising from design, materials or workmanship (except when the design and/or material is required by the Purchaser’s specifications) or from any act or omission of the Supplier, that may develop under normal use of the supplied Goods in conditions obtaining in the country of final destination 

12.2 This warranty shall remain valid for minimum THREE YEARS, as applicable, after the Goods or any portion thereof as  the  case may  be,  have  been  delivered  to  and accepted/ installed & commissioned at the final destination indicated in the Contract. 

12.3 The Purchaser shall promptly notify the supplier in writing of any claims arising under this warranty. 

12.4 Upon  receipt  of  such  notice,  the  Supplier  shall,  within  the  period specified in SCC, and with all reasonable speed, repair or replace the defective Goods or parts thereof, without cost to the Purchaser.
12.5 If the Supplier, having been notified, fails to remedy the defect(s) within the period specified in SCC, within a reasonable period, the Purchaser may proceed to take such remedial action as may be necessary, at the Supplier’s risk and expense and without prejudice to any other rights which the Purchaser may have against the Supplier under the contract. 
13. PRICES 

Prices charged by the Supplier for  Goods  delivered  and  Services performed under the Contract shall not vary from the prices quoted by  
the Supplier in its bid, with the exception of any prices adjustments 
authorized in the special Conditions of Contract or in the Purchaser’s request for bid validity extensions, as the case may be. 
14. CHANGE IN PURCHASE ORDERS 

14.1 The Purchaser may at any time by written order given to the Supplier, make changes within the general scope of the Contract in any one or more of the following: 

a) drawings, designs or specifications, where Goods to be furnished  under  the Contract are to be specifically manufactured for the Purchaser; 

b) method of shipping or packing 

c) services to be provided by the Supplier. 

15.2 If any such changes cause an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for, the Supplier’s performance of any provisions under the Contract, an equitable adjustment shall be made in the Contract Price or delivery schedule, or  both,  and  the  Contract  shall  accordingly  be amended. Any claims by the Supplier for adjustment under this clause must be asserted within thirty (30) days from the date of the Supplier’s receipt of the Purchaser’s change order. 

15. CONTRACT AMENDMENTS 

Subject to GCC Clause 19, no variation in or modification of the terms of the Contract shall be made except by written amendment signed by the parties. 

16. ASSIGNMENT 

The Supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the contract, except with the Purchaser’s prior written
consent. 

17. SUBCONTRACTS 

The supplier shall notify the Purchaser in writing of all subcontracts awarded under the contract if not already specified in his bid. Such notification, in his original bid or later, shall not relieve the Supplier from any liability or obligation under the contract. 

18. DELAYS IN THE SUPPLIER’S PERFORMANCE
18.1 Delivery of the Goods and performance of the services shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the time schedule specified by the purchaser in its purchase order. In case the supply is not completed in the stipulated delivery period, as indicated in the Purchase Order, purchaser reserves the right either to short close /cancel this purchase order and/or recover liquidated damage charges. The cancellation/short closing of the order shall be at the risk and responsibility of the supplier and purchaser reserves the right to purchase balance unsupplied item at the risk and cost of the defaulting vendors.

18.2 Delay by the Supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the Supplier liable to any or all of the following sanctions: for feature of its Security Deposit, imposition of liquidated damages and/or termination of the contract for default.

18.3 If at any time during the performance of the contract, the supplier encounters condition impending timely delivery of the goods and performance of service, the Supplier shall promptly notify to the Purchaser in writing the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon  as practicable after receipt of the supplier’s notice, the Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at its  discretion extend the period for performance of the contract (by not more than 20weeks)  subject to furnishing of additional performance security by the supplier @ 5% of  the total value of  the Purchase Order.

18.4 If the supplies are not completed in the extended delivery period, the purchase order shall be short-closed and both the Performance securities shall be forfeited.
19. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 

If the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Goods or to perform the Services within the period(s) specified in the Contract, the Purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies under the Contract, deduct from the Contract Price, as liquidated damages, a sum equivalent to 0.5 percent of the value of order per week of delay subject  to a maximum deduction of 7.5%.  Once  the  maximum  is reached, the Purchaser may consider termination of the Contract.
20. TERMINATION BY DEFAULT 

20.1 The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of  contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, terminate the  Contract in whole or part; 
a) if the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period(s) specified in the Contract,  or within any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser, or 

b) if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract. 
20.2 In the event the Purchaser terminates the Contract in whole or in part,  the Purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it  deems appropriate, Goods or Services similar to those undelivered, and  the Supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess costs for  such  similar  Goods.  However, the Supplier shall continue the performance of the Contract to the extent not terminated. 
20.3 In  the event of such termination of contract, the purchaser will be entitled to invoke Purchase Order Security provided by the supplier in the form of Bank Guarantee as mentioned in ITB Clause 31
21. FORCE MAJEURE 

21.1 For purposes of this Clause “Force Majeure” means an event beyond the  control  of  the  Supplier  and  not  involving  the  Supplier’s  fault  or 
negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but are not 
limited to, acts of the Purchaser either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, as or revolutions, fires,  floods,  epidemics,  quarantine  restrictions and freight embargoes. 
21.2 If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof. Unless 
otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing,  the  Supplier  shall  
continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the force majeure event. 
22. TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY 

The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written  
notice to the Supplier, if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise 
insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to the  
Supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser. 

23. RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES 

23.1 The Purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve  amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute  
arising between them under or in connection with the Contract. 

23.2 If, after thirty (30)  days from the commencement  of  such informal  negotiations, the Purchaser and the Supplier have been unable to resolve amicably a Contract dispute, either party may require that the dispute be referred for resolution to the formal mechanisms specified in the Special Conditions of Contract. These mechanisms may include, but or not limited to, conciliation mediated by a third Party, adjudication in an agreed national forum, and national arbitration. 

23.3 The jurisdiction of any disputes, suits and proceeding arising out of the tender shall be only in the court of Thiruvananthapuram.

24. GOVERNING LANGUAGE 

 The contract shall be written in English language. English language version of the Contract shall govern its interpretation. All correspondence and documents pertaining to the Contract which are exchanged by the parties shall be written in the same language. 

25. APPLICABLE LAW 

The Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the India Law. 

26. NOTICES 

26.1 Any notice given by one party to the other pursuant to this Contract shall be sent to other party in writing or by fax or email and confirmed in writing to the other Party’s address specified in Special Conditions of Contract
26.2 A notice shall be effective when delivered or on the notice’s effective date, whichever is later. 

27.  TAXES AND DUTIES 

Suppliers shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, license fees, octroi  etc.,  incurred  until  Delivery, Installation, Testing and Commissioning  of  the  contracted  equipment Injection Moulding Machine 90/125 Ton to  the 
Purchaser. 
Deputy General Manager (Materials)
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SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

The following Special Conditions of Contract shall supplement the General Conditions of Contract. Whenever there is a conflict, the provisions herein shall prevail over those in the General Conditions of contract. 1. DEFINITIONS

The following inspection procedures  and tests are required by the Purchaser;  the  supplier shall get  inspected  in manufacturer’s  works  and  submit  a  test  certificate  and  also guarantee/warranty certificate that the equipment conforms to laid down specifications. 

3. INSURANCE 
Add as Clause 9 to the GCC the following:
