THIS AGREEMENT IS MADE ON __th DAY OF JULY 2019
Ms./Mrs.____________________________D/W/S/o Mr. _____________ Residing at_____________________________,Rank obtained----------------- (hereinafter called the “Candidate”)  agree to undergo the 6 months Bridge Course Training Program in Program Study Centre certified by IGNOU and on successful completion of Bridge Course, I may be positioned as Community Health Officers (CHOs) for a period of three (3) years deployed in the “Govt. of Himachal Pradesh notified Health & Wellness Centres” (HWCs) by HLL Lifecare Ltd (HLL).

Whereas, State Mission Director, National Health Mission – Himachal Pradesh has engaged HLL to select eligible candidates for attending Bridge Course Programme conducted by Indira Gandhi National Open University [IGNOU] and funded by NHM.

Whereas HLL has agreed to provide the services   for which NHM has engaged HLL as mentioned above.

Whereas HLL has selected candidates to undergo Bridge Course Programme conducted by IGNOU.

Whereas the parties hereto want to record the terms and conditions of the understanding regarding the Bridge Course Programme as stated below.

I hereby solemnly agree the following terms and conditions for attending the Bridge Course Training Program & appointment of CHO on fixed term contract basis.

1) To submit the   Bank Guarantee of amount  Rs. 1,00,000/- (Rupees One Lakh Only) with a validity of 1 year in favour of HLL Lifecare Ltd, Chennai  in respect of the Candidate’s Certificate Course in the format prescribed by HLL  with claim period of 1 year from the date of expiry. Incase if the candidate breach this agreement, the Bank Guarantee submitted will be forfeited.

2) To undergo Six (6) months Bridge Course Training Program in Program Study Centre certified by IGNOU and as allotted to me.
3) In certain case, the candidates who successfully complete the course shall not be posted as CHO due to non-availability of vacancy. Those candidates will be waitlisted and priority will be given in succeeding batch as per merit list.

4) In case the candidate fails to successfully complete the Six (6) months course due to leaving the course in middle or unable to clear the exam, the Bank Guarantee submitted by the candidate shall be forfeited and the candidate shall be debarred to appear in selection process for two (2) years.

5) The Candidate should join at the Govt. approved Program Study Center on the scheduled date itself,. Or else, the offer may be subject to cancellation and withdrawal without further notice to the Candidate and the Bank Guarantee will be forfeited. 
6) Along with acceptance of the offer, the Candidate is required to submit the duly filled application of admission to the Certificate Course in Community Health (Certificate) in Community Health (to be obtained from the IGNOU Course Prospectus) along with following documents:-

a) Attested copies of Mark-sheet and Certificate of relevant qualification as per eligibility criteria as mentioned in the Student Handbook & Prospectus.

b) Attested copy of proof of date of birth (10th /Madhyamik /Secondary  Certificate)

c) Experience Certificate (if applicable).

d) Caste Certificate (If the candidate belongs to Reserve Category).

e) Duly filled-in Acknowledgement Card with requisite postal stamp. 

f) Bank Guarantee valuing Rs. 1,00,000/- valid for 1 year (as per prescribed format)

g) Agreement (as per prescribed format)

h) Undertaking letter (as per prescribed format)

i) Medical fitness certificate.

7) Candidate shall not be relieved during the Course period or during the period of operation of Agreement for any employment elsewhere. Candidate shall not apply for employment elsewhere during the Course period or Agreement period thereafter, without the prior permission of the HLL. In case Candidate has already applied and/or appeared in any such test, interview etc. before joining for the Certificate Course in Community Health, in the event of Candidate’s selection, Candidate shall not join the new organization, if so then the Bank Guarantee submitted by the candidate shall be forfeited and the candidate shall be debarred to appear in selection process for two (2) years ​.

8) During the 6 months Bridge Course Training Program HLL will pay an stipend of Rs.10, 000/- per month (i.e.) before 5th day of every month.
9) The candidate on successful completion of the course shall sign a contract with HLL to serve the HWCs for at least 3 years. Accepting all the terms & conditions valid for 3 years and further the validity of existing Bank guarantee submitted valuing at Rs.1, 00,000/- is to be extended for further period of 3 years or a fresh Bank Guarantee of the same amount to be submitted valid for 3 years.
10) The candidates selected by HLL will be given only 7 days joining time to join the assigned HWC, if the candidates fail to join within the said time limit, the offer given will stand automatically withdrawn without giving any further opportunity and the Bank Guarantee will be forfeited. His/ her joining report will be accepted after verifying all relevant documents and if there is any discrepancy, the candidate will not be allowed to join.

11) The selected candidates deployed/engaged by HLL as Community Health Officer (CHO) and will get fixed emoluments @Rs. 22213.19/- per month plus performance incentive upto a maximum of Rs. 15,000/-, (i.e) 5th day of every month.
12) The deployment of the candidates as CHO will be purely on contractual/ conditional basis and the candidate will have no right to claim for appointment on permanent roll in HLL. The contractual / conditional placement and posting to any HWC within the state of Himachal Pradesh will be at the discretion of HLL Lifecare Ltd.

13) The candidate will have to submit a certificate of his/her fitness to work to HLL obtained from a Government /Registered Medical Practitioner. Candidate’s selection is subject to the condition that he/she is not suffering from any medical disability or illness, which is likely to hamper Candidate’s selection, at the time of joining Bridge course or at the time of posting (after successful completion of Certificate Course in Community Health) In case it is detected at a later stage that Candidate had concealed any information pertaining to Candidate’s medical status, HLL will be forced to cancel their candidature/termination without notice and the Bank Guarantee  shall be forfeited.

14) The offer of selection is liable to be withdrawn at any point before joining and if joined, liable for termination without notice if HLL comes across any evidence/knowledge that the qualification, caste/category and/or any other particulars indicated by the Candidate in his/her application/personal resume/other forms/formats submitted to the competent authority are not recognized/ false/ misleading and/or amounts to suppression of information/particulars/facts, which should have been brought to the notice of competent authority
15) Inadvertent omission or commission or mistakes, if any, appearing in the offer of selection are liable to be rectified at any time before or after joining to bring the terms & conditions of offer in accordance with the extant policy/rules and regulation of the HLL that may be in force from time to time.
16) The terms & conditions are not exhaustive and the offer is subject to understanding that during period of Course and subsequent Services (contractual/conditional), Candidate will be governed by the relevant rules, regulations and administrative orders that are framed from time to time by the HLL.
17) The service of the contract will be purely on temporary basis for three years and non transferable. The appointment is liable to be terminated in case the performance / conduct of the contract person is not found satisfactory.
18) The CHO will be entitled for one day off during a week apart from one day casual leave in a month. The casual leave can be accumulated up to one year. 
19) CHO will be eligible for leave as follows:-
Casual Leave (CL) : 12 days per annum

Medical Leave (SL) : 08 days per annum

Maternity Leave     : As per Maternity Benefit act-1961

Casual leave will be credited on pro-rate basis @ 1 CL per month. Casual leave will be availed as half day also. Maximum casual leave that can be availed at a stretch is limited to 5.

Sick leave will be credited on pro-rata basis and can be availed without Medical Certificate for a maximum period of 3 days. However Medical Certificate from a registered Medical Practitioner is required if Sick leave exceeds 3 days at a time. There will not be any accumulation of any Sick Leave.

20) Unauthorized absence by the CHO without obtaining prior approval of the controlling Officer will automatically lead to termination of the contract and the Bank Guarantee shall be forfeited.

21) CHO be entitled to TA/DA if required to go on tour in connection with his/her duties as per HLL admissible TA/DA rule against the notified scale.

22) The CHO shall have to perform duties as laid down by NHM.  Attendance of these CHOs will be verified and certified by the Block Medical Officer of the concerned Block for releasing the salary.

23) The people so selected by HLL & further deployed to work as CHO shall by no means be treated under direct employment of NHM/ State Govt. or have any relation of employee-Principal employer and, they shall also raise no claim of seniority, regularization of their services etc.

24) Candidate will any time be subject to the terms & conditions of his/her employment, including the Conduct, Discipline etc. and such other rules and administrative orders that may be in force from time to time during the Certificate Course in Community Health too.
25) Candidate will honor and observe the HLL’s vision, mission and values at all times to maintain high esteem of the HLL. Candidate is expected to provide all health services to the community through the Public Health System only.
26) Legal Matters and Dispute Settlements: Any legal proceeding in respect of any matter of claim or dispute arising out of this offer   of selection between the parties as to the matters arising pursuant to his/her contract shall be settled amicably between the parties ; however, if both the parties fail to settle the dispute amicably, in that event, an arbitrator shall be appointed by the Chairman & Managing Director, HLL Lifecare Ltd, Trivandrum, who will be authorized to adjudicate the dispute and the decision of the arbitrator so appointed will be binding on both the parties and cannot be challenged in any Court of Law.

27) Termination of Services by either Party: HLL may terminate the contract at any time, if performance as a Candidate during the Course or as a “CHO” is not found satisfactory as per terms & conditions of the contract. In the event of such termination HLL shall issue 15 days non-performance notice and give reason therefore, and if Candidate does not reply within 7 days by ensuring improved services and does not give sufficient reasons for such non-performance, non-compliance, then the Contract will be terminated as aforesaid along with the forfeiture of the Bank Guarantee.
