CONDITIONS OF BID

1. DEFINITIONS

In this Contract, the following words and expressions shall have the meanings as stated below:

a. “INVITATION FOR BID” shall mean and include the present document, and such other complements and agenda, which may subsequently be issued in this connection.

b.  “BIDDER” shall mean the person, firm of Corporation submitting a bid against this invitation for bid and shall also include his authorized agents and representatives.

c. “OWNER” or “PURCHASER” shall mean HLL LIFECARE LTD (HLL), Thiruvananthapuram or its units thereof.

d. `ENGINEER-IN-CHARGE'‚ shall mean the Engineer appointed by the Owner to supervise all the activities of the project.

e. `TENDERER'‚ shall mean the company/agency who quotes against the tender enquiry for undertaking the work. 

f. `CONTRACTOR' or ‘SUPPLIER’‚ shall   mean the   successful   bidder whose tender has been accepted by the Owner and to whom the order is placed by the Owner and shall include his heirs, legal representatives, successors etc.

g. `SITE'‚ shall mean the actual place i.e. HLL LIFECARE LTD, Akkulam Factory, Thiruvananthapuram where the project is to be executed.

h. `PROJECT'‚ shall mean entire work specified in the contract documents inclusive of extra items/ extra quantities (if any) executed during the contract period.

i. `ACCEPTANCE LETTER'‚ shall mean written consent by a letter of Owner to the bidder intimating him that his tender has been accepted.

3.1 The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Bid Documents. 3.2 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and the Purchaser will in no case be responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

4.6 The purchaser may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for submission of bids by amending the Bid Documents or any other reasons in which case all rights and obligations of the Purchaser and Bidders previously subject to the deadline will thereafter be subject to the deadline as extended.

4.7 It is the responsibility of the bidders to see that the completed bid documents whether sent by post or by courier or by person are received in the office of Deputy General Manager (Commercial), in the above address by the date and time stipulated for receipt as above failing which the bid would be considered late and rejected. Purchaser will not be held responsible for the postal delay, if any, in the delivery of the bid document or the non-receipt of the same. Bids received after due date and time will be rejected.   Mere handing over of the bid documents at reception counter or at any other counter or room or person cannot be considered as submission of bid.

5. CLARIFICATION OF BID DOCUMENTS

A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Bid Documents may notify the Purchaser in writing, or by fax at the purchasers mailing address indicated in the Invitation for Bids. The Purchaser will respond in writing to any request for clarification of Bid Documents, which it receives not later than 7 days prior to the deadline for submission of Bids prescribed by the Purchaser.

6. AMENDMENT OF BID DOCUMENTS

6.1 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the Purchaser may, for any reason, modify the Bid Documents by amendment.
6.2 The amendment will be notified in writing or fax or telegram or e-mail to all prospective Bidders, which have received the Bid Documents and will be binding on them.    

6.3 In order to afford prospective Bidders reasonable time in which to take the amendment into account in preparing their bid, the Purchaser may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of bids.

7. BID OPENING BY PURCHASER

7.1 The Purchaser will open the bids, in the presence of the bidders’ representatives who choose to attend, at the date and time specified and in the location given in this document.  The Bidders’ representatives who are present shall sign a register evidencing their attendance. In the event of the specified date of bid opening being declared a holiday for the Purchaser, the bids shall be opened at the appointed time and location on the next working day.

7.2 The Bidders’ names and such other details as the Purchaser, at its discretion, may consider appropriate will be announced at the opening.  

7.3 The Purchaser will prepare appropriate bid opening register and the same shall be signed by each of the bidders present during the opening of the bids and the Purchaser.

8. CLARIFICATION OF BIDS

To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids, the purchaser may, at its discretion, ask the bidder for clarifications of its bid.  The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing and no change in the price or substance of the bid shall be sought, offered or permitted.

9. PRELIMINARY EXAMINATION

9.1 The purchaser will examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether the documents have been properly signed, whether the bid validity is as required and whether the bids are generally in order.

9.2 Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be calculated.  If there is a discrepancy between the words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail.

9.3 Prior to the detailed evaluation, the purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the bidding documents. For purposes of these clauses, a substantially responsive bid is one that conforms to specifications and all the terms and conditions of the bid documents without material deviation. The purchaser’s determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

9.4 A bid determined as not substantially responsive will be rejected by the purchaser and may not subsequently be made responsive by the bidder by correction of the non-conformity.

9.5 The purchaser may waive any minor informality or non-conformity or irregularity in a bid, which does not constitute a material deviation, provided such waiver does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any bidder.

9.6 The purchaser’s determination as to the substantial responsiveness or otherwise of each bid or consideration of a minor informality or non-conformity or irregularity is final and conclusive.

10. EVALUATION AND COMPARISON OF BIDS.

10.1 The purchaser will technically evaluate all bids previously determined to be responsive and compare the bids previously determined to be substantially responsive and technically acceptable.

11. POST – QUALIFICATION

11.1 Notwithstanding the qualification requirements given in this document, the Purchaser will determine to its satisfaction whether the Bidder selected as having submitted the lowest evaluated responsive bid is qualified to satisfactorily perform the Contract.

11.2 The determination will take into account the Bidder’s financial, technical and production capabilities.  It will be based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications submitted by the Bidder, as well as such other information as the Purchaser deems necessary and appropriate. 

11.3 The Purchaser reserves the right to negotiate with the lowest evaluated responsive bidder.

11.4 An affirmative determination will be a prerequisite for award of the Contract to the Bidder.  A negative determination will result in rejection of the Bidder’s bid, in which event the Purchaser will proceed to the next lowest evaluated bid to make a similar determination of that bidder’s capabilities to perform satisfactorily.

11.5 Conditional Bids shall not be entertained.

12. AWARD CRITERIA

The Purchaser will award the Contract to the successful Bidder whose bid has been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined as the lowest evaluated bid provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to perform the Contract satisfactorily for the items offered.

13. NOTIFICATION OF AWARD

13.1 Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the purchaser will notify the successful Bidder in writing by or cable or telex or fax, to be confirmed in writing by post, that its bid has been accepted. The notification of award may be sent in the form of Letter of Intend and/or Work order.

13.2 The signed acceptance of the notification of award by the Supplier will constitute a concluded contract.

14. EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT

14.1 Each bid must be accompanied by E.M.D.  
14.2 The EMD is required to protect the Owner against risk of Bidder’s conduct, which would warrant the security’s forfeiture

a. The EMD shall be in the form of Demand Draft from a nationalized bank drawn in favour of HLL LIFECARE LTD, Akkulam ,Sreekariyam payable at Thiruvananthapuram.

b. E.M.D. of the unsuccessful bidders will be released after tabulating tenders, keeping only the earnest money of the first three lowest bidders. The earnest money deposit of the remaining two unsuccessful bidders will be released after the acceptance of the notification of award by the successful bidder.

c. In the case of successful bidder, the Earnest Money will be returned after signing the agreement and submission of Demand Draft towards Security Deposit, which they will have to offer for the faithful execution of the contract.

The scope of work includes the following.

1.0 Supply of 1 no of 350 TR (2 cells)  700 USGPM (per Cell) Cross flow, Induced draft, square type, top throw and Double inlet Twin Cell unit type cooling tower. The work includes Design, Supply, Installation, Testing,Validation and Commissioning of Cooling Tower at site as per CTI Standard No. ATC-105.

COOLING TOWER 

2.1 Basin & Casing

The basin and casing shall be supported by heavy gauge Cold Rolled section hot –dip Galvanized Steel for long life. Standard accessories shall include overflow, drain stainless steel strainers and brass make-up valve with plastic float. The casing and Basin shall be made out of FRP with both sides Gel coated for smoothness from inside and pigmented from outside. 

2.2 Axial Fans

Fans shall be heavy-duty axial type statically and dynamically balanced one. The fans constructed of hollow extruded aluminium alloy blades, installed in a closely fitted cowl with venturi air inlet.  Fan screens shall be galvanized steel mesh and frame, bolted to the fan cowl.

2.3 Fan Motor

Suitable capacity totally enclosed fan cooled energy efficiency (Eff-1) fan motor with 1.1 service factor suitable for outdoor service on 415 volts, 50c/s and 3 phase AC supply. The Fan Motor shall be high efficiency.
2.4 Fill

The Cooling Tower Fill shall be of virgin PVC of cross-fluted design for optimum heat transfer and efficiency.  The cross fluted sheets shall be bonded together and the edges double folded for strength and durability.  The PVC fill shall be resistant to rot decay, or biological attack.

2.5 Water Distribution System

The spray header and branches shall be constructed of Heavy duty, corrosion resistance and shall have a steel connection to attach the external piping.  The piping shall be removable for cleaning purposes.  The water shall be distributed over the fill by precision molded ABS spray nozzles with large orifice openings to eliminate clopping.

2.6 Eliminators

The eliminators shall be constructed entirely of inert polyvinyl chloride in easily handled sections.  The eliminator design shall incorporate two changes in air direction to assure complete removal of all entrained moisture from the discharge air stream.  Maximum drift rate shall be less than 0.005% of the circulating water rate.

2.7 Louvers
The louvers shall be constructed from polyvinyl chloride.  The louvers shall be mounted in easily removable frames for access to the Basin for maintenance.  The louvers shall be suitable angled and spaced to prevent splash out and block direct sunlight.

2.8 Finish

All Basin and casing materials will be 2 side finished in standard colour with NPG, UV stabilizer gel coat.

2.9 Access Ladder

GI Ladder of formed/Rolled channels, size greater that 2.4M wide shall be provided with platform for easy access to Fan Motor.

3.0 Submission of Drawings & Design Calculations. 

The cooling tower shall be designed, tested and certified in accordance with the 2009 IBC and ASCE/ SEI 7-05. The unit shall be suitable for application with 0.76g with a Component Importance Factor (Ip) of 1.5. The unit shall be certified by the manufacturer as functional following an earthquake. The certification shall be based either on full scale shake table testing conducted in accordance with ICC-ES Acceptance Criteria AC156, or by analysis.

The following technical data shall be submitted along with other:

a. Detailed technical data of Cooling Tower, fills, drift eliminators, fan assembly, spray nozzles, shaft, hub materials etc. 

b. The supplier shall submit:

(i). Following details after placing PO design calculations, QA plan, manufacturing schedule and drawings. 

(ii). General Arrangement drawing. 

(iii). Performance characteristic curve of cooling tower for the same capacity shall be submitted to indicate the design L/G ratio. The supplier shall submit performance curve as specified in the clause no 8.0 of this specification. 

4.0 Factory Acceptance Test –FAT

Inspection of all the materials shall be done in the presence of purchaser’s representative at the factory prior to dispatch to site. The supplier shall arrange for mechanical run test at the manufacturer’s site in presence of HLL representative. The supplier shall submit relevant test certificates for all bought out components and dynamic balancing certificate for fan assembly. At the time of FAT, the SAT performance of the system shall also be compared with the Performance Characteristic Curve.

5.0 Packing and Transportation 

Bidders shall note that packing shall be limited to sizes and weights that are permissible under the existing rail and road limitations. Equipment shall be well packed, protected and insured against damage or breakage during transit and delivery. Each package shall be properly labeled to indicate the type, quantity of material it contains, Serial Number, Purchase Order Number, dimensions and other necessary data to identify the equipment and related to the purchase order.

 6.0 Site handling and Storage 

The contractor shall unload and place all materials & equipment in storage at the site specified by the purchaser. The contractor shall be responsible for loading and transportation from the place of storage to the point of installation of the equipment. Loading, transportation, unloading and leading charges shall be under the scope of the supplier.
7.0 Installation, Testing and commissioning
The supplier shall install the cooling tower on the existing RCC basin (size 7550mmX4800mm) at 6m height. HLL will carry out necessary interconnecting piping between cooling tower and existing lines and necessary civil work. 

8.0 Site Acceptance Test - SAT

8. a Acceptance criteria: The cooling tower shall be tested as per Cooling Tower Institute (CTI) Standard code no. ATC-105. If any component fails to meet the design performance, the supplier shall make alterations to meet the design specifications, the supplier, shall carry out the alterations free of cost and such works shall be carried out on top priority. 

8. b The supplier shall conduct all required tests at site after installation to evaluate the performance of the cooling tower under specified conditions to ensure the cooling tower meets the requirement and technical specifications. The supplier shall conduct 72 hrs continuous run test of cooling tower at the site. As per CTI standard the supplier shall submit tower performance data relating tower characteristics, This relationship may be presented as an equation or as a curve or properly identified family of curves, expressing the effects of variables (such as hot water temperature and air velocity) that may, have a significant effect on the result and shall cover a range of L/G, from at least 20 percentage above to at range 20 percent below design. 

8. c The noise level of the equipment at a distance of 1 meter shall be within 70 dB and the vibration measured at bearing supports shall be within 1.8 mm/ sec. The supplier shall submit five copies of operation and maintenance manuals. 

9.0 Completion period

 The entire supply and installation shall be completed within two month from the date of purchase order/LOI. 

10.0 Battery Limit

(1) HLL. Shall carryout necessary interconnecting piping works b/w CT and existing      piping.

(2) HLL will carry out necessary civil works for which civil drawing shall be submitted by the supplier within 2 weeks from the date of purchase order/ LOI

(3) Electrical connections from the main panel to the starter unit, starter unit to motor shall be in scope of the contractor 

All the modification required shall be assured by the contractor.

Necessary earthing with standard size earth wire shall be done by the contractor.

11.0 Warrantee
The performance of cooling tower under the scope of supply shall be as per technical specifications of the tender. Also it shall be warranteed for a period of 12 months from the date of commissioning. The contractor shall also replace any defective components free of cost during the warrantee period.

SCHEDULE IV

CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT 

1. PRICE

Price quoted should be firm without any escalation till the Contract is completely executed and should be for the item/work shown under SCHEDULE II. 

The price quoted should be FOR HLL site including all relevant and applicable taxes and duties, Packing & Forwarding charges, insurance, transportation charges, leading, loading and unloading charges, and any other levies. 

2. TAXES/DUTIES/LEVIES
A local supplier shall be entirely responsible for all the taxes, duties, license fees, etc. incurred until successful completion of contract.  All central, state, municipal taxes, duties and levies payable on the equipment and its erection and commissioning shall be shown by the bidder separately in the Price Bid.  

The format for Quoting is enclosed as SCHEDULE VI.  The Purchaser will issue necessary ‘C’ Form, if required.

Note:

The term ‘Equipment/goods’ means the final and complete equipment/machinery as ordered and does not mean raw material, components, consumable, etc. required for the work.  The Purchaser shall not be liable to pay any tax/duty/levy incurred during the transactions between the Supplier and his sub-suppliers and or Agents.

3. INSURANCE 

The goods supplied under the contract, shall be fully insured against loss or damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery.

4.DELIVERY/COMPLETION PERIOD

4.1 The Supplier should deliver the equipments as per the Contract within 8 weeks from the date of LOI/Purchase Order. 

4.2  Time being the essence of the Contract, the delivery and completion period stipulated should be strictly adhered to. The total completion time of the project is 8 weeks i.e. 6 weeks for the delivery of all items including imported items at HLL site at Akkulam Factory, 2 week for total erection, validation and commissioning of the reciprocating compressor system. 

4.3  Delay in delivery/non delivery and completion of the contract will cause loss and/or damage to Purchaser. The completion period shall be counted from the date of sending of Purchaser’s intimation of acceptance of the Supplier’s offer (Letter of Intent (LOI) and/or Purchase Order).

4.4  Delivery of the goods shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the terms specified by the purchaser in the notification of award.

5. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES FOR DELAYS

If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods or perform the services within the time period(s) specified in the contract, the purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, either (1) deduct from the contract price, as liquidated damages, a sum equivalent to 0.5 percent of the total contract value for each week of delay or part thereof until actual delivery or performance, subject to a maximum of 7.5 % of the total contract value, or (2) at the risk and cost of the Supplier and without prejudice to the other remedies/rights as per the Contract, terminate the Contract wholly or partially and complete it themselves or reassign it to other Suppliers.

6. INSPECTION AND TESTS

1.The purchaser or its representatives shall have the right to inspect and/or to test the goods to confirm their conformity to the contract.  The purchaser shall notify the supplier in writing of the identity of any representatives for these purposes.

2.The inspections and tests may be conducted on the premises of the supplier at point of delivery and/or at site.  Where conducted on the premises of the supplier, the Supplier should make available all reasonable facilities including tools, instruments, apparatus, equipment, facilities, services and materials and assistance, including access to drawings and production data, to enable the Purchaser’s nominee to carryout such inspection/tests without obligations to the purchaser.

3.Should any inspected or tested goods fail to conform to the specifications and performance, the purchaser may reject then and the supplier shall either replace the rejected goods or make all alternations necessary to meet specification requirements free of cost to the purchaser, within a period of 15 (fifteen) days of intimating such rejection.

4.The purchaser’s right to inspect, test and, where necessary, reject the goods after the good’s arrival at site shall in no way be limited or waived by reason of the goods having previously been inspected, tested and passed by purchaser or its representatives prior to the good’s dispatch from the place of manufacture.

5.Notwithstanding any such inspection/tests carried out at Supplier’s works, the equipment shall be accepted only after receipt and successful commissioning at the site and the inspection/tests carried out at Supplier’s works will not relieve his contractual obligations for conforming to the specifications under the contract.

7.  PACKING

The supplier shall provide such packing of the goods as is required to prevent their damage or deterioration during transit to site. The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling during transit and open storage.  

8. TRANSPORTATION

Where the supplier is required under the contract to deliver the goods to a specified destination within India, transport of the goods including insurance to such other point in India as shall be specified in the contract, shall be arranged and paid for by the supplier and the cost thereof shall be included in the contract price.

9.  SPARE PARTS

ii)Immediately following such discontinuation, providing the  Purchaser/Consignee, free of cost, the designs, drawings, layouts and specifications of the spare parts, as and if requested by the Purchaser/Consignee.  

2.Supplier shall carry sufficient inventories to assure ex-stock supply of consumable 
spares for the goods so that the same are supplied to the Purchaser/Consignee 
promptly on receipt of order from the Purchaser/Consignee. 

10.  WARRANTY
1.The supplier warrants comprehensively that the goods supplied under the contract is new, unused and  incorporate  all  recent  improvements  in  design  and  materials unless  prescribed  otherwise  by the  purchaser  in  the  contract.  The  supplier  further  warrants  that  the  goods  supplied  under  the contract  shall  have  no  defect  arising from  design,  materials  or  workmanship  or  from  any  act  or 
omission  of  the  supplier,  that  may  develop  under  normal  use  of  the  supplied goods  under  the conditions prevailing in India.

5. In  the  event  of  any  rectification  of  a  defect  or  replacement  of  any  defective  
goods  during  the warranty period, the warranty for the rectified/replaced goods shall 
be extended to a further period  of  1  (One)  year  from  the  date  such  rectified  / replaced  goods  starts  functioning  to  the satisfaction of the purchaser.  

6. If  the  supplier,  having  been  notified,  fails  to  respond  to  take  action  to  repair or  replace  the defect(s) within 8 hours on a 24(hrs) X 7 (days) X 365 (days) basis, 
the purchaser may proceed to take such remedial action(s) as deemed fit by the purchaser, at the risk and expense of the supplier and  without  prejudice  to  other contractual  rights  and  remedies,  which  the  purchaser  may  have against the supplier.  

11. AFTER SALES SERVICE

After sales service centre should be available on 24 (hrs) X 7 (days) X 365 (days) basis. Complaints should be attended properly, maximum within 8 hrs. The service should be provided directly by Tenderer.  

12. TRAINING

Supplier shall provide training to a team of HLL personnel for operation, setting of parameters and maintenance of above unit at HLL or at firm’s premises.

13. Terms of Payment and Deviation in payment terms
